In GSAPS, since last year, the “Union of High Level Empowerment of Human 

Resources in East Asia Program,” which is part of “Program for Enhancing Systematic 
Education in Graduate Schools,” has received authorization of the project by the 
Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology –Japan (MEXT). The 
goal of the project is “to empower the Scholars’ and Experts’ self-dependence through 
systematical approach,” which is lacking in the Japanese Graduate Schools. Also, the 
program wishes “to empower the Scholars’ and Experts’ group work involving high 
cohesive projects” of European and American Graduate Schools.
