Expected educational results:
Asian societies are changing under conditions of globalization. Many GSAPS MA students are studying various aspects of cultural and social changes in East Asian countries. This project aims to expose GSAPS students to student scholarship in similar fields in other globalized academic programs in Asia. 
This project chooses two graduate programs in Shanghai, China. Both programs employ English as the alternative language in academic teaching and research. Their student body has also become increasingly international.
