Based on Article IX of the Regulations for Academic Degrees (Ordinance No. 9 of the
Ministry of Education, issued on April 1, 1953), two copies shall be made of every
doctoral dissertation that has been successfully submitted for examination. One
copy shall be archived at the National Diet Library, and another copy shall be
archived at the Waseda University Library. Doctoral dissertations shall be
registered with the Waseda University Library Catalog (WINE) in order to facilitate

indexing and searching for such documents.

In order to make academic resources widely available, both domestically and
internationally, applicants also register their doctoral dissertations with the Waseda
University Repository. Together, the Waseda University Library Catalog (WINE)
and the Waseda University Repository are collectively referred to as the electronic

publication system.

Applicants who choose to register with the electronic publication system should
confirm items |-7 below, fill in the "Doctoral Dissertation Electronic Publication

Consent Form," and submit it to the affiliated research faculty of the applicant.

Article VIII of the Regulations for Academic Degrees (Ordinance No. 9 of the Ministry
of Education, issued on April 1, 1953) requires that abstracts of dissertations and
summaries of dissertation examination results be published. Regardless of
whether consent to register the doctoral dissertation document was received or not,
Waseda University shall proceed ahead with publication through the electronic

database system.

Moreover, CD-type storage formats and other media which have been submitted
along with doctoral dissertations, shall be used only in such cases as required for
electronic registration procedures, and administrative procedures related to the

conferment of a degree. Such items submitted shall not be returned.




[image: image2.jpg]The Doctoral Dissertation Electronic Publication Consent Form thereafter,
referred to as "Consent Form') shall grant reproduction and public
transmission rights to Waseda University as part of the process to convert the
Doctoral Dissertation into an electronic format to be made available through the

University's electronic publishing system.

Electronically-formatted information shall be readily accessible through

standard computer system environments via standard information networks.

No alterations shall be made to any portion of the copyrighted work. However,
with regard to the technological environment, there may be occasions when
abbreviation or substitution with suitable alternatives are necessary for
portions of the work which cannot be accurately reproduced due to technical

reasons.

When necessary, the applicant shall take whatever steps necessary to
communicate and liaise with all relevant parties in advance, so that no disputes
arise from the publication of the doctoral dissertation. (An example would be
the case of a doctoral dissertation which had been previously published by

another publisher.}

With regard to the publication of doctoral dissertations, Waseda University
shall, through its websites (Repository, etc.), inform users of the registered data
to observe all intellectual property rights laws, as well as on applicable
limitations specified under said laws, and on any limitations placed on

reproductions for individual use.

In order to terminate continued publication, the applicant must submit the
following official form, "Doctoral Dissertation Electronic Publication

Cancellation Form" to Waseda University.

The information provided on the Consent Form shall be used for only the
purposes stated. Waseda University reserves the right to subcontract services

related to the registration procedure mentioned here, in part or in whole.
