ACCOMMODATION
The ESP:TESOL program includes 
accommodation with an Australian homestay 
family. Homestay is an excellent opportunity 
to experience Australian culture and practise 
your English. You will have your own private 
bedroom and be welcomed to join the family in 
all shared living areas of the home. 

Homestay includes breakfast and dinner on 
weekdays and breakfast, lunch and dinner on 
weekends. 

ICTE-UQ homestay is managed by the 
Institute’s experienced accommodation 
officers and all families are visited before being 
accepted into the program.

Transport to/from the UQ St Lucia campus 
is usually by bus and/or train and on average 
takes 30-40 minutes up to a maximum of 40-
50 minutes.
