* Internship: you will be placed in an internship with an organization that fits your interests and skills. You will
intern four days a week.

*  Academic Course: you will complete an academic course. TWC’s faculty includes adjunct professors from local
universities including Georgetown and Johns Hopkins University, among others.

*  Leadership Forum: you will attend a series of events with experts and leaders from the private, public, and
nonprofit sectors on Monday afternoons.

*  Civic Engagement/Social Responsibility Project: you will devote a minimum of 15 hours ovet the semestet
to active learning and action to become well-informed about an issue you care about and then work to make a
positive difference in public life at the local, national or global level.

*  Portfolio: you will produce a compilation of documents that chronicles and summarizes your learning experience
during your time with The Washington Center.
