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Michiaki Ikeda: Only 6 years old at the time of the bombing, he was a first grader in Yamazato elementary school. He

was only 700 meters from the hypocenter when the bomb detonated. Currently he is working as a "peace guide" around
the area of the blast in Nagasaki and at the Nagasaki Atomic Bomb Museum.
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
