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Images of Socialist Realism Architecture in Soviet Films

From the ancient times until today huge construction projects have closely
connected with political authority. In the 20th century, however, a new player

appeared in this relationship between architecture and authority — mass media.
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Architectural discourse and images in the media such as photos, newspapers,
magazines and films became more influential than real constructions. This was
especially true for socialist realism architecture during Stalin period, whose
central aim was not constructing but propagandizing communist ideology
through architectural images.

From this viewpoint Grigori Aleksandrov’s film 7he Shining Path (1940) gives
us a good example. Aleksandrov used the Palace of the Soviets and the
All-Union Agricultural Exhibition (VSKhV), the most outstanding models of the
socialist realism architecture at that time, as a backdrop in the climax of this
film. This time I will show how Aleksandrov created ideal (but fictional)

architectural images and how he connected them to Stalin cult of personality.
