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1 . What is the Idente Foundation for Study and Research? 
The aim of the Idente Foundation for Study and Research is higher education, understood as an instrument of the person’s education and realisation in Christian values and social humanism. The Foundation pursues this aim through its action in the fields of study, teaching, professional training, cultural activities, research and any other related initiative.

The Foundation is a nonprofit organisation and is composed of professionals working in various fields of activity. In Italy, it was established by the Association Id of Christ the Redeemer, Idente Missionaries on March 28, 2003. 
2. Objectives 
In order to fulfill its goals the Foundation conducts the following activities: 

· to provide and administer lodging and other facilities offering services, tools and support for activities of teaching, training and research;

· to carry out all kinds of activities, involving culture, education, or consulting which are connected with teaching and research in higher education;

· to offer courses, services and initiatives aimed at fostering studies and professional training, with special attention given to underprivileged students, especially immigrants;  

· to organise special events, seminars, conferences, debates, sociocultural courses, and classes on general culture or more specialised knowledge;

· to publish scientific works and works of research, study and dissemination of scientific information;

· to carry out activities of research and various cultural and educational activities through the use of the most recent technologies of interactive and multimedia communication.

The Foundation shall promote all initiatives needed not only for the cultural, but also the civil and spiritual preparation of those who avail themselves of the educational services it offers, including families, teaching staff and all those who may benefit from them. 

3. Projects

Among the projects that the Idente Foundation is currently carrying out, we can mention: 

1. The Associated Centre of the Private Technical University of Loja (www.utpl.edu.ec), a centre for distance learning set up in Rome with a view to helping young people from South America present in Italy by giving them an opportunity to study adapted to their needs which aims at the integral training of young people on a technical and scientific as well as a human and spiritual level. 

2. The Master’s Degree in Global Development and Social Justice (http://www.caritasroma.it/Prima%20pagina/Master.asp), planned for students from developing countries and organised by various institutions, including the Foundation itself. The aim of the course is to train future leaders, administrators, social workers and “opinion leaders” from the continents that are most afflicted by poverty and social injustice.

3. The Master’s Degree in Medicine in situations of Marginalization, Migration and Poverty (http://master.idente.net). This is the first Master’s Degree offered in Italy on the subject of the medical and social aspects of the assistance given to immigrants, outcasts and in general all those who suffer from social traumas. One particular purpose is to train doctors, nurses, managers and other social and medical workers by giving them technical, cultural, and sociological preparation, and offering knowledge which goes beyond specific professional aspects to comprehend the causes and effects of sociopolitical conditions which produce poverty as well as social and cultural discrimination.

4. The Tata Giovanni Centre, a youth centre where adolescent and young people receive attention and orientation, psychological support, pedagogical guidance, and a training in human and Christian values meant to foster their personal and relational development.
