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Our program has two aims: to develop
competent professionals who will contrib-
ute to regional cooperation and consolida-
tion, and to build a center for this purpose.
The four areas of study are (1)politics and
security, (2)economics, (3)social and cultur-
al, and (4) crossover and complex, which are
interconnected organically. We will build
a theoretical framework for regional gov-
ernance, allowing the Ph.D. candidates to
participate in different projects for develop-
ing multifaceted, comprehensive perspectives.

The Research Project also encourages creat-
ing strong networks with other institutions
of higher learning in the region, while col-
laborating with government agencies, pub-
lic organizations and NGOs to institute a
world-class research facility at Waseda.
