Our Institute inherits the R&D structure
developed by our predecessor, “Development
of Research and Study Methodologies in
Theatre” and conducts research covering six
fields that include Japanese theatre, Asian
theatre, Western theatre, dance, film arts,
and art culture environment.

Inquiry into Japan’s classical theatre involves
multiple studies in European classical the-
atre, while research concerning Western
theatre utilizes pan-European inquiries that

investigate theatre
particular to differ-
ent countries, both
pioneering cutting
edge research. Asian
theatre research fo-
cuses on compara-
tive research be-
tween Japan and
China through the
pioneering field of
Shingeki studies,
with a deeper look
into the classical theatre of the region.

Our emphasis is on both theatre and film
arts, as we investigate the various theo-
ries, principles and histories of these related
fields. We aim to establish a new research
methodology, looking at films and theatre
from an integral perspective. This approach
will create a new breed of researchers who

will further advance our cultural heritage.
