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Strong networks with Asian countries
lead to double degree
and business training programs.
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Having built powerful networks with many
institutions of higher learning in Asia,
Waseda is strongly positioned to foster ad-
vanced joint research and exchange, with
its role constantly expanding as we plunge
into the “Age of Asia”. The pioneering dou-
ble MBA program with Nanyang Techno-
logical University (NTU) of Singapore was
started in 2006. For budding business exec-
utives, the European Union commissioned
Waseda to organize the Executive Training
Programme Japan(ETP-]) which consists of
specialized, high-level business and Japa-
nese-language classes taught by the faculty
of Social Sciences and the Graduate School
of Commerce. Being chosen for the four-
university consortium, along with the Insti-

tut des études politiques de Paris (“Scienc-

es-Po”), Bocconi University (Italy) and the
University of London proves the strength of
Waseda’s business education, research and
Japanese language teaching.

international researchers:
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A multifaceted approach that encourages
interdisciplinary work is indispensable in
Social Studies research. Waseda’s flexible re-
search environment enhances vigorous ex-
change with foreign researchers; the rapidly
expanding networks are an asset to young
students. The growing interdisciplinary col-
laboration is the proof of this concept. The
EU-Europe Research Organization (tentative
name), currently under establishment,
will pioneer a new approach based on the
wealth of experience in research projects
at Waseda. What can Social Studies do to
build a sustainable international communi-
ty? The numerous researchers linked to us
try to answer this question with an Asian
perspective.
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
