4. Field of Specialization: Statistics

5. Salary and wages:  As per university rules

6. Qualifications: Master’s or higher degree (including applicants who will graduate in March 2009).

The following reservations apply:

(1) Applicants enrolled in doctoral programs will only be accepted if they are enrolled at Waseda
University (including applicants admitted to doctoral programs of Waseda University as at April 1,
2009).

(2) Applicants should not have had prior experience as a Research Associate at Waseda University.

(3) Applicants should not be employed elsewhere at time of employment.

(4) Applicants should be able to communicate in Japanese and English.

Note 1: Primarily, a research associate conducts his/her own research.

In addition, he/she is expected to assist with the following work at the School.

(3) A letter of recommendation (addressed to the Dean of the School of International Liberal Studies).
The letter must arrive by December 26, 2008.

(4) Research plan and statement of what you intend to accomplish as a Research Associate at the School
of International Liberal Studies (in Japanese or English)

(5) Major academic publications or research papers up to three, including the master’s thesis (copies are
acceptable).
