In addition to a pamphlet being recently
distributed by Waseda University regarding this serious issue, a warning was also
printed in the Waseda Weekly (no. 1163). All students should again take a moment to
revise this important information, and make themselves aware of the dangers of illegal
drugs.

Students must not be misled by the false claims that certain types of illegal drugs can
"alleviate tiredness", "make you feel refreshed" or "help you to lose weight". lllegal drugs
such as cannabis and stimulants not only lures users to crime, but also incurs serious
and often irreversible consequences to your health. Simply possessing illegal drugs will
result in severe social punishments, leading to a wasted life.

All students of Waseda University must be aware of the consequences of illegal drug
use, and act responsibly. Please be reminded that Waseda University inflicts severe
punishments when dealing with such illegal activity.

In light of recent events, Waseda University will be taking strong measures to prevent
future occurrences of this kind. As part of this, we will be holding an online survey via
Waseda-Net Portal regarding illegal drugs, and also reprinting a feature article on illegal

drugs in the November 20" issue of the Waseda Weekly.
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
