Once you have submitted your dissertation for the Preliminary Examination, in principle it is no
longer possible to make changes to the main title (subtitle).

The reasoning behind this is that the Dissertation Advisory Committee is put in place purely as part of the dissertation
development process. This means it is possible to change the title of your dissertation during its development based on the

advice of your Advisory Committee.
