ACCOMMODATION (HOUSING)

ASSESSMENT AND GRADING 
Modules are assessed by coursework and 
examination. A grade of 40% for each course is 
required to pass.

HEALTHCARE 
Students joining Bayes full-time for more than 
six months are eligible to receive free NHS 
hospital treatment in England.
