If you fail to complete
the procedures by designated period, you may not be able to take any Japanese language courses on this
semester.

Every year, the information for Spring Semester will be updated on March 1st and Fall Semester will be
updated on September 1st.

[Required Procedure for Course Registration] (Follow the six steps below from September 1st.)

[1] Read the URL written above

Check the required procedure and schedule by the [Japanese Language Course Registration Guidebook and
Syllabus”. (It will be posted on the webpage above and also provided at CJL office on the 4™ floor of Building No.
22).

[2] Apply for the Japanese Level Check Test (J-CAT)

Apply for the J-CAT test by following the instructions on the “Japanese Level Check Test (J-CAT) Guide” on our
webpage. J-CAT will help you to evaluate your current Japanese level. It is not mandatory; however, we recommend
you to take the test in order to register the appropriate level of Japanese Course.)

[3) Take the Japanese Level Check Test (J-CAT)
Take the J-CAT test with your J-CAT ID and Password. You can use the “Table for Level Criterion” on the “Japanese
Level Check Test (J-CAT) Guide” to see your Japanese level based on your test results.

[4] Watch the Academic Orientation video

Watch the “Academic orientation video” (available in both English and Japanese) on our webpage. It will provide
with information the Japanese language course and the course registration procedures| You can watch the video from
September Ist. Please make sure to watch this video and read the “Course Registration Guidebook and Syllabus”. If
you still have any concerns, please attend the “Individual Consultation” held on September 18th. We will not accept
questions by the students who have not watched the video and read the guidebook.

[5] Create your schedule
Check the academic calendar, timetable, syllabus and other course information at your school before you create your
own time schedule including the Japanese language Courses. [[he courses offered by your own school must be given

priority over the Japanese language courses.

[6] Register the Japanese language Courses through MyWaseda
Register the Japanese language courses through MyWaseda during the period designated by your school. (Waseda
ID will be provided by your school.) Please confirm at your school for details.
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
