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The current situation of immigrants from China in the Kingdom of Tonga
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[Abstract of presentation]

The Kingdom of Tonga, an island nation in the South Pacific, relies on two

categories of immigrants for its domestic economy. "Out-migrants," who sup-
port their home country through remittances and other means, have attracted
attention as an economic characteristic of island countries, as mentioned in
the MIRAB model. On the other hands, "in-migrants" has not received much

attention although, in addition to intra-Oceania migrants, especially business-

es conducted by immigrants from Asian region have indispensable to the local
society. This presentation focuses on the current situation of Chinese immi-
grants and their grocery shop business, who have a particularly large presence

in the Kingdom compared to other "in-migrants."
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
