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Creating New Value in the Asia-Pacific

The Graduate School of Asia-Pacific Studies marks its 20th anniversary in 2018. Over the last 20 years, we
have succeeded in cementing our status as a graduate school, with our Asia-Pacific focused education and
research winning acclaim both at home and abroad. My heartfelt thanks go to everyone who has supported us
through the years. Some 3,000 MA students from over 50 countries have passed through our program. Hailing
not just from Japan and the Asia-Pacific but around the world, they have gone on after graduation to serve and
lead society in various capacities. Over 250 doctoral students have also completed their studies with us and are
now operating not only in research and education but a whole range of areas beyond.

The Asia-Pacific has grown into a driver of the world economy, in recent years playing an increasingly import-
ant role. According to the International Monetary Fund’s Regional Economic Outlook: Asia Pacific (May 2018),
the economic outlook for Asia-Pacific remains strong, and the region continues to be the most dynamic of the
global economy. In the foreseeable future, it is expected to achieve robust growth. Even given this strong out-
look, the region does face a variety of risks arising from its vulnerability to international politics and geopoliti-
cal factors (the recent shift toward protectionism and increasing geopolitical tensions, for example), as well as
the various disparities within the Asia-Pacific.

The region also faces a whole host of other challenges aside from the economic, including education, income
and gender disparities, environmental issues, poverty, territorial issues, national security, human rights, aging
populations and falling birth rates, and the digital divide. At the same time, we cannot overlook the way in
which the region’s diverse cultures and rich natural environment are working together to further enhance the
appeal of the Asia-Pacific.

The globalization wrought by the advance of digitization has elevated the issues facing the region to global rel-
evance. Digitization is transforming people’s lives and indeed all aspects of the economy and society, but while
Asia is a key driver of information and communication technology innovation, we do not currently have the
social and economic structures in place to enjoy the full benefit of global digitization.

Over the years, the Graduate School of Asia-Pacific Studies has endeavored to build a curriculum that pro-
motes comprehensive, cross-disciplinary research and education to address the diversity, potential, and chal-
lenges of the Asia-Pacific beyond traditional disciplinary boundaries. Our aim is not simply to resolve challeng-
es but to make an academic contribution to the creation of new value. Our faculty—all leaders in their respec-
tive fields—have continued to work together with students to develop a process for identifying students’ aca-
demic interests and crystallizing these into research results.

But we have no intention of resting on the laurels of the last 20 years. Already we are working to enhance our
education and research in the next decade through, for example, collaboration with other universities and insti-
tutions at home and abroad. Our aim is to continue to work with Japanese and international researchers along
with students from a diverse range of backgrounds to create a platform for Asia-Pacific-related education and
research.

Today’s 20th Anniversary Symposium, entitled “Dynamics of Division and Integration in the Asia-Pacific,”
brings together leading scholars from a wide range of disciplines to reflect on our progress over the last 20
years and consider directions for the future. Using leading-edge research in the various disciplines as the basis
for macroscopic discussion on the region’s current status and prospects, we hope that the symposium will pro-
vide an opportunity to showcase the research and education of the Graduate School of Asia-Pacific Studies for a
wider audience.

Twenty years have passed since the founding of Waseda University’s Graduate School of Asia-Pacific Studies. From the
outset, its academic mission has been to train and to support “scholarly research from global and regional perspectives
aimed at illuminating history, politics, economics, industry, management, societies, cultures, and transnational relations,
with a focus on the Asia-Pacific region.” Its broader goal, however, has been to ensure that the benefits of this scholarly
research will contribute to society through the training of professionals with specialized knowledge and a commitment
to solving problems. We take great pride in the international recognition we have earned in training a large number of
talented people currently leading and building careers that reflect these analytical, intellectual, and social missions. To
commemorate our twentieth anniversary, we are hosting this international symposium that we hope will simultaneously
reflect on lessons learned about the region and ask us to consider the challenges that lie ahead. To that end, we have
chosen “Dynamics of Division and Integration in the Asia-Pacific” as the symposium’s theme. As with the myriad chal-
lenges that directly confront international order, within the Asia-Pacific, the developments and problems that divide and
unify the region are likely to be central concerns that define the region in the years to come. By taking a broad view
and bringing together leading scholars from a wide variety of disciplinary, professional, and intellectual backgrounds,
we will take the opportunity to consider how the research and training of the Graduate School of Asia-Pacific Studies
has made a difference as well as how we can continue to make important contributions in the future.

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Ambassador ONG Keng Yong

is Executive Deputy Chairman of the S. Rajaratnam School of International Studies at the Nanyang Technological University in
Singapore. Concurrently, he is Ambassador-at-Large in the Singapore Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Singapore’s non-resident
High Commissioner to Pakistan and non-resident Ambassador to Iran. He was High Commissioner of Singapore to Malaysia
from 2011 to 2014. Mr. Ong was Secretary-General of ASEAN (Association of Southeast Asian Nations), based in Jakarta, Indo-

nesia from January 2003 to January 2008.
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Patricio N. Abinales

is a professor of Philippine and Asian Studies at the School of Pacific and Asian Studies, University of Hawaii-Manoa. He
completed his Bachelors of Arts in History at the University of the Philippines (UP), majoring in History. After working for nine
years at UP, he received a fellowship to pursue a Ph.D. at the Government Department of Cornell University in Ithaca, New
York, where he worked under Benedict R’OG Anderson. The Ateneo de Manila University Press published his dissertation with
the title Making Mindanao: Cotabato and Davao in the Formation of the Philippine Nation-State in 2000. Before moving to
Hawaii, he was Assistant Professor at the Department of Political Science, Ohio University, before he moved to the Center for
Southeast Asian Studies, Kyoto University where he did research on the Philippine middle class, insurgencies and politics in
the southern Philippine island of Mindanao, and pestilence as a non-traditional security threat. It was also in Kyoto where he
published his major works, foremost of which is State and Society in the Philippines, which he co-wrote with his late wife

Donna J. Amoroso in 2005. Rowman and Littlefield re-issued a second and expanded edition of the book in 2017.
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Mely Caballero-Anthony

is Professor and Head of the Centre for Non-Traditional Security (NTS) Studies at the S. Rajaratnam School of International Stud-
ies (RSIS), Nanyang Technological University, Singapore. She is currently the Secretary-General of the Consortium on Non-
Traditional Security Studies in Asia. From 2013-2017, Prof Anthony was a member of the UN Secretary-General’s Advisory
Board on Disarmament Matters and served at its chair in 2016. She was Director of External Relations at the ASEAN Secretariat
from 2011-2012 and was recently a member of the World Economic Forum (WEF) Global Agenda Council on Conflict Prevention.
From 2015-2017, she was Vice President at-large of the Governing Council of the International Studies Association (ISA) and is
currently member of the ISA’s Global South Task Force. She was also a visiting fellow at the Elliott School of International
Affairs, George Washington University in 2015. Prof. Anthony research interests include regionalism and multilateralism in
Asia-Pacific, human security and non-traditional security, conflict prevention and global governance. She has published exten-
sively on a broad range of security issues in Asia-Pacific. Her latest books, both single-authored and co-edited, include: Negotiat-
ing Governance on Non-Traditional Security in Southeast Asia and Beyond (New York: Columbia University Press, forthcom-
ing 2018), An Introduction to Non-Traditional Security Studies (London: SAGE Publications Ltd, 2016), Asia on the Move
(Japan: JCIE, 2015), and Human Security and Climate Change (London: Routledge, 2014). Among her recent peer-reviewed
articles are: ‘Community Security: Human Security at 21’, (Contemporary Politics, 2015), ‘Understanding ASEAN Centrality’,
(Pacific Review, 2014), and ‘Human Security in ASEAN: 20 Years On’, (Asian Journal of Peacebuilding, 2014). Prof. Anthony has
also led a number of global and regional research projects on international security and global governance. In 2017, she co-
chaired the Global Reflection Group on the ‘Monopoly of the Use of Force- 2.0’ that brought together 21 scholars from Asia,
Africa, Europe and the Americas that examined the nature of security provision in times of uncertainty. She was also the princi-
pal investigator of the MacArthur Asia Security Initiative (ASI) project of Internal Security Challenges in Asia and Cross-Border

Implications and was Co-Chair of the Second Murdoch Commission on Food Security, Trade and Partnership in Asia.
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Dale Copeland

is Professor in the Department of Politics at the University of Virginia. His research interests include the origins of economic
interdependence between great powers, the link between commerce and conflict, and East Asian international politics in the
modern era. Among his publications, Dr. Copeland is the author of Economic Interdependence and War (Princeton University
Press, 2015), winner of the International Studies Association Best Book Award for 2017. He is also the author of The Origins
of Major War (Cornell University Press, 2000). He has been the recipient of numerous awards, including MacArthur and
Mellon Fellowships and a post-doctoral fellowship at the Center for Science and International Affairs at Harvard University.
Professor Copeland received a Ph.D. from the University of Chicago, an M.A. from Johns Hopkins School of Advanced Interna-
tional Studies, and a B. Commerce from Queen's University, Canada.
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Jayant Menon

is Lead Economist in the Office of the Chief Economist at the Asian Development Bank in Manila, Philippines, where he works
on trade, international investment and development issues. He joined ADB in 1999 and has worked on the India Desk, the
Regional Economic Monitoring Unit, the Southeast Asia Department, and the Office for Regional Economic Integration. He also
had a stint at the ADB Institute in Tokyo between 2005-2008. One of his key accomplishments at ADB was to develop the
Trade stream, and assemble a team, which he later headed. Prior to joining ADB, he worked as an academic in Australia for
more than a decade, mainly at the Centre of Policy Studies at Monash University in Melbourne. He has also worked at the Uni-
versity of Melbourne, Victoria University, and the American University in Washington, DC.

Dr. Menon holds adjunct appointments with the Australian National University, University of Nottingham, UK and Cambodian
Institute for Cooperation and Peace, and has served on the Advisory Boards of the University of Nottingham Campus in Malay-
sia and the Cambodia Development Resource Institute. He also serves on several editorial boards, including the Journal of
Asian Economics, Asian Economic Journal, Journal of Asia-Pacific Economy, and Journal of Southeast Asian Economies,
among others. Dr. Menon delivered the 2014 Boustead Annual Globalization Lecture at the University of Nottingham, Malay-
sia. He has authored or co-authored more than one hundred academic publications, mostly on trade and development, and
particularly as they relate to Asia.
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Aihwa Ong

is Professor and Robert H. Lowie Distinguished Chair in Anthropology and Chair of the Group in Asian Studies at the University
of California, Berkeley. Her research interests focus on science, technology and society (STS), governance, cities and citizenship,
and contemporary art in East and Southeast Asia. Her books include Spirits of Resistance and Capitalist Discipline: Factory
Women in Malaysia (1986; 2010); Flexible Citizenship: the Cultural Logics of Transnationality (1999); Buddha is Hiding: Refu-
gees, Citizenship, the New America (2005); Neoliberalism as Exception: Mutations in Citizenship and Sovereignty (2006) and
Fungible Life: Experiment in the Asian City of Life (2016). Ong co-edited Global Assemblages: Technology, Politics and Ethics
as Anthropological Problems (2005); Privatizing China, Socialism from Afar (2008); Asian Biotech: Ethics and Communities of
Fate (2010); and Worlding Cities: Asian Experiments and the Art of Being Global (2011). Her writings have received prizes and
been translated into European languages and Bahasa-Indonesia, Japanese, and Chinese. She has attended the World Economic
Forum and lectured internationally.

Faculty and students come from diverse
backgrounds, and as part of the vibrant GSAPS community students are able to experience a microcosm of the global
society as they pursue a range of curricular and research activities.Since its founding in 1998, a total of over 3,000
students have graduated from the MA Program and have gone on to become leaders in a variety of countries in the
fields of international cooperation and development, international civil service and public affairs, international busi-
ness, and advanced research. In addition, over 250 students have received their Ph.D.s and are active in universities
and research institutes across the world.
