Most GSAPS courses have no limit on enrollment.

However, there is a limit to the number of students who can enroll in some courses, so for
details, please refer to “F. GSAPS :&&HRIB(CDUL T,/ Courses Offered by GSAPS”. Please note
that registration is not on a first-come, first-served basis, so there is no problem as long as
you register for courses during the prescribed registration period. (For courses with fixed
enroliment limits, enrollment will be determined by lottery after the course registration
period is over.)

As an international student, are there any requirements for the number of class hours per
week needed to maintain my residence status?

For regular (degree-seeking) students, there is no requirement regarding the number of
class hours you must take per week.

For non-degree students, MEXT Non-Degree Students are required to take at least 10 hours
per week (equivalent to 6 classes) throughout the semester.

(Except for doctoral students under this category who choose the “Research Students”
option.)
