This research fellowship grant is run by the Haraguchi Memorial Asia Research Fund proudly
sponsored by the University’s Honorary Donor, Ms. HARAGUCH]I, Uta.

1) Annual Grant per Recipient

The grant amount will be decided after evaluating your plan.
Research plan type Amount(maximum)
This grant primarily targets fieldwork conducted by students
themselves both within and outside Japan. Broadly, it also includes
internships and participation in international conferences, but only IPY250 000
when such activities involve fieldwork. !
(Activities solely for the purpose of internships or international
conference participation are not eligible.)

2) Number of Recipients :
A total of about 20 recipients per year.
Applications for Category 2 are limited to full-time regular students at GSAPS.
On the application form, you must select one of the two categories.
» Category 1: Research Focused on Southeast Asia
> Category 2: Research Related to Asia (including Japan)

3) Applications Requirements :
Applicants must satisfy all of the following requirements. Applicants who have never received
the Fund before will be given priority.

@ During the application period and field trips, applicants must be full-time regular graduate
students at Waseda University. (Excluding those on leave of absence) However, to apply
for Category 2, applicants must be full-time regular students at GSAPS.

@ (2) Students with excellent academic records and good character who are in need of
financial support for research expenses.

® Those who begin field research after the grant*1 is approved and complete it by March 2,
2027(Tue.). (Receipts, other vouchers and reports required for the grant must also be
submitted by March 2, 2027(Tue.).)

*1: [For April Application]
The fileld research should begin on and after June 1, 2026 (Mon.).
(For October Application]
The fileld research should begin on and after November 25, 2026 (Wed.).

@ Students who are able to settle expense accounts correctly according to the guidelines for

the research field trip grant.

<Expenses covered by this grant>

1. Airfare: Economy class airfare, airport fee, airport tax, security service charge, and
ticketing fee

2. Visa application fee, overseas travel insurance fee *Purchase of travel insurance
designated by Waseda University is required.

3. Local transportation expenses (airfare and long-distance land transportation between
the cities where the research will be conducted)
*Only those exceeding 80 km one-way will be eligible for reimbursement.

4. Accommodation allowance: 7,000 yen per night (fixed rate)

*No allowance will be provided for days when accommodation fees are not required.
Additionally, field research in your home country are also possible. However, if you
conduct fieldwork in the area (city) where your home (including your parents' home) is
located, we will not provide accommodation allowance for that area (city).

5. Books and materials: limited to books purchased (excluding online purchase) at the field
research site and necessary for the research.

6. Photocopying fees of materials at the field research site

7. Purchase of data necessary for research to supplement field research (Data concerning
the unit of analysis in field research (e.g., individuals or households) ) (Category 2
applicants only)

(® Students who are able to submit the report within one month after they return to Japan.




*There is a restriction on how many times students can receive this grant:
only once for MA students, up to twice for Ph.D. students.
*The recipients of “Overseas Research Travel Grant Program for Upper-level Undergraduate and
Graduate Students” in 2026 are also eligible to apply for this grant.
*If you are unable to execute a field trip before the end of this fiscal year (March 2, 2027(Tue.)),
the grant cannot be carried over to the next fiscal year.

4) Application Period:

> April Application: From April 13 (Mon.) to 17:00, April 20 (Mon.), 2026

> October Application: From October 6 (Tue.) to 17:00, October 13 (Tue.), 2026
*Result will be notified through e-mail in late May for April application and in middle of

November for October application.
