1. Privately financed international students with “College Student” visa and under 38
years old as of April 1st, 2023
2. Students enrolled in an official degree program and pursuing studies in a field
directly ralating to human health (such as medicine, pharmacology, biology,
nutrition, physical education or engineering) or business administration (for
students from developing countries where business administration is not an
established discipline, “international relations” is also acceptable)
1st and 2»d year undergraduate students: Not eligible to apply
3rd and higher-year undergraduate students: Eligible if they have excellent
academic records, such as straight A’s
3. Students with high motivation, outstanding academic record, and excellent
academic performance, who are involved in createive or innovative research
4. Students who are involved in creative or innovative research
5. Students who can have guidance and pre-checking of the documents (including
application) by their supervising professor or other appropriate person
6. Students who are not leaving Japan for 40 or more days in total during the
scholarship period
7. Students with international perspective and ability to lead and serve as a bridge
between Japan and other countries
8. Students who are in need of financial assistance
9. Students who can give full support and cooperation to events held by Foundation
and contribution to building network between recipients
10. Students with high motivation to study the Japanese language
11. Students who meet other requirements stated by Fondation
12. Students who can attend the interview which will be held in late June to early July
in Osaka or Tokyo
18. Students who can attend the certification ceremony on July 28 (Fri) and 29 (Sat).
