■Doctoral Program (doctoral degree) 

1. Program-based doctoral degree 

(1) A doctoral degree (in literature) is granted to those who have been enrolled in the Doctoral Program of 

this Graduate School for 3 years or longer, have taken a required research seminar as specified by this 

Graduate School (and have taken seminar or lecture subjects for some programs), and have had a 

dissertation for a doctoral degree reviewed and passed the review. 

(2) Of those who have withdrawn without submitting a dissertation for a doctoral degree, those who have 

been enrolled in the Doctoral Program for 3 years or longer and have taken a required research 

seminar may submit a dissertation for a doctoral degree for a review within 3 years from the date of 

withdrawal, with permission of the Faculty Committee of the Faculty of Letters, Arts and Sciences. 

 

2. Non-program-based doctoral degree 

Doctoral degrees other than (1) and (2) in 1. above are all non-program-based doctoral degrees. 

Notwithstanding the above provisions on program-based doctoral degrees, a doctoral degree is granted to those 

judged to be of broad scholarly attainments equivalent to those who submitted a dissertation for a doctoral degree for 

a review, passed the review, and completed the Doctoral Program for the major field. In this case, however, they must 

pay a fee for a dissertation review.
