Twelve Commandments for Writing a Paper

Basics

1. Think about your audience.

2. The purpose of writing a paper is to convey new information to other people. Don't write a
paper just to publish it or to obtain a degree.

3. You are responsible for making the paper readable by others. Think about the differences of
perspective and information that exist between you as a writer and others as readers. You will

typically know more about the subject than your reader. Don't forget it.

Sructures

4. The structure of the paper is important and needs to be consistent, coherent, and well thought
out. For example, Chinese classic poems should have the following structure:
(a): Initiation (b): Development
(c): Change (relative to (a) and (b)) (d): Conclusion

5. Do not get bogged down in details. Remember to explain and keep the reader in touch with the
entire picture and structure of the paper.

6. Think about connections between sections, between paragraphs, and ideally between sentences.

For example, ... have succeeded in... .  Thissuccessis ...

Remarks

7. Writeplain and clear sentences and avoid tedium.

8. Consult your dictionary often. Compare each important word with its synonyms and antonyms.

9. Don't be afraid to use the same word over again. Technical words should not be
altered; otherwise, you will confuse readers.

Conclusions

10. Explain the novelty and difference of the paper relative to the existing literature. Don’'t leave it to
the reader.

11. Write a summary of the paper within the paper itself for others to use as a description of the
paper.

12. Exert maximum effort in writing so that the reader can capture the contribution of the paper with
minimum effort.
