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Phenomena such as Japan’s economic decline following the tragic earthquake on March 11, 2011, and the EU financial crisis that spread from Greece can no longer be treated
as domestic economic problems. This symposium tries to emphasize the significance of studying political economy from a global perspective to understand our human society.
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
