our graduate school’s website.

[April Entrance Exam (Japanese Language Degree Programs)]

The following applies to the 2027 academic year entrance exam and all subsequent exams.

Candidates who pass the first screening (document review) will take a written exam
administered by the Graduate School (scheduled to last 30 minutes). This exam will
assess basic proficiency in math, statistics, and economic history (if you are applying to
the economic history program).

On the same day as the written exam, a 15-minute in-person interview will be
conducted (not online).

To participate in these procedures, applicants must visit the Graduate School on the

dates of the written exam and the interview.

*Please note that these changes will not apply to the September entrance exams.

[September Entrance Exams (English Language Degree Programs)]

The following changes will apply to the 2027 academic year entrance exams and all subsequent

exams.

Submission of GRE or GMAT scores is mandatory for all applicants. There are no
exemptions.

Previously, applicants were required to submit scores from one of the following English
proficiency tests: TOEFL iBT, TOEIC, IELTS, GRE, or GMAT. However, due to the change
described in 1), applicants are required to submit scores from one of the following
English proficiency tests: TOEFL iBT, TOEIC, or IELTS. However, if the applicant is a
national of a country where English is the official language and English is their first

language, they are not required to submit an English proficiency score.

*Scores for items 1) and 2) are valid only if the test was taken within two years prior to the

application start date.
