Humankind has come a long way. Modern economic growth has resulted in lower infant mortality, dramatically higher average life
expectancy, and a sharp decline in the number of people living in extreme poverty worldwide. Looking at the world as a whole,
humankind is steadily becoming richer, while various forms of inequalities have been narrowing in recent times.

At the same time, however, humanity is facing several challenges. Absolute poverty has not yet disappeared, and the economy is
sometimes hit by boom-and-bust cycles as well as economic and financial crises. Many issues bring the sustainability of growth into
question, such as declining productivity, responses to Al and other new technologies, changes in competition due to the rise of global
corporate oligopolies, reevaluations of globalization, remaining inequalities, and the effects of climate change.

Many of these issues are intimately linked with the economy, which means systematic analyses of the economy are essential to solve
them. The importance of economics as a tool for systematically analyzing the economy will surely increase, not diminish. The mission
of the Graduate School of Economics (GSE) is to train students who can analyze contemporary issues and consider solutions through
theoretical, empirical, and historical research in economics, while also conducting research that broadens the frontiers of human
knowledge.

More specifically, our training of researchers involves a detailed research supervision system tailored to the aspirations and abilities of
each student. We promote the development of systematic coursework, and along with individual research supervision by faculty
members, we have a supervision system with faculty members in each research field. In particular, students in the doctoral program
present their research to faculty members and colleagues from other fields as well as participating in interdisciplinary research projects
in the natural sciences, humanities, and social sciences. Moreover, we emphasize counseling for research and life in general. Furthermore,
we are focusing on various measures to develop world-class researchers, such as various grants for reporting at external and internal
academic conferences and writing academic papers. We have seen steady outcomes as a result of these efforts, with a dramatic increase
in the number of students receiving doctoral degrees in the last few years.

Looking at the master’s programs, we created an empirical analysis program (EAP) in 2015 with an emphasis on acquiring practical
knowledge of economics that can be used in the real world, with the aim of fostering highly specialized professionals. Moreover, we are
investing in the fostering of diverse professionals by enhancing the Global Political Economy Course, which allows students to work
closely with people from the Graduate School of Political Science in conjunction with the GSE, as well as by enhancing collaboration
with foreign universities and student exchange programs. Students who have found jobs after completing a master’s program at the GSE

are active in a broad range of areas in society all over the world.
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In accordance with the university’s policy of fostering human resources
who possess “intellectual resilience” and “flexible sensitivity,” and can
contribute to making the society and the world a better place, the
Graduate School of Economics confers degrees on those who obtain a
wide range of basic knowledge and methodology in economics (Master’s
Program), acquire in-depth expertise and analytical methods in
economics and/or econometrics at a level that enables them to write a
doctoral dissertation with high academic value that is recognized both
domestically and internationally (Doctoral Program), develop the
research skills expected of independent researchers or the superior
techniques demanded of highly skilled professionals, and are capable of
contributing to society using their research skills and techniques while
collaborating with diverse people. Especially, in the process of
assessment of a master’s thesis or doctoral dissertation, one particularly
important criterion is whether the student can conduct research with the
strictest ethics and greatest responsibility. The completion requirements
for each course are clearly stated in the “Curriculum Policy™.
The aim of the Master’s Program in Economics Course is to provide
specialized knowledge in economic theory and econometrics, proficiency
in empirical analysis, the ability to analyze data that can be readily
applied in the real world, the opportunity to master the items specified in
the master’s thesis examination criteria, and acquire an international
perspective.

In order to analyze economic and social issues accurately, and propose
appropriate solutions, the Graduate School of Economics’ curriculum,
which is based upon the philosophy that considers rigorous thought
supported by economic theory as indispensable, advances from basic theory
to application and specialization. Through the study of microeconomics,
macroeconomics, statistics, and econometrics, economic history, and
related fields students will acquire extensive knowledge of the
fundamentals and methodologies of economics. This will enable them to
develop into independent researchers and highly skilled professionals. In
both the master’s and doctoral programs, lectures and research guidance
are available to both Japanese and non-Japanese speakers without
discrimination. Students are expected to acquire specialized knowledge
and skills in an environment that is always open to diversity.

In the Master’s Program in Economics Course, students are required to
be enrolled for a period of 2 years or more and take microeconomics,
macroeconomics, econometrics, economic history and related fields as
compulsory courses depending on the Specialization which they choose.
Students will put their expertise to practical use through research
guidance (taking research guidance conducted by supervisor is required)
and write a master’s thesis based on the acquisition.

In accordance with their research topics and future plans, students will
also acquire relevant knowledge through common basic courses, optional
courses, and courses offered by other graduate schools and other
universities. Furthermore, the Economics Course is divided into two
specializations, “Specialization in Economics™ and “Specialization in
Economic History” to accommodate the diverse research needs of
students. In this course, students are required to earn at least 32 credits
that counted toward their completion requirements. As the main learning
outcomes, in the first year of the master’s program, students are expected
to acquire specialized knowledge in economic theory and econometrics
based on substantial compulsory courses and coursework, and to become
proficient in empirical analysis. By the end of the second year of the
master’s program, students are expected to acquire the ability to analyze
data that can be readily applied in the real world through research
guidance, master the items specified in the master’s thesis examination
criteria, and acquire an international perspective through participation in
classes and discussions with people from various backgrounds.

In the Master’s Program in Global Political Economy Course, students
are required to be enrolled for a period of 2 years or more and take
research methods in political science, microeconomics, macroeconomics,

econometrics and related fields as compulsory courses. In addition,
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students can deepen their research by taking common basic courses, core
courses, and optional courses. Furthermore, research guidance will be
provided by multiple faculty members affiliated with the Graduate
Schools of Political Science and the Graduate Schools of Economics. The
course’s curriculum is designed to foster students’ ability to analyze and
comprehend the inseparable fields of political science and economics
from an international perspective, and to examine and envision viable
policies from a normative perspective. In this course, students are
required to earn at least 32 credits that counted toward their completion
requirements. As for the main learning outcomes, in the first year of the
master’s program, students are expected to acquire specialized
knowledge in economic theory, econometrics and political science based
on substantial compulsory courses and coursework, and to become
proficient in empirical analysis. By the end of the second year of the
master’s program, students are expected to acquire the ability to analyze
data that can be readily applied in the real world through research
guidance, master the items specified in the master’s thesis examination
criteria, and acquire international perspective through participation in
classes and discussions with people from various backgrounds.

The Doctoral Program in Economics Course has two specializations as
the Master’s Program in Economics Course. The Doctoral Program’s
close collaboration with the Master’s Program is designed, and its
research guidance system is established to correspond to the diversity,
interdisciplinarity and deepening of research. The supervisor and
subadvisor system lies at the core of education in the Doctoral Program.
Under the supervision of the research advisors, students are required to
be enrolled for at least 3 years or more. Taking 3 years as approximate
benchmark, they are expected to acquire in-depth expertise and
analytical methods in economics and/or econometrics through research
guidance, master the items specified in the doctoral dissertation
examination criteria, and acquire an international perspective through
regular research meetings, discussions, and conference presentations
with people from various backgrounds. They are also expected to write a
doctoral dissertation with high academic value that can be recognized
domestically and internationally. Specifically, the doctoral dissertation
should consist of at least three papers published in a peer-reviewed
journal, in order to prove that students meet the minimum standard of the
dissertation writing skills required by the Graduate School of Economics.
Eventually, the doctoral degree will be conferred on those who received
research guidance, wrote the doctoral dissertation, and passed the
dissertation reviews.

The Doctoral Program in Global Political Economy Course’s close
collaboration with the Master’s Program and the field of political science
is designed, and its research guidance system is established to correspond
to the diversity, interdisciplinarity and deepening of research. The
supervisor and subadvisor system lies at the core of education in the
Doctoral Program. Under the supervision of the research advisors,
students are required to be enrolled for a period of 3 years or more.
Taking 3 years as approximate benchmark, they are expected to acquire
in-depth expertise and analytical methods in economics and/or
econometrics and the field of political science through research guidance,
master the items specified in the doctoral dissertation examination
criteria, and international perspective through regular research meetings,
discussions, and conference presentations with people from various
backgrounds. They are also expected to write a doctoral dissertation with
high academic value that can be recognized domestically and
internationally. Specifically, the doctoral dissertation should consist of at
least three papers published in a peer-reviewed journal, in order to prove
that students meet the minimum standard of the dissertation writing
skills required by the Graduate School of Economics. Eventually, the
doctoral degree will be conferred on those who received research
guidance, wrote the doctoral dissertation, and passed the dissertation

reviews.
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The Graduate School of Economics conducts entrance examinations
based on the principle of selecting students who possess not only an
interest in political, economic, and social issues in the real world and
their historical developments, but also a commitment to the theoretical
elucidation of these issues.

The Master’s Program in Economics Course expects students to
understand the importance of logical thinking and to be eager to master
the methods of mathematical and quantitative analysis. Politics and
economics are intricately intertwined in many of today’s social issues,
and the fundamental solutions to them cannot be proposed without
collaboration between political science and economics. The Master’s
Program in Global Political Economy Course expects students to have an
interest in the interlinked fields of political science and economics, which
pertains to governments, international organizations, international
relations and economic relations between nations, and to be eager to
extensively utilize the knowledge of economics and political science to
provide logical explanations and solutions for existing problems in these
fields.

To determine whether a student is suitable for their desired course, their
language score reports, academic background verification forms,
personal statement, and transcripts from undergraduate school will be
examined and an examination testing their essential knowledge of
economics will be conducted. The Graduate School Steering Committee
will make the final decision on whether to admit the applicant. As there is
no difference in the essential knowledge required at the time of admission
between the Economics Course and Global Political Economy Course,
the entrance examination format is the same for both courses. The
knowledge and skills required for each course can be obtained by
digesting the curriculum after admission.

The Doctoral Program in Economics Course emphasizes cultivating
researchers who can make international academic contributions in
economic theory and/or econometrics, and the Doctoral Program in
Global Political Economy Course emphasizes cultivating researchers
who can make international academic contributions in the field of
political science in addition. Therefore, particular emphasis is placed on
the fundamental academic skills necessary to write a dissertation in a
specialized field, as well as intellectual curiosity, inquisitiveness, and
persistence necessary to discover a research topic and write a dissertation.
The fundamental academic skills include logical thinking, mathematical
and statistical thinking, and language skills.

To determine whether applicants for the doctoral programs have the
aforementioned skills, each applicant’s language score reports, master’s
thesis, and research plan will be reviewed and an oral examination by
several faculty members will be conducted. The Graduate School
Steering Committee will make the final decision on whether to admit the

applicant.
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Our Features

GSE has developed into an interdisciplinary institution that promotes correspondingly
more specialized and advanced learning and research. The following summarizes
important features of our Graduate School.

A stepwise curriculum, from fundamental theory to appli-
cations and specialization

The coursework includes compulsory courses on Microeconomics, Macroeconomics,
Econometrics, and Economic History, etc. specifically designed to equip
students with a solid foundation in economic theory and data analysis that enables
them to think carefully and rigorously and make immediate contributions to the
real world. Advanced versions of required courses are also offered so that students
have the option of incorporating them into their research plans based on their
future career interests and current level of knowledge.

Research specializations in areas of high demand

Our Master’s Programs of the Economics Course Offers research guidance in
research areas high in demand, Covering wide range of research topics. The
Graduate School has taken full advantage of the strengths of the Waseda University
Faculty of Political Science and Economics to build a new type of educational
system. For example, the Graduate School manages the Global Political Economy
Course jointly with the Graduate School of Political Science.

A system that trains outstanding research professionals

We have a research support system that helps Doctoral students make steady
progress in their research. For example, we actively assist student participation
in academic conferences and the publication of their research in academic
journals. The achievements of students in the Doctoral Program is demonstrated
by the exceptional number of their publications that have appeared in prestigious
international academic journals that only publish research after careful review.
Moreover, it is possible for students who have completed an undergraduate
degree at Waseda University School of Political Science and Economics in 3
years to complete the Doctoral Program in 6 years in total. Students from other
universities can complete both the Master’s and Doctoral Programs in three
years if they demonstrate outstanding academic ability.

A wide range of courses offered in English

We provide numerous courses taught in English. Not only students in the
program but also students in the Japanese based degree program who wish to
study abroad or write their Master’s thesis in English benefit from the English
language learning environment. Students can take courses in either English or
Japanese, which can be counted towards the course completion requirement.

Research collaborations and joint programs with foreign
educational institutions

We promote academic exchanges with foreign educational institutions through
departmental agreements with IESEG School of Management in France, the
Department of Economics and Finance at the City University of Hong Kong
College of Business, and the Vrije Universiteit Amsterdam School of Economics
and Management of the Netherlands. We also participate in the Quantitative
Techniques for Economics and Management netwoek (QTEM) in which
students can study abroad in prestigious Business school mainly in Europe. As
a graduate school open to the world, we strive to increase the opportunities for
student exchange and academic research exchange through programs and
activities.

GSE continues to improve the compulsory courses that are designed to provide
students with the knowledge they need to complete their Master’s degree.
Although there are some differences depending on field of specialization and
course, the compulsory courses of the Master’s Degree in Economics Program
is organized as follows.

The Economics Course requires compulsory courses designed to teach
students the core concepts of modern economics. Students are required to
take specifrc courses each from the areas of Microeconomics,
Macroeconomics, and Econometrics, the last designed to deepen the
understanding of Economic Data Analysis and polish the analysis skills that
highly qualified professionals with economics degrees need. The Economic
History Specialization of the Economics Course is unique for deepening
students’ understanding of the wide range of methodologies applied to
research on economic history by including Approaches to Economic
History as a compulsory course.

The Global Political Economy Course has made the most effort among all
the courses to improve its coursework with the addition of areas political
science methodology courses to go along with the three described above, for

a total of five compulsory courses.
