Purpose of the program

The Ryoichi Sasakawa Young Leaders Fellowship Fund (Sylff) Program, a collaborative program aiming at nurturing future leaders with a global outlook, is conducted by the Nippon Foundation and the Tokyo Foundation for Policy Research. The program is intended for graduate students at major universities around the world. For more details about the Sylff program, please refer to the Sylff website: http://www.sylff.org/.

Desired candidates 

Those who are expected to be active in the future as leaders demonstrating initiative in society, and who have a high level of education, advanced expertise, human skills and a strong will to contribute to the world.

Eligibility to apply 

The applicant:

1) must be enrolled in a master’s, professional or doctoral program at Waseda University and be continuously enrolled at Waseda during the period of the Sylff program;

2) must have a personal goal of proactively dealing with various pressing issues in areas such as economic development, social system design, international relations, human rights, the environment, and cross-cultural understanding, and must have the qualifications to be such a leader in those fields in the future;

3) must be intending to proactively participate in the Sylff programs organized by the Tokyo Foundation, even after the end of the grant period at Waseda.

4) may NOT be studying abroad during the period of the fellowship, in principle; 

5) must be under 36 years old as of April 1, 2019 to be given priority;

6) may NOT combine the Sylff fund with a Japan Society for the Promotion of Science (JSPS) Research Fellowship for Young Scientists (DC1 or DC2).

Period of grant: June 2019 to March 2021 
[Note: Those who will by March 2020 complete their course, obtain their degree or leave school at the end of their research guidance, and those who are planning to apply for JSPS DC1/DC2 for FY 2020 (with application deadline May 2019), are required to apply for Sylff for the period June 2019 to March 2020, since in those cases it is not permissible to select the period ending in March 2021.]

Amount of disbursement: 20,000 US dollars per person, in principle (10,000 dollars in each of the first year and the second year. However, the decision to disburse for the second year will be judged after reviewing the interim report at the end of the first year).

[Note: 10,000 US dollars will be disbursed in the case of successful candidates who applied for the period June 2019 to March 2020.]

About the Ryoichi Sasakawa Young Leaders Fellowship Fund (Sylff) Program 

The Ryoichi Sasakawa Young Leaders Fellowship Fund (Sylff) Program, a collaborative program aiming at nurturing future leaders with a global outlook, is conducted by the Nippon Foundation and the Tokyo Foundation. The program is intended for graduate students at major universities around the world. The Program is unique in that each Sylff-endowed institution utilizes the annual proceeds from its endowment and establishes its own steering committee to decide on the implementation of the fellowship program, rather than the Foundation awarding the fellowship directly to each recipient. The Nippon Foundation provides the Sylff endowment and the Tokyo Foundation for Policy Research  operates the program. More than 16,000 individuals (Sylff Fellows) have received scholarships from this global program, which awards scholarships at 69 universities and consortia in 44 countries. Various additional programs are provided for Sylff Fellows who are particularly active in their research, are highly positive and clearly intend to make a social contribution. Additional programs include scholarships for the conduct of research activities in other schools under the Sylff program; incentives to support social contribution activities or the holding of forums; and exclusive SNS networking opportunities for Sylff members.
