My name is Takahiko Tanaka. I became the dean of the graduate school in September 2018.

Is there no limit to the tumult and decline in Japanese society and the international community? Many years have passed by with many coming to feel this
sense of hopelessness. Both domestic society and the international community are now rampant with political and diplomatic leaders who brazenly take
stances of pursuing selfish gains, placing the needs of only their immediate communities first. What ill effects will the omnipresence of such attitudes have
on the global community? They do not think seriously about such issues. This tide of selfishness and self-righteousness appears to be becoming entrenched
around the world.

Finding a way of turning this tide may be the most pressing problem that the international community—including society here in Japan—now faces. After
all, the single-minded pursuit of self-interest in the international community gives rise to hard-to-heal rifts, such as inequality and nationalistic clashes,
which risk triggering destructive, earthshaking changes to the world order.

Furthermore, it is an undeniable fact that there has been a striking spread of moral hazard among the organizations and individuals that are tasked with
carrying out work on behalf of the public. There are countless examples not only in Japan but also in the broader international community of official
documents being altered and of political leaders and other wielders of power distorting, falsifying, and attempting to rewrite truth itself.

What appears to have been lost from the public realm of politics today is a sensitivity toward the idea of public value. What is this public value, which must
never be taken lightly in a democracy? And what must individuals and organizations do to protect this value? It appears that there has never been a time
when it has been as crucial as it is now to continue pressing sincerely for the answers to these questions.

Even if all individuals and countries strive only to capture the greatest benefit for themselves—without thinking about how they can preserve and improve
the larger structures of which they are parts—the “invisible hand” will act to maintain harmony: It is already clear that this outdated way of thinking is
not sound. Today, the international community is more interdependent and complex. In such a world, actions and thinking indifferent to the public benefit
and value of all society will backfire and plunge the global community into existential crisis.

The Major in Public Management will provide you a place where you can gain the academic knowledge required to generate public value and to seek out
the ways that you can best put that knowledge into practice. To that end, we have arranged collaborations between experts in advanced theories and
practitioners with real-world accomplishments. Here, under their guidance, students will strive together with, and learn from, one another to achieve their
academic goals. The faculty will work to foster this beneficial interaction among students and, along with them, will search for paths toward putting what
they have learned into practice in the field.

The “intellectual and practical collaborative body” that is the Major in Public Management of Waseda University’s Graduate School of Political Science
is becoming all the more significant precisely because of the era of tumult in which we find ourselves. Won’t you bring your passion and study with us to
help sustain a fair and democratic global community?

It has been over a decade since the April 2003 establishment of the Waseda University Graduate School of Public Management, which was Japan’s post-graduate
institution for fostering public-policy professionals. Looking at the Graduate School of Public Management through the lens of the more than 135-year history of
Waseda University—founded in 1882—the graduate school may be a new organization. And yet, it almost goes without saying that the school is built on the
foundation of Waseda University’s history and tradition of study in the areas of political science and economics.

We aim to foster advanced professionals who will be expected to be active in the global community from the perspectives that are most crucial
to public management—those of balancing between equity and efficiency and of sustainability, always backed by the spirit of concern for the
public interest. Students will be conferred with the degree of “Master of Public Management (Professional)” after gaining the following set of
skills and qualities requisite for such human capital: insight into various issues affecting the public, analytical abilities required for formulating
and evaluating policy, management capabilities that will help to resolve various issues, and a robust sense of humanity and internationalism.
Based on this basic objective, we have established the following individual objectives for each course of study and academic focus, in
consideration of the different numbers of years to complete course works and the final outcomes to be submitted before completion.

For those prospective students who have already obtained master’s degrees and who wish to pursue even more advanced studies, the Graduate
School of Political Science and the Graduate School of Economics provide the paths toward obtaining doctorates in either political science or
economics.

(1) Two-Year Course

Over two years of training and guidance, students will learn the unique means of theoretical and empirical analysis to be applied to their
research themes, how to interpret the results of this analysis and the ability to offer proposals based on these skills. Those who compile their
findings into a research paper equivalent to a master’s thesis that truly emphasizes research and who have obtained the number of credits
required by this course will be awarded with their degrees.

(2) One Year Course: Policy Research Focus

Over one year of training and guidance, students will learn the unique means of theoretical and empirical analysis to be applied to their
research themes, how to interpret the results of this analysis and the ability to offer proposals based on these skills. Those who compile their
findings into a research paper equivalent to a master’s thesis that truly emphasizes research and who have obtained the number of credits
required by this course will be awarded their degrees.

(3) One-Year Course: Policy in Practice Focus

During one year of in-class studies and guidance, students will figure out and/or clarify roadmaps to solving issues faced by society in the real
world and the capabilities to offer proposals that consider the feasibility of plans. Those who compile a proposal into a “project paper” with a
strong view toward practicality and who have obtained the number of credits required by this course will be awarded their degrees.
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Curriculum Policy

We utilize the diversity that thrives in Waseda University’s Faculty of Political Science and Economics to provide systematic educational
courses and an environment that promotes interactions with those with a variety of backgrounds in terms of academics, culture, language, and
values. Specifically, we pursue a balance between equity and efficiency in public management. To foster advanced specialist capabilities that
will enable our graduates to put “scientific evidence-based policy making that is sustainable” into practice based on this pursuit, we will
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establish four subject groups: “basic subjects,” “core subjects,” “advanced subjects,” and “practical subjects.” In basic subjects, we will train
students in the fundamental ways of thinking and theoretical, analytical and technical skills common to all the social sciences. In core subjects
and advanced subjects, we will teach the specialist knowledge and practical research abilities essential from the viewpoint of public
management—with emphases on political science and economics. In practical subject, we will focus on real-world practices, offering
internships, fieldwork, and workshops as part of our curriculum to help students gain the negotiation skills, management acumen, and
leadership required for managing public affairs—all in relation to the design, implementation, and evaluation of policy.

Based on this common policies, we have established course-taking features tailored to each course of study and focus of our diploma policy.
(1) Two-Year Course

We have prepared a curriculum that emphasizes balancing research with actual practice to enable students to develop capabilities that straddle
“theory and empirical studies” and “actual practice.” Through basic subjects, core subjects, and advanced subjects, students will first learn a
broad array of interdisciplinary methods of theory and empirical studies. They will then make use of those methods in on-the-ground training
in practical subjects. Within a professional graduate school environment with many instructor-led courses that are lecture-centric, this course
has set the following as its requirements for graduation: Students must systematically apply what they have learned to their individual research
themes, conduct their own theoretical and empirical analysis, and write a research paper equivalent to a master’s thesis whose emphasis is on
research.

(2) One Year Course: Policy Research Focus

The target students of this course are fully fledged adults recognized as having ample real-world work experience prior to enrollment. We thus
provide continuing education that accords with our curriculum policy that emphasizes a balance between academic research and practice. The
difference with the two-year course is that, because the target students are seasoned adults who already understand problems from concrete,
real-world work and who have faced the issues that society needs resolved, training and guidance is concentrated into one year; and each
student writes a research paper equivalent to a master’s thesis and with an emphasis on research that will contribute to solving issues in a
relatively short period. Therefore, we offer a curriculum in which these students can intensively master specialist knowledge and analytical
methods, enrolling in lecture courses for the same number of credits as students in the two-year course.

(3) One-Year Course: Policy in Practice Focus

The difference with the one-year course Policy Research Focus is that the target students—seasoned adults who already understand problems
from concrete, real-world work and who have faced the issues that society needs resolved—take instructor-led courses that are lecture-centric.
Therefore, training-based guidance and the writing of a research paper equivalent to a master’s thesis and with an emphasis on research are
not requirements for graduation. Under the individualized instruction and guidance of a supervising faculty member in this course, students
are tasked with writing “project papers” with a strong view toward practicality on roadmaps to solving issues faced by society in the real
world and proposals that consider the feasibility of plans, or—if they have already accomplished such plans—on the development and results
of those plans in order to graduate.
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Admissions Policy

Based on its educational philosophy of “independence of learning,” Waseda University accepts students from throughout Japan and around
the world who have sufficiently high fundamental academic ability, are tolerant of diverse values, abound with Waseda’s ideal of an enterprising
spirit, and have a strong drive to study bolstered by robust intellectual curiosity. The Graduate School of Public Management, itself, focuses
on providing advanced professional education for adult learners who already possess real-world work experience and are active at the forefront
of various fields—in addition to providing such opportunities for students who have just completed their undergraduate studies and other
returning students. The admissions process is conducted twice per year, with enrollment in either April or September. In either case, the first
stage of the process involves a written examination and the review of documents submitted, and the second stage of the process consists of an
interview-based examination. During the admissions process, applicants’ aspirations (research plans) and fit with the interdisciplinary,
practical curriculum provided by the Graduate School of Public Management to span the divide between theory plus empirical studies and
practice are considered especially important grounds for acceptance. Based on this common policies, we have established student selection
features tailored to each course of study and focus of our diploma policy.

(1) Two-Year Course

Having or lacking real-world experience is not a factor. Applicants are accepted on the basis of whether they adequately understand the
philosophy of the graduate school’s curriculum, possess the sufficiently high level of fundamental academic ability and drive to study
necessary to engage with that curriculum, and are capable of respecting the spirit of interaction with diverse academic disciplines, cultures,
languages, and values.

(2) One Year Course: Policy Research Focus

Applicants who are accepted are adult learners who will have accumulated sufficient real-world experience by the time of enrollment, are
recognized as possessing the ability to master specialist knowledge and analytical methods over the course of a single year, already have a
concrete, clear understanding of the problems dealt with in the course and a research plan concerning such an issue that needs to be resolved,
and are judged capable of writing a research paper equivalent to a master’s thesis with an emphasis on research while receiving one year of
training-based guidance.

(3) One-Year Course: Policy in Practice Focus

Applicants who are accepted are adult learners who will have accumulated sufficient real-world experience by the time of enrollment, are
recognized as possessing the ability to master specialist knowledge and analytical methods over the course of a single year, demonstrate a
clear understanding of the problems and issues faced in real-world practice, have a concrete action plan to help resolve such an issue, and are
judged capable of writing a “project paper” with a strong view toward practicality under the individualized instruction and guidance of a
supervising faculty member on either of the following: a roadmap to solving an issue and a proposal that takes into account the feasibility of
a plan, or, if they have already accomplished such a plan, the development and results of that plan.

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Our Features

Excellent faculty and curriculum

GSPM combines teaching by faculty with a wide range of experience in
the public sector with conventional graduate school education taught by
faculty with a wide range of academic expertise in the public management
field. This creates an environment and curriculum which enable the study
of real-world problems and the working out of policies to solve them.

The diverse courses of Political Science Major in the Graduate School of

In order to create
coursework suited for students studying a wide range of real-world issues
as their research topics, the curriculum is designed to allow students to
select courses from all of the various areas available.

Interaction among students who have a wide variety of backgrounds

We are composed of a mixture of new graduates and working professionals
seeking further education. This creates an excellent environment for cross-
generational interaction and discussion among students with various viewpoints.
It also provides students who have different positions and occupations with
opportunities to establish helpful and important networks. In addition, a one-year
program (available only to those with sufficient working experience at least three
years before enrollment) has been introduced to accommodate working
professionals who want to study at a graduate school in order to acquire up-to-date
knowledge and skills while they continue working. The program enables students
to complete in one year, while the conventional programs require two years.

System for supporting academic and campus life

Based on their research topic, students are assigned supervisors. They can
be also mentors, who support students with matters other than research
guidance such as job hunting advice and campus life advice.

Project Periods

This is a period during which regular lectures are replaced by extracurricular
lectures (projects) such as on-site lectures, visits, and fieldwork. Events such as
on-site visits and special lectures are organized four times a year, and these
provide an opportunity to listen to the voices of corporate or municipal
employees, hold gatherings to share experiences, visit actual workplaces, and
engage in other activities.

Examples of past projects: visit to the Board of Audit of Japan (on-site visit), visit
to Ministry of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism (on-site visit),
lecture by the former Manager of the Ministry of Finance’s Division Controlling
Local Finance Bureaus, and a visit to Shisui Town, including an exchange of
opinions with the town mayor.

One-Year Course — Focus System:
Setting a Curriculum Based on Objectives

The Graduate School has two distinct tracks: the Policy Research
Focus and the Policy Practice Focus. The Policy Research Focus
concentrates on study that culminates in a Research Paper based on
applicable research themes. The Policy Practice Focus emphasizes
course-based study. The number of credits required for completion
will be the same for both tracks. Students select a Focus when applying

for admission.

Policy Research Focus

In the Policy Research Focus, students will pursue research in
accordance with their research theme, and write a Research Paper (4
credits; hereinafter “RP”) as their final project. They will be required
to attend research guidance (seminar) classes once a week throughout
each semester (2 credits per semester), and write an RP based on such
research guidance. They will acquire a total of 8 credits for the RP and
research guidance.

Policy Practice Focus

Contrary to the Policy Research Focus, the Policy Practice Focus will
not require attendance of research guidance by a research supervisor.
Instead, it will allow students to write a Project Paper (Policy Proposal
[tentative name]; hereinafter "PP") while receiving guidance once a
month. This will limit the number of courses that need to be taken on
specific days and times to some compulsory courses, providing students
with a greater level of freedom in choosing particular class times and
enabling a curriculum design that facilitates a combination of classwork
and employment, etc., for students with such a need. The PP corresponds
to 2 credits, creating a difference of 6 credits in comparison with the
Policy Research Focus (4 credits for research guidance + a difference of
2 credits between RP and PP), which will be offset by taking a greater
number of courses and through these acquiring the corresponding
credits.
* Students who intend to opt for the One-Year Policy Practice Focus
will need to submit a PP instead of the Research Plan that was
previously required.

* Students who have opted for the One-Year Policy Practice Focus may

not take on-campus advancement examinations.

Upon enrollment, GSPM assigns supervisors to each student according to the student’s research theme and career
vision. The supervisors provide students with guidance on study, research, and other aspects of academic life. As arule,

Reason for Applying to the Graduate School of
Public Management

I applied to the Graduate School of Public Management because [
wanted to become someone able to contribute to the resolution of
social issues. My undergraduate studies in my academic advisor’s
seminar class and other courses inspired in me a greater interest in
social issues and how to resolve them. Therefore, I decided to

continue my studies in graduate school, where I could pursue such
studies in greater depth. I thought that the Graduate School of Public
Management had a well-rounded curriculum and would let me
master knowledge in a wide array of fields and, furthermore, that it would allow me to
gain practical experience in formulating policy proposals through fieldwork and other
opportunities, providing me with the capabilities needed to help solve societal issues. I
was also attracted by factors such as how each student is advised by two faculty members
in their research, offering ample opportunities to receive guidance in my research.

Courses that Left an Impression

My fieldwork in the city of Oshu, Iwate Prefecture left me with a particularly profound
impression. Based on the courses I took beforehand, and a field survey conducted over
several days, I, as part of a group, offered policy proposals targeting specific issues that
Oshu faced. Because Oshu city employees participated in the group, we were exposed to
views rooted in an on-the-ground perspective. In the run-up to the policy proposal
meeting on the last day of the trip, we stayed up late striving to understand the essence of
the issues at hand night after night. We discussed budgetary constraints and the effects of
policies, formulated policies with feasibility and effectiveness at the forefront of our
minds, and created the materials for our presentation. It was a valuable experience when
we finally presented our proposals before the mayor, members of the city council, and
others at the policy meeting.

Research Theme

I plan to research “The Effects on Child-Bearing Behavior of Increasing the Rate of
Payment of Parental Leave Benefits” based on the research theme of analyzing the
policy effects of measures to combat a declining birthrate. The declining birthrate is a
social issue, and I would like to help illuminate the effects of policies to resolve the
issue through efficient policy implementation; I decided on parental leave benefits as
the policy to be the subject of my research based, in part, on referring to the existing
body of research. The rate at which parental leave benefits are paid out has been
increased many times in the past. I plan to write a policy proposal by quantitatively
analyzing data that should shed light on the effectiveness of such policies in terms of
changes in child-bearing behavior before and after benefit payout rates are increased.

About Life as a Student
My life as a student attending the Graduate School of Public Management allows me
to enroll in high-quality classes in a panoply of fields, to study together with a diverse
student body, and to receive the benefit of attentive research guidance. Overall, I feel
intellectually stimulated and that I have learned a great deal.
The classes offered—which cover, to name prominent examples, the three areas of
local- and national-level administration, politics and international affairs, and public
policy—allow me to study both theory and practice: My studies include courses and
field studies offered by faculty members with experience as policy practitioners, as
well as courses that provide me with the opportunity to learn about case-study and
quantitative analysis methods. Although there are some required courses, [ am free to
choose and enroll in courses that correspond to my research theme, my interests, and
the skills I intend to master. I can thus learn about a wide range of fields.
Among the student body, there are students, who, like me, proceeded directly from
undergraduate to graduate studies. There are also returning students with job
experience and international students. Our ages, life experiences, research themes,
and interests are diverse. Thus, I have the opportunity to expose myself to a variety
of perspectives and knowledge through my in-

to be receiving guidance offered with enthusiasm
from various perspectives provided by the faculty
members who serve as my main and sub
advisors—both during seminar courses and at
other times. There are also regularly scheduled
research paper progress report meetings where I
am afforded the opportunity to receive comments
and advice from faculty members other than my
advisors.

Reason for Applying to the Graduate School of
Public Management

Through my work at my employer, the Kyoto Prefectural Government,
I saw first-hand how local fiscal conditions were growing more
constrained with each passing year. I thus came to believe that
fundamental changes to the way government services are implemented
are required. In particular, I became interested in illuminating how to
promote partnerships with private-sector companies and other entities
in those areas in which doing so would allow for delivery of services
in a manner that is closer to optimal.

Around this time, I became aware of the Graduate School of Public Management, where
students both learn theory and receive practical guidance. Thus, I applied to enroll in the
graduate program.

Courses that Left an Impression

All lectures I have attended at this graduate school have allowed me organize the
knowledge I had already obtained through work experience systematically while
expanding the horizons of new understanding and have been extremely beneficial. One
course that left a particularly profound impression was one called “Case Studies
(Administrative Management).” This course focused on group work in which the attendees
analyzed the factors that allowed particular companies to succeed and then considered
specific measures for resolving problems using those companies’ management methods in
public organizations. I learned about the “macro trap” via this course. What I found was that
there is a dilemma of sorts: If issues of public policy are considered at the larger levels of the
state or prefectures, such deliberations are unlikely to lead to substantive resolution of the
issues at the micro-levels of families and individuals. Those who work in prefectural
governments tend to look at things at the macro level; I once again realized the importance
of thinking more thoroughly, fully considering the impacts of policy on the lives of individual
residents.

Research Theme

I researched the factors that promote and impede public-private partnerships in the area of
water utilities. Those who deal with water utilities are faced with medium-term issues such
as decreases in the amount of water supplied and increases in replacement demand as
facilities age. One means of responding to such issues is to promote public-private
partnerships. However, there are currently a limited number of case examples of such
partnerships, compared to other fields of service. Thus, I conducted questionnaire-based
surveys targeting water utility operators, among other research, and employed the results
to perform qualitative and quantitative analysis of the factors that have led to the
implementation of public-private partnership-based methods in the past.

About Life as a Student

It is hard to say that a course of study limited to one year provides one with much leeway
in terms of time, but it does have its benefits, in that it allows one to focus on one’s studies
without slacking off. In my case, I focused on enrolling in courses during the first term and
on research during the second term. I had an instructor with an abundance of practical
experience as the main advisor for my thesis, as well as another well-versed in scholastics
as the sub-advisor, and thus I was able to receive guidance from both perspectives.

Even though the program was only for one year, I was able to develop close relationships
with my fellow students, because there were opportunities to participate in “Field Study”—
in which participants spent several days in the field together, sharing sleeping and meal
arrangements—and many courses had small numbers of enrollees, which facilitated
exchanges of ideas. In addition to students continuing their studies immediately following
their undergraduate programs, there were many students who, like me, enrolled in the

graduate school after having started careers. This

created a collegial yet competitive environment in
which students of different ages, work experience,
and career paths could debate with one another as
equals. I believe that this environment, which has
been cultivated throughout the history of the
Graduate School of Public Management, is what
allowed me to realize that there are many different
aspects to any given issue and to broaden my
perspective.

I am grateful to the graduate school for allowing
me to spend such a worthwhile and fruitful time,
and I look forward to seeing even greater numbers
of alumni with the same ambitions as mine in the
future.
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Students enrolled in the Graduate School of Public Management can take advantage of the
wide variety of scholarships offered by Waseda University.

Waseda University scholarships include internal scholarships and those offered externally
by the Japan Student Services Organization (JASSO), local governments, and private
organizations. Loan-type scholarships require repayment after graduation. Grant-type
scholarships do not need to be repaid. Waseda University internal scholarships are all
grant-type; recipients are also eligible for external scholarships offered by the Japan

Student Services Organization and private organizations.

After graduating from a professional degree program, and entering the
professional world, graduates must be able to organize and analyze the most
current data on the problems that they want to address and must be able to
formulate concrete policies based on their analyses. The entrance examination,
therefore, includes among its selection criteria an evaluation of whether
candidates have the necessary foundation for acquiring the analytical skills
and evaluation methods taught as part of the coursework. Requiring applicants
to submit not only their research or study plans but also their career plans after
acquiring their Master’s degree is a unique feature of the Graduate School of
Public Management selection process. We seek applicants who can engage in
research based on a firm vision of how they intend to utilize the knowledge and
experience they will acquire from the Graduate School Program in the public
sector. Admission to the One-Year Program does not require an English skills
examination, but an academic achievement evaluation based on the “Career
Activity Record” is carried out, along with an examination of documents
submitted by the applicant. The selection process also evaluates whether an
applicant has the ability to complete in one year a coursework load primarily

Admission to the Graduate School of Political
Science Doctoral Program
Students who want to pursue their research interests in a Doctoral
Program after completing a professional degree in the Graduate School
of Public Management can directly apply for the Graduate School of
Political Science Doctoral Program on the condition that they pass the
Analytical Methods Certification Examination, administered by the
Political Science Master’s Program.
The Analytical Methods Certification Examination evaluates the
applicant’s grasp of the basic methodologies needed to carry out
progressive research. Students in the Master’s Program of Political
Science in the Graduate School of Political Science must pass this
examination to advance to its Doctoral Program.
Among required Political Science Program basic subjects, “Political
Science Research Methodology (Practical Training),” “Political Science
Research Methodology (Standard),” and “Political Science Research
Methodology (Mathematical Analysis)” can help students prepare for the
Analytical Methods Certification Examination. By completing certain
procedures, students can substitute credit received for these subjects for
required subjects in the Graduate School of Public Management.

In the search for measures for public management by NGOs and international
organizations, it is important to polish one’s insights regarding international
society. We partner actively with foreign universities and local governments,
etc., to make it possible for our students to think globally.

Portland State University (US)

Following the conclusion of an academic agreement in 2004, Waseda
University has engaged in cooperative activities with Portland State
University, such as student exchange and mutual exchange of academic staff.

Jeju National University (South Korea)

Following the conclusion of an academic agreement in 2008, Waseda University
has co-organized symposia and research workshops with Jeju National University.
The 13th symposium was held at Waseda University in September 2016 and the
14th symposium was held at Jeju National University.

International Conferences

US-based Portland State University has taken the lead in international
conference on government performance and leadership since 2009. As a co-
organizer, Waseda University has engaged in regular exchange of opinions
with other co-organizers, building a global partnership. The 4th international
conference was held in China (Lanzhou University) in October 2015, and it
offered an opportunity for researchers
and professionals from various countries
to gather in the same place and hold
discussions about various problems
related to public management. The
conference was attended by roughly 200
people from a wide range of countries
including the US, China, South Korea,
Vietnam, and Thailand.
