as its primary discipline. It is accredited to award degrees such as the “Master of Arts in Political Science” and the

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2. Aim

of contemporary society. As a premier research and educational institution, it aspires to provide innovative
insights for the 21st century, nurturing political scientists and highly specialized professionals who will act as
international resources dedicated to fostering global peace and enhancing human welfare.

The Political Science Course Program aims to advance the systematization and enhancement of political science
education at the graduate level, establishing itself as a hub for international comparative research originating from
Japan, grounded in the most cutting-edge theories and methodologies in political science globally. This program
seeks to cultivate researchers who possess both a new world-standard methodology in political science and an
intrinsic understanding of Japan and Asia. Additionally, it aims to equip students with specialized knowledge in
political science as a master science, enabling them to demonstrate leadership across various sectors of society in
the pursuit of building a just society. Ultimately, the course aspires to develop practical professionals capable of
articulating the voices of Japan and Asia to contribute to an orderly global society.1.2 Three Policies of the
Graduate School of Political Science.

The Journalism Program, as the most advanced graduate school of journalism from an international perspective,
implements an educational program for cultivating highly specialized professionals based on five core elements:
@ Specialized knowledge—scientific understanding across broad disciplines and philosophical comprehension;
(2 Deep insight into the role of journalism and media; (@ Critical thinking skills; @ Professional reporting and
expression capabilities; (& field-based thinking, or a practice-oriented approach. Simultaneously, it advances
specialized research on journalism and cultivates researchers as foundational pillars.

We aim to cultivate journalists who are not only practical in ethics, knowledge, and skills as professionals, but also
excel in their expertise as public communicators who forge mutual relationships between specialized knowledge
and civil society. We strive to realize a genuine meeting place between academia and journalism.

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Three Policies of the Graduate School of Political Science

1. Diploma Policy

The Master's program in Political Science aims to cultivate researchers equipped with a new global standard in
political methodology. Students will learn to formulate questions in the social sciences, propose hypotheses, and
develop logical explanations. They are required to complete a master's thesis within a specified timeframe and
pass a review examination to obtain the degree of Master of Arts in Political Science.

In the doctoral program in political science, students engage in coursework focused on methodology, academic
presentations, and related competencies, while also gaining foundational knowledge in their area of specialization
and at least one additional research domain. They receive research mentorship from the Doctoral Dissertation
Guidance Committee, which is based on a dissertation plan developed from their acquired knowledge. This
process enables them to produce advanced insights that meet international standards. Their doctoral dissertations
are evaluated as the culmination of a rigorous five-year journey that begins with the master's program, leading to
the conferral a degree of Doctor of Political Science.

The Journalism Program (Doctoral Program) aims to cultivate individuals who will serve as specialized researchers
in journalism and as educators training journalists. To this end, students acquire academic methodologies and
develop their dissertation proposals by integrating their primary field of journalism with other disciplines such as
politics, science, media, and the internet. After acquiring the ability to break through existing frameworks and
construct new concepts, students advance cutting-edge empirical research. Those who successfully pass the
doctoral dissertation examination are awarded the degree of Doctor of Journalism.

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2. Curriculum Policy

The Graduate School of Political Science, recognized as a global research and educational institution, cultivates
political science scholars and adept professionals who are prepared to address the dynamic challenges of
contemporary society, foresee emerging trends in the 21st century, and promote global peace and human well-
being.

[Political Science Course]

The master’s program is designed to enhance and systematize political science education at the graduate level,
while also serving as a center for the dissemination of political science research from Japan, focusing on the most
advanced theories and methodologies in the field. To achieve this, students are required to complete three
methodological courses—empirical analysis, formal models, and normative studies—during their first year.
Furthermore, the program offers a comprehensive education and research framework that enables students to
explore political science from both in-depth and broad professional perspectives, concentrating on four key
subfields: Political Methodology and Political Analysis, Political Thought and Political History, Comparative Politics,
and International Relations. This includes a multifaceted educational approach through “joint supervision,” as well
as a curriculum that features thesis guidance from multiple faculty members via a main advisor and sub-advisor
system.

In addition to developing the skills necessary for earning the master’s degree, the doctoral program is structured
to cultivate researchers and specialists with a high level of comprehensive capability, enabling them to engage in
innovative research that expands the scope of international political science and to mentor the next generation of
political science scholars. This program continues the joint supervision system established in the master’s
program, while also implementing process management through the Analytical Methods Certification Examination
and Qualifying Examination. Additionally, the Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination is utilized to
effectively assess research outcomes and to guide students in a systematic manner as they progress in writing
their doctoral dissertations.

[Journalism Course]

For the doctoral program, in addition to cultivating the abilities required for the above master's degree, the
following are conditions for submitting a doctoral dissertation: passing the Analytical Methods Certification Exam,
passing the Foundational Knowledge Exam using literature from the journalism field and one other specialized
field (Media, Politics, International Studies, Economics, Science and Technology), and passing the Dissertation
Conceptual Framework Examination. This rigorously manages research standards in methodology, specialized
knowledge, and logical structure. Students complete their doctoral dissertations through specialized research
seminars, coursework, and joint supervision from their dissertation advisory committee.
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3. Admissions Policy

[Political Science Course]

We welcome students from all over Japan and around the world who have a high level of basic academic ability,
a strong intellectual curiosity, and a willingness to make their own plans and take on a variety of challenges in
order to cultivate the enterprising spirit that is Waseda University's philosophy. To facilitate a broad spectrum of
opportunities for students with exceptional research capabilities and enthusiasm for inquiry, both domestically
and internationally, we implement various types of entrance examinations. It is anticipated that prospective
students will possess the necessary language skills to engage in research from a global standpoint, alongside a
solid understanding of Japanese history and society. Additionally, they should demonstrate logical reasoning and
communication skills essential for developing and executing innovative research, as well as the maturity and
practical research competencies expected of members within an intellectual community.

In the master’s program, students must possess foundational skills in social sciences, which adequately prepare
them for methodological training that encompasses empirical analysis, formal models, and normative studies.
Additionally, students should have a fundamental understanding of political science from both comprehensive and
specialized viewpoints, which will be assessed through research proposals, written assignments, and interviews
during the entrance examination. Furthermore, a strong command of English is essential, as it is extensively
utilized in foreign literature. Students are expected to comprehend basic texts in political science without reliance
on a dictionary and demonstrate a certain level of academic writing proficiency, which will be evaluated through
English language test scores.

In the doctoral program, students are anticipated to have a thorough understanding of research methodologies
in political science, including empirical analysis, formal models, and normative studies. They should be capable of
applying these methodologies effectively and completing a doctoral dissertation that employs these techniques.
Regarding English proficiency, students are required to read and comprehend specialized academic papers and
texts, as well as possess adequate training and a high level of skill in academic writing. These competencies will be
assessed through written evaluations and interviews.

[ Journalism Course]

For the doctoral program, candidates must possess the competencies outlined in the Diploma Policy for master's
degree completion, including two methodological subjects (empirical analysis and normative studies).
Furthermore, they must demonstrate the specialized expertise required to engage in pioneering research that
advances the international landscape of journalism studies.

Overview of the Graduate
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A. Course Specific Information

PS Political Science Course (M.A.Program in Political Science)

PS-1. Overview

The objective of the Political Science Program is to explore the evolution of political science as an academic field,
tracing its origins from Ancient Greece to its maturation by the late 20th century, ultimately shaping its current
form. This historical perspective will inform future-oriented research and education aimed at identifying prevailing
international norms and anticipating emerging trends in the 21st century. To facilitate this exploration, a
comprehensive educational and research framework has been established, focusing on four distinct subfields
within political science. This framework prioritizes interdisciplinary approaches and research that extend beyond
traditional boundaries, necessitating that all students acquire a foundational methodology for political science
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research. This methodology encompasses three key components: empirical analysis, formal models, and
normative studies. It underpins all research activities within the Political Science Program and is instrumental in
generating innovative and globally significant research.

The field explores various theories of contemporary political science, analyzes contemporary Japanese
Political Methodology | politics, and conducts comparative contemporary political analysis of developed countries. This includes
and Political Analysis the development and exploration of analytical methods and the theory and analysis of politics, voting
behavior, and political communication.

The field explores the history of Western and Japanese political thought and contemporary normative
political theory. A major feature of this course is the simultaneous study of constitutional law, which is
closely related to political history and political thought.

Political Thought and
Political History

The field analyzes politics in various regions of the world from comparative and historical perspectives. We
Comparative Politics attempt to take a variety of approaches, including empirical ones, to the present political situation from
the perspective of Japan in the world.

The field focuses on international politics, international relations theory, the history of international politics,
and diplomatic history. It involves the study of theories and historical contexts of international relations, as
well as the analysis of contemporary global interactions. The methodology is characterized by a global
perspective, emphasizing historical, ideological, and theoretical inquiries into the field of international

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PS-2. Requirements for Degree Completion

The degree of Master of Arts in Political Science is awarded to students who achieve a passing score in both the

evaluation of their master’s thesis and their final examinations, having also completed the requisite number of

credits as outlined by the Graduate School of Political Science (refer to sections 2.6 and 2.7). This is contingent
upon a minimum enrollment period in the master’s program of two years, with a maximum limit of four years.

However, students admitted to the university through the returning-student admissions process are considered to

have fulfilled the enrollment criteria after a minimum of one year, provided that the following conditions are met.

* In cases where a student has previously engaged in work at a research facility and has conducted a body of
research that the Steering Committee evaluates as equivalent to one year of graduate study, that student will be
acknowledged as capable of completing the program within a one-year timeframe. Decisions regarding a
student's request to graduate within one year, made at the time of the initial application, will be determined
during the second phase of the admissions process, specifically during the interview. Students who did not
indicate their desire to be considered for this option during the initial application will not be eligible for
consideration. Nonetheless, all students, including those returning who are granted approval to finish the
program in one year, must still fulfill the requirement of earning 30 credits. Students who successfully complete
the program in one year will have the opportunity to advance to the doctoral program.

+ There may be instances in which a student is unable to participate in the program for a duration of two years
due to employment or other circumstances after their admission. Once a student has officially enrolled in the
Graduate School of Political Science, the Steering Committee may determine that the student is eligible to
complete the program within one year. To apply for this consideration, the student must submit a statement
from their institution along with the application form, explaining the challenges that would prevent them from
remaining in the program for the full two years. Students seeking to finish the program in one year are still
required to earn the necessary 30 credits to fulfill the program requirements. It is important to note that
students who complete the program in one year will not be permitted to advance to the doctoral program.

+ The date of graduation for September graduates will be September 15. The date will be March 15 for March
graduates.

PS-3. Research Supervision

In the Graduate School of Political Science, faculty members responsible for seminars and providing guidance on
thesis writing and research execution are referred to as "research supervisors." There are two distinct types of
research supervisors: the main advisor, who plays a primary role in directing the student's research and thesis
development, and the sub-advisor, who provides additional support in research supervision alongside the main
advisor.

Both the main advisor and the sub-advisor offer personalized guidance to students during seminar sessions or
designated office hours. It is mandatory for students to earn 8 credits from seminars conducted by their main
advisor throughout their enrollment period. Furthermore, students are highly encouraged to participate in
seminars led by their sub-advisor.

The research supervision framework at the Graduate School of Political Science is founded on the principle of joint
supervision among faculty members within a specific subfield or across subfields. This joint supervision is offered
in various ways. In addition to the main advisor and sub-advisor, all faculty members within the subfield, and
occasionally those from other subfields, are involved in supervising students. Each subfield organizes Joint
Supervision Sessions to facilitate guidance from all faculty members within that subfield. These sessions aim to
provide students with constructive feedback from faculty members beyond their main advisor and sub-advisor
regarding their thesis research plans or ongoing thesis work. Students are strongly encouraged to attend these
sessions to receive timely feedback.
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PS-4. Subfields and Supervisors

When applying for the entrance examination, applicants may indicate their preferred main advisor. Upon

acceptance, the GSPS office will inform applicants of the advisor assigned to them. If the successful applicant
wishes to have a sub-advisor, one will be appointed with the consent of both the main advisor and the requested

sub-advisor.

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PS-5. Changing Main Advisor and Subfields

With the consent of the Graduate School Steering Committee, students are permitted, in principle, to modify their
subfield or main advisor during the specified timeframe at the start of the academic year. It is important to note
that altering the main advisor or subfield may result in an extension of the duration required to complete the

program. Students are prohibited from changing their major or program of study.

PS-6. Guidelines for Earning Required Credits

To fulfill the requirements of the master’s program, a total of 32 credits must be earned (with only 30 credits
necessary for those who have been readmitted as returning students). It is essential to accumulate credits in
accordance with the standards outlined in the “Credit Requirements by Program Type” (referenced in 2.7) in the
Graduate School study guide provided to students upon admission. Students should ensure they thoroughly

review sections 2.8 through 2.11 prior to enrolling in courses.

PS-8. Course Registration Procedures and Key Considerations

Please ensure that you thoroughly consider the content of the joint supervision within your research area and
engage in comprehensive discussions with your main advisor before selecting the courses to be registered. Course
registration must be conducted within the designated periods on MyWaseda, ensuring that spring semester
courses are registered during the spring semester and autumn semester courses during the autumn semester.
Please ensure to verify your registration status on MyWaseda a few days after the registration deadline. In
particular, during the year of submitting the master's thesis, course registration is arranged in a way that students
can acquire the necessary credits to complete the master's program by the end of that year. If a student is not on
track to graduate, they will not be permitted to submit their master's thesis. Therefore, it is essential to verify that
you have fulfilled the required number of credits necessary for graduation at the time of course registration in the

year of submitting your master's thesis.

PS-9. Maximum Credit Registration Limits
There are restrictions on the number of credits that can be registered for each academic year. Credits that have been
recognized for credit transfer, as well as Non-Required Courses (refer to 2.10), are not included in this limitation.

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PS-10. Detailed Explanation of Course Classifications

’ Seminar Courses ‘

Students are required to earn eight credits by participating in seminar courses conducted by their main advisor.
Even if a student has earned eight credits from the seminar courses but has not passed their master's thesis, they
are still required to enroll in the seminar courses conducted by their main advisor each semester. However, in this
case, the courses will be classified as non-required courses, and the credits earned will not count towards the
graduation requirements. Additionally, for those admitted through the returning-student admissions and have
been recognized for completing one year, only four credits will be necessary.

It is highly recommended to take the seminar courses conducted by the sub-advisor. However, please note that
these seminar courses are classified as non-required courses, and the credits earned will not be counted towards
the graduation requirements.

| Basic Common Courses |

(1) The three compulsory methodology courses, totaling six credits, include "Research Methods in Political

Science (Empirical Analysis)," "Research Methods in Political Science (Normative Studies)," and "Research

Methods in Political Science (Formal Models)." Students are expected to complete these courses during their

first year of study.

(2) In addition to the compulsory courses, there are elective methodology courses, namely the "Intensive
Seminar on Research Methods (Empirical Analysis) (ffFe 5 5ER = —(F2ER))," "Intensive Seminar on
Research Methods (Normative Studies) (3T /A EERT=F— (FRED))," and "Intensive Seminar on Research
Methods (Formal Models) (FZZ 5 7EERT=F— (IR H))." These seminars serve as advanced versions
of the compulsory courses. It is advisable for students intending to advance to the doctoral program to enroll
in one of these intensive seminars, which are offered as summer intensive courses.

(3) "Intensive Seminar on Research Methods (Empirical Analysis) (FFZS /5 EERTIF— (FRER))," "Intensive
Seminar on Research Methods (Normative Studies) (BAZFS A AEFZ=F— (ARE&E))," and "Intensive Seminar
on Research Methods (Formal Models) (BAZZEER I — (FIEDH))" will each contribute only one
course (2 credits) towards the completion requirements. Any credits earned beyond this will be classified as
non-required courses and will not count towards the completion requirements.

Specialized Research Courses
Students are required to earn a minimum of eight credits from specialized research courses. It is advisable for

students to select specialized research courses that align with their research interests. Those intending to pursue a
doctoral program are also encouraged to explore courses from other subfields.

| Theory Courses for the Journalism Program (Journalism/Media Research, Specialized Research) |

Of the courses in the Journalism Program, students may take the courses classified as theory courses
(journalism/media research, and specialized research). The number of credits obtained will be counted towards
credits required for completion.

Journalism courses offered as combined courses with the Political Science Program cannot be taken concurrently.

| Courses for the Global Public Policy Program (Specialized Research) |
Of the courses in the Global Public Policy Program, students may take the courses classified as Specialized

Research Courses (lecture courses only). The credits obtained will be counted toward credits required for
completion. Note that Workshop-type courses are not available for registration.

Additionally, Global Public Policy Courses offered as combined courses with the Political Science Program cannot
be taken concurrently.
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Common Courses among Different Graduate Schools/Courses Offered by Other Graduate Schools and
Graduate Schools of Other Universities
Students may enroll in courses from other graduate schools at Waseda University, as well as in common graduate

courses, only if deemed necessary for their research and permitted by the relevant department. The credits
earned will count towards the graduation requirements. Additionally, students can choose at the time of course
registration whether the courses from other graduate schools or other universities will be included in the
graduation requirements or classified as non-required courses. The maximum number of credits that can be
counted from courses offered by other graduate schools or other universities is limited to a total of 10 credits. If
students register for more than 10 credits, those additional credits will be treated as non-required courses.

Basic Courses for Political Science Specialization
There are two approaches to enrolling in basic courses for specialization: taking the courses as a required course

and taking the courses for other reasons, both of which are treated as non-required courses. Taking the courses as
required courses refers to the situation where the Graduate School of Political Science Steering Committee
determines that there is a deficiency in the completion of political science courses based on the academic
transcript submitted during the admission process. The courses that must be taken will be selected from the
courses offered by the School of Political Science and Economics, based on the guidance of faculty members in the
subfield regarding the necessary topics for the research theme. Taking the courses for other reasons refers to
instances where students wish to take courses voluntarily or when main or sub-advisors recognize the necessity
for research. In such cases, students must request permission during the course selection guidance provided by
faculty members in their subfield. Similar to taking the courses as required courses, students can choose from the
designated courses offered by the School of Political Science and Economics. However, registration is not
guaranteed, as priority is given to undergraduate students.

Non-required Courses
Non-required courses will not be counted towards the graduation requirements and will not be included in the

registration limit. The courses classified as non-required are as follows.:

1. Intensive Seminar on Research Methods courses that exceed two credits, specifically “Intensive Seminar on
Research Methods (Empirical Analysis) (BFFS T EER=F— (FREX)),” “Intensive Seminar on Research
Methods (Normative Studies) (ffiFT /5758 T7=F— (K3&E)),” and “Intensive Seminar on Research Methods
(Formal Models) (B35 EER I — (FUEEDHT))”

2. Seminar courses offered by the Graduate School of Political Science, which is overseen by the main advisor,
pertains to cases where the prescribed credit limit of eight credits is exceeded

3. Seminar courses offered by the Graduate School of Political Science, which is conducted by faculty members
other than the main advisor (including those led by the sub-advisor)

4. Courses available through the Global Education Center, excluding Common Courses Among Different Graduate
Schools
Courses provided by the Center for Japanese Language
Basic Courses for Political Science Specialization.

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PS-11. Restrictions on Re-registering for Completed Courses

Students are not permitted to retake courses for which they have already earned credits, except in the case of
seminar courses and specialized research courses. Students who wish to retake specialized research courses for
which they have previously received credits must submit an application to the GSPS office; however, these credits
will not count towards the total required for graduation. Even if a course has been renamed, students cannot
retake it if they have already earned credits. Nevertheless, students are allowed to retake courses in which they

were unsuccessful in obtaining credits.

PS-12. Changing Majors and Courses

Students are not permitted to change their majors or courses.
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B. General Information for the three Courses

1. Master’s Thesis

Eligiility for Submission of a Master’s Thesis
Students who are able to earn the necessary credits for program completion within a specified academic year may
submit a master’s thesis. This applies to those who are on track to finish their programs. Conversely, students who
are not anticipated to complete their programs will be ineligible to submit a thesis.

Criteria for a Master’s Thesis
The criteria for the master’s thesis will vary based on the individual circumstances of the student submitting it, as
outlined below. In preparing their thesis, students are encouraged to determine an appropriate length in close

consultation with their research supervisors.

Submission of a Master’s Thesis Research Plan

Students must submit a "Master's Thesis Research Plan" within the designated timeframe, which includes the title
of the thesis, an overview of the paper, the research plan, and a list of references, with the approval of their main

advisor.

Submission of Notification of Master’s Thesis Submission Plan

Students must submit the "Notification of Master's Thesis Submission Plan" within the specified period, indicating
your intention to submit the master's thesis and outlining its requirements, in accordance with the submission
guidelines. Furthermore, any master's thesis that differs by even a single character from the title stated in the
notification will not be accepted. Therefore, if you need to change the title based on the guidance of your research
supervisor, please ensure that you report this within the designated timeframe.
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Submission of a Master’s Thesis
Your thesis must be submitted within the specified timeframe and adheres to the submission guidelines. Once
submitted, the withdrawal of the thesis will not be permitted, nor will any corrections to the content be allowed

until the review process is complete.

When submitting, please carefully verify that there are no instances of plagiarism or uncredited material, and that
appropriate citations are provided. Additionally, include the "Written Oath of Academic Research Ethics" with your
submission. Submissions made after the deadline will not be accepted under any circumstances.

Examination
An examination will be conducted for students who submit a master’s thesis. Further information regarding the

examination will be provided through MyWaseda and/or our website.
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Corrections to a Master’s Thesis

After the completion of the master's thesis examination, only minor corrections such as typographical errors and
omissions will be permitted. If you wish to make corrections, please submit a “List of Errata” to the GSPS office

within the specified timeframe.

Disclosure of a Master’s Thesis
The master's thesis that has been approved following the review by the Graduate School of Political Science will be
made available in the faculty library, accessible to faculty and GSPS students.
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2. Procedure for Submitting a Master’s Thesis

The schedule for procedures will be announced through MyWaseda and the GSPS website, so please pay attention
to these notifications. It is essential to complete all procedures within the designated time frame.

Analytical Methods Certification Examination
The "Analytical Method Certification Examination" is an assessment designed to evaluate a candidate's advanced
understanding of analytical techniques acquired through designated courses such as methodology courses and
intensive seminar on research methods within the field of political science. Applicants to the doctoral program
must pass this examination by the end of their third semester in the program. Consequently, it is advisable for
prospective students to take the examination during their master's program. The Analytical Method Certification

Examination is conducted in September and March.

To be eligible to take the "Analytical Method Certification Examination," candidates must have completed all
required credits for the designated courses prior to the examination or be currently taking those courses during
the semester of the exam. The passing score is set at 60 points. Candidates are permitted to attempt the
"Analytical Method Certification Examination" up to two times; however, if the score from the first attempt is
below 45 points, the candidate will not be allowed to take the second attempt. It is advisable to strive for success
on the first attempt. Additionally, if a candidate does not pass on the first try, there is no obligation to take the

subsequent examination.

Qualifying Examination
Students enrolled in the master's program are also permitted to take the "Qualifying Examination," which is a
requirement for the completion of the doctoral program. For further details regarding the examination, please
refer to section “3.6 Dissertation Submission Entitlement System” under "II. Doctoral Program."
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1. Research Supervision

The guidance provided for the preparation of the doctoral dissertation is essential for students enrolled in the
doctoral program. These students are required to receive research supervision while developing their doctoral
thesis and engaging in research activities. The research supervision is conducted through individual guidance from
the main advisor and the sub-advisor, as well as joint supervision from faculty members in various subfields. The
approach to research supervision may vary depending on the research supervisors (main and sub-advisors) and
the specific course or subfield, thus it is important to adhere to the instructions given by the research supervisors.
Research supervision will be aligned with the research proposal submitted at the time of admission to the doctoral
program. Should there be a need to modify the research plan, they must consult thoroughly with the main advisor.
Furthermore, students must continue to receive research supervision even in years when they do not plan to
submit their doctoral dissertation. It is also important to note that there are two formats for the doctoral
dissertation: the "Book Thesis Type" and the "Three Essays Type." Students should discuss with their main advisor
to determine which format is most suitable for them and proceed with the necessary procedures accordingly.

2. Updating Research Plans

Students enrolled in the doctoral program are required to prepare and update a research plan in the prescribed
format during designated periods each semester (for the spring semester: by September 20, and for the autumn
semester: by March 31). This document must be approved by both the main advisor and the sub-advisor before
submission to the GSPS office.

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(1) Research Supervisor Selection and Application

During the application process for the entrance examination, candidates are required to submit their preferences

for a main advisor. Following successful admission, the designated main advisor will be announced to the students.
As for the sub-advisor, if students express a preference after passing the examination, arrangements will be made
for the sub-advisor, provided that both the main advisor and the requested sub-advisor agree to the placement.

(2) Changing Main Advisor or Subfield

Changes to subfields and advisors can be requested within the designated period at the beginning of each

semester, subject to the approval of the Graduate School of Political Science Steering Committee. It is essential
that prior understanding is obtained regarding both the current and proposed subfields or advisors. If the change
is approved by the receiving advisor and subfield, the approval stamp or signature must be obtained on the
change application form within the specified timeframe and submitted to the GSPS office. Please be aware that
changing the main advisor may potentially extend the duration of study.

(3) Dissertation Mentorship Committee

Approximately one year after the completion of the “Qualifying Examination,” the “Dissertation Conceptual

Framework Examination” will be conducted. The earliest possible timing for this examination is during the first
semester of the second year of the doctoral program. For those following the three essays type, the examination
will be conducted upon achieving a total of at least four points based on separately established criteria. Prior to
the examination, please ensure to thoroughly consult with the main advisor and submit Proposal of the
Dissertation Committee Members.

The Dissertation Mentorship Committee serves as the evaluators for the “Dissertation Conceptual Framework
Examination,” and upon passing this examination, they will provide ongoing guidance for the development of the
doctoral dissertation. The committee is composed of one main advisor and two sub-advisors. The main advisor is
the individual who was designated as such at the time of the application for the committee. One of the sub-
advisors must be a faculty member from the relevant subfield. However, if the main advisor determines that it is
necessary to select someone from a different subfield based on the content of the research, this requirement may
be waived. The second sub-advisor must be selected from outside the GSPS. It is not permissible to choose faculty
members who have retired from the GSPS.

Members of Dissertation Mentorship Committee:
(1) Main Advisor (who serves as a main advisor until the application for the Dissertation Mentorship
Committee)
(2) Sub-Advisor from same subfield (*in some cases, outside of the subfield is permitted)
(3) Sub-Advisor from different subfield or graduate school
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4. Requirements for Doctoral Program Completion

To complete a doctoral program, a student must be enrolled for a minimum of three years, receive the required
research supervision, submit a doctoral dissertation, and successfully pass the dissertation examination.
Enroliment cannot exceed six years.

5. Doctoral Degree

(1) Title for Doctoral Degree

The political science program awards a Doctor of Political Science.

(2) Requirements for Application for Doctoral Degree

There are two methods of obtaining a doctoral degree: Doctoral Degree Conferral through Curriculum Completion
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(Curriculum Doctorate) and Doctoral Degree Conferral without Curriculum Completion (Dissertation Doctorate).

Each method has its own specific application requirements.

a. Doctoral Degree Conferral through Curriculum Completion (Curriculum Doctorate)

Students who have been enrolled in a doctoral program for a minimum of three years, have received the
required research supervision, and have qualified to submit their dissertation will be awarded a doctoral degree
upon passing the examination of their doctoral dissertation. Furthermore, those who have withdrawn from the
program after completing their research supervision may submit their dissertation for examination within three
years from the date of withdrawal, provided they obtain permission from the Graduate School of Political
Science Steering Committee. If they pass this examination, they will be granted a Curriculum Doctoral Degree.
There are two types of Curriculum Doctoral Degree : the book thesis type and the three essays type. Both types
follow the same process up to the Qualifying Examination, but diverge in the subsequent Dissertation
Conceptual Framework Examination and beyond.

b. Doctoral Degree Conferral without Curriculum Completion (Dissertation Doctorate)

Even if a student does not meet the conditions for the aforementioned Curriculum Doctorate, it is still possible
to apply for a doctoral dissertation. Upon acceptance of the degree application by the Graduate School of
Political Science Steering Committee, the candidate may undergo the examination and assessment of their
dissertation or academic knowledge. However, the submitted dissertation must comply with the formal and
substantive requirements outlined for doctoral dissertation.
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6. Dissertation Submission Entitlement System

In this graduate program, a system for granting qualifications for the submission of doctoral dissertations has been
established to promote the awarding of doctoral degrees. This new research supervision framework actively
encourages the completion of doctoral dissertations within the period of enroliment. The system includes a
structured process for monitoring the acquisition of necessary knowledge and the progress of dissertation writing,
thereby facilitating the early attainment of doctoral degrees. The "Dissertation Conceptual Framework
Examination" is exclusively available to students enrolled in the doctoral program.

(1) Analytical Methods Certification Examination
This examination is designed to assess the advanced understanding of analytical methods within each program.

Students who enroll from the academic year 2015 onwards, with the exception of those who have already passed
the examination during their master's program in this research department, are required to pass the examination
by the end of their third semester. In cases where students take a leave of absence or study abroad, they must
achieve a passing score within one and half years of their actual enroliment period, excluding the time spent away.
The passing score is set at 60 points. The "Analytical Method Certification Examination" may be attempted up to
two times; however, if a student scores below 45 points on the first attempt, they will not be permitted to take the
second attempt. It is essential to strive for success on the first attempt. Failure to pass by the end of the third
semester will result in a recommendation for withdrawal from the program.

(2) Qualifying Examination

In the doctoral program, students are required to take the "Qualifying Examination" after six months of enrollment

to assess their foundational knowledge in their primary subfield and one secondary subfield. This examination
consists of written questions based on a literature list specified by each subfield, covering both the primary and
secondary subfields. Failure to pass this examination will disqualify students from taking the subsequent "Thesis
Proposal Examination." Detailed information regarding the literature lists and the "Qualifying Examination" will be
provided separately.

The Qualifying Examination must be completed by the end of the second year of the doctoral program (excluding
any periods of leave or study abroad). Students are allowed to take the examination only twice before the
deadline, and if they do not pass on the first attempt, they must retake it within one year. Failure to pass by the
end of the second year will result in a recommendation for withdrawal from the program. Therefore, it is essential
to consult with your main advisor and prepare thoroughly for the examination.
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(3) Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination

(3)-1 Book Thesis Type

Students who have successfully passed the Analytical Methods Certification Examination and the Qualifying

Examination are required to take the "Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination" approximately one year
after their successful completion. This examination assesses whether the proposed doctoral dissertation, in the
book thesis type, is appropriate. The evaluation of the Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination will be
conducted by the Dissertation Mentorship Committee which consists of one main advisor and two sub-advisors,
one of whom must be an external member (excluding retired faculty from the GSPS). The establishment of the
Dissertation Mentorship Committee must occur prior to the application for the Dissertation Conceptual
Framework Examination, and the final determination of the examination results will be made by the GSPS Steering
Committee. Following a successful outcome in the examination, candidates are expected to submit their doctoral
dissertation within one year. Further details regarding the examination will be communicated separately.
Candidates are allowed to attempt the examination only twice. Failure to pass both attempts will result in a
recommendation for withdraw from the program. Therefore, it is essential to consult with your main advisor and
prepare thoroughly for the examination.

(3)-2 Three Essays Type

In the case of wishing to pursue the three essays type, students must first pass the Analytical Methods

Certification Examination and the Qualifying Examination. Following this, they are required to submit
documentation proving that they have obtained a total of at least four points, in accordance with the criteria that
will be provided separately, along with an application for the establishment of the Dissertation Mentorship
Committee. Subsequently, students must take the Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination to determine
whether their proposed doctoral dissertation in the three essays type is appropriate, and they must achieve a
passing score. The evaluation of the Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination will be conducted by the
Dissertation Mentorship Committee, which consists of one main advisor and two sub-advisors, one of whom must
be an external member (excluding retired faculty from the GSPS). The establishment of the Dissertation
Mentorship Committee must occur prior to the application for the Dissertation Conceptual Framework
Examination, and the final decision regarding the pass or fail of the examination will be made by the GSPS Steering
Committee. Upon passing the Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination, students will be eligible to submit
their doctoral dissertation once they have obtained a total of at least ten points, as specified by separate criteria.
Further details regarding the Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination will be communicated at a later
date. Candidates are allowed to attempt the examination only twice. Failure to pass both attempts will result in a
recommendation for withdraw from the program. Therefore, it is essential to consult with your main advisor and
prepare thoroughly for the examination.
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(4) The Presentation Seminar of the Dissertation Before Submission

The final joint supervision prior to the submission of the doctoral dissertation is mandated to include the holding

of the "Presentation Seminar of the Dissertation Before Submission." The timing of this event is determined by the
main advisor; however, in the case of a book thesis type, it is generally required to occur at least ten months after
passing the Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination, with the condition that the dissertation is at a level
that can be submitted as a degree application with only minor revisions. For the three essays type, the timing is
flexible as long as it follows the successful completion of the Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination. A
request to hold this presentation must be submitted to the GSPS office, and it will be conducted publicly. Due to
the public nature of this event, it is necessary to establish a certain period for notification prior to the event, so
please consult with the GSPS office when determining the date. Additionally, the Presentation Seminar of the
Dissertation Before Submission can be utilized as a requirement for submission to the " Waseda Study of Politics
and Public Law," as mentioned later.

Notes:

1. Scope of the Presentation Seminar of the Dissertation Before Submission
- As a general rule, attendance is limited to full-time faculty members, non-tenure-track faculty, Assistant Professors, and
graduate students and research students affiliated with the Faculty of Political Science and Economics at Waseda University.
- If deemed appropriate by the main advisor, external experts may be invited to attend.

2. After the Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination, any changes to the composition of the Dissertation Mentorship
Committee must be approved in advance by the GSPS Steering Committee.

(5) Documents for Doctoral Dissertation

Following the Presentation Seminar of the Dissertation Before Submission, it is necessary to make the required

revisions to the dissertation and submit it along with other necessary documents to the GSPS office. Approval
must then be obtained from the GSPS Steering Committee. For the doctoral degree application and other required
documents, please consult with the GSPS office during the application process for the presentation event to
ensure proper preparation. The main submission documents are listed below.

If the doctoral dissertation application is accepted, it is necessary to obtain the approval of the GSPS Steering

Committee for the establishment of the Doctoral Dissertation Judging Committee.
(1) The committee members will primarily consist of the members of the Dissertation Mentorship Committee.
However, changes or additions may occur under the following circumstances:
a. If the Dissertation Mentorship Committee is composed solely of the former advisees of the main advisor.
b. If there is a need for individuals with specialized knowledge who are not members of the dissertation
advisory committee.

(2) The main advisor will serve as the main examiner.
(3) All committee members, excluding the chief examiner, will be designated as sub-examiners.
(4) At least one external examiner must be appointed. It is not permissible to choose faculty members who have

retired from the GSPS.
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(7) Process of Doctoral Degree Dissertation Judging

(1)

Final Oral Doctoral Degree Dissertation Examination

Doctoral degree applicants are required to participate in the Final Oral Doctoral Degree Dissertation
Examination, hereinafter referred to as the "oral examination." During this examination, the applicant will
present a report on their research for approximately 30 minutes, followed by a question-and-answer session
lasting about one hour. The chairperson for the final oral examination will be a member of the examination
committee other than the main examiner. Furthermore, the oral examination will be conducted in a public
setting®. Due to the public nature of the event, it is necessary to establish a notification period prior to the
examination. When determining the date of the examination, please ensure to contact the GSPS office.

*Scope of oral examination

- As a general rule, attendance is limited to full-time faculty members, non-tenure-track faculty, Assistant
Professors, and graduate students and research students affiliated with the Faculty of Political Science and
Economics at Waseda University. However, graduate students and research students are permitted to
participate only as observers and are not allowed to speak.

- If deemed appropriate by the main advisor, external experts may be invited to attend.

Evaluation by the Doctoral Dissertation Judging Committee
Following the conclusion of the oral examination, an evaluation will be conducted by the Doctoral Dissertation
Judging Committee, which will consist solely of the committee members. The outcomes of the committee's
assessment will fall into one of three categories:
a. Pass
This indicates that the submission meets the evaluation criteria and requires no revisions.
b. Conditional Pass
This category applies to submissions that meet the evaluation criteria but require minor revisions, which
can be completed within one month. Candidates receiving a "Conditional Pass" must submit the revised
doctoral thesis to the GSPS office within one month.
c. Fall
This category encompasses all submissions that do not fall under categories a or b.

The conclusive determination by the GSPS Steering Committee

Following the evaluation by the Doctoral Dissertation Judging Committee, a final determination will be made

by the GSPS Steering Committee. The outcomes of this assessment will fall into one of two categories:

a. Pass
If the Steering Committee identifies minor revisions during their deliberations, the candidate may
resubmit the doctoral dissertation after making the necessary adjustments as advised by the Doctoral
Dissertation Judging Committee. It is imperative that the main examiner verifies the revisions. Those who
pass will be awarded the doctoral degree.

b. Fail
In the event of a failure, candidates wishing to undergo the doctoral degree assessment again must
adhere to a principle that prohibits the submission of their degree application thesis for a period of six
months.

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7. Criteria for Doctoral Dissertations

Students participating in the doctoral program are required to meet the following two criteria for the development
of their doctoral dissertations.

7-1. Book Thesis Type
(1) The Integrity of the Dissertation

It is not a collection of papers, but a unified paper.
(2) The Components of the Dissertation
Dissertation is structured with an introduction, main body, and conclusion.
+ The introduction includes references to the following topics.:
. The question to be addressed in the doctoral dissertation
. Critical review of previous research on the research topic and the position of the doctoral dissertation
. Originality of the doctoral dissertation

. A conclusion that attempts to answer the questions set forth in the introduction
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d. Research methods used in the doctoral dissertation research
e
f. Appropriate footnotes or endnotes
g. Alist of references (Full Bibliography)
(3) Length of the Dissertation
The length of the dissertation must be appropriate. It should not exceed 100,000 words in English or
200,000 characters in Japanese, or, if it exceeds these limits, it should still be deemed suitable in relation to
the research topic.
(4) Adherence to Research Ethics
- There are no instances of inappropriate citations or plagiarism.

+ The content does not contain any elements that violate research ethics.

7-2. Three Essays Type

Add an introduction and conclusion to demonstrate the relationship between each paper. Additionally, ensure that

the achievements meet the criteria that will be provided separately.
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8. Doctoral Dissertation Examination Criteria

The significance of the paper (notable academic contribution)

The originality of the paper (new insights and meaningful distinctions from prior research)

The coherence of the paper (it explores a unified research question rather than being a collection of
unrelated discussions)

A critical examination of previous research is conducted

The research methodology is clearly articulated and appropriate

Consistency and coherence in the argumentation (the logical structure of the paper is consistently coherent)
The length of the paper and its appropriateness

(Depending on the characteristics of the subfield) the potential for publication

9. Withdrawal Following Completion of Research Supervision

If a student has been enrolled in a doctoral program for more than three years and the advisor determines that
the prescribed research supervision has been completed, excluding the examination and review of the doctoral
dissertation, the student will be treated as having withdrawn from the program due to the completion of research
supervision. The specific conditions are outlined below. In this scenario, unlike a standard withdrawal, the student
will be regarded similarly to graduates of undergraduate or master's programs, and the withdrawal certificate will
confirm that the student has completed the doctoral requirements except for the submission of the dissertation.

The student must have been enrolled in the doctoral program for more than three years.

The student must have successfully passed the Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination in the
Dissertation Submission Entitlement System.

The student must have completed the required research supervision, as determined by the main advisor.

10. Research Student

Students who have been enrolled in the doctoral program for six years and have withdrawn without submitting
their doctoral dissertation may continue to receive research supervision for the preparation of their dissertation by
enrolling as research students for a maximum of three additional years, following the prescribed procedures. A
prerequisite for this is that they must have passed the Dissertation Conceptual Framework Examination as outlined
in 3.6.3 of the "Dissertation Submission Entitlement System." Detailed procedures will be communicated by the
GSPS office during the final semester of the sixth year of enroliment in the doctoral program. Those who have
withdrawn after completing their research supervision are not eligible to become research students.

The duration for which international students can hold the residence status of "College student" as research
students is generally limited to a maximum of two years.
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11. “Waseda Study of Politics and Public Law”

The publication "Waseda Study of Politics and Public Law" aims to enhance research in the fields of political science
and public law by featuring dissertations from doctoral students and others. This journal is issued three times a year
and is preserved and made available online through the "Waseda University Repository," managed by the Waseda
University Library. Back issues can be accessed at the Waseda University Central Library, the FPSE Student Library,
or through the "Waseda University Repository."

M Eligibility for Submission

Students currently enrolled in the doctoral program of the Graduate School of Political Science at Waseda
University.

Those who have been enrolled in the doctoral program for a minimum of three years and have received the
necessary research supervision, provided they are within three years of withdrawal from the program
(qualified candidates for a Curriculum Doctorate).

*In the case of a co-authored paper, it is sufficient for at least one of the co-authors to meet any of the
aforementioned submission qualifications.
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B Rules for Submission

Each student may submit a maximum of two entries per year.

Papers must be written in either Japanese or English, formatted horizontally on A4 paper. A cover page
should accompany the main text, containing the title of the paper and the author's name. The format of the
cover page is at the discretion of the author. The first page of the main text should immediately follow the
title restatement.

The structure of the paper should include the main text, appendices (to be compiled at the end), notes (to
be compiled at the end), and references, in that order. The main text should consist of 40 characters per line
and 30 lines per page (for English, a font size of 12 points or larger, double-spaced). Additionally, the total
number of pages, including the table of contents, figures, equations, notes, and reference list, should not
exceed 25 pages for both Japanese and English submissions.

The structure of the main paper should include the body text, appendices (gathered at the end), notes
(gathered at the end), and references in that order. The body text must adhere to a format of 40 characters
per line and 30 lines per page (for English, a font size of 12 points or larger, double-spaced). Additionally, the
total number of pages, including the table of contents, figures, equations, notes, and reference list, should
not exceed 25 pages for both Japanese and English submissions.

Submitted papers must be unpublished and simultaneous submissions to other journals are prohibited.

In the event that a paper published in this journal infringes upon the copyright or other rights of a third
party, the author shall bear full responsibility for any such infringement.
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M Publication Criteria

The following conditions must be met:

A paper that has been presented at a joint supervision session for doctoral programs, receiving feedback
from faculty and students, and subsequently revised. When submitting, the program of the session must be
attached, along with the main advisor's approval seal on the application form.

The paper has been presented at various academic conferences and forums outside of the GSPS, including
major associations such as the Japanese Political Science Association, the Japanese Association of Electoral
Studies, the Japan Association of International Relations, the Japanese Society for Public Administration, and
the Japan Association for Comparative Politics, as well as the Japan Association of Political Economy and
various workshops on political science and economics. The paper has been revised based on feedback
received from members, faculty, and students. When submitting, it is required to attach the conference
program and obtain the approval seal of the main advisor on the application form, except for presentations
at major national conferences.
The paper has been written under the guidance of advisors who have instructed its composition and
approved its publication. For submission, it is necessary to provide two recommendation letters: one from
the main advisor and another from a different full-time faculty member.

V. Common Aspects of Master’s and Doctoral
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The credit system is a framework in which students earn credits for completing courses and passing examinations
based on established criteria. At our institution, the number of credits assigned to each course is determined by
the Waseda University regulations, which stipulate that a course worth one credit should involve 45 hours of
study. Furthermore, the required instructional hours for one credit can range from 15 to 45 hours, regardless of
the method of instruction (such as lectures or seminars), as set by each faculty. At our institution, a course
conducted weekly for 14 sessions, each lasting 100 minutes, is considered to have a total of 30 instructional hours
(for a 7-week course, this is regarded as 15 hours). Consequently, for a two-credit course, students must engage in
90 hours of study. For instance, to earn two credits in a lecture course (14 sessions), students must complete 30
hours of class time and an additional 60 hours of study outside of class. This implies that approximately four hours
of independent study (including preparation and review) is required for each of the 14 weeks of instruction. Thus,
to successfully obtain credits, it is essential to allocate time for both class attendance and additional study outside
of class. This necessity leads to the imposition of limits on the number of credits that can be registered in a year
(calculated from the spring semester for September entrants). The maximum number of credits that can be
registered annually is set at 49, which includes not only courses that count towards graduation requirements but
also elective and optional courses that do not contribute to the total required credits for graduation.

1. Calculation formula

A grading system assigns a numerical value known as Grade Point to each subject's performance. The values are as
follows: A+ corresponds to 4 points, A to 3 points, B to 2 points, C to 1 point, and a failing grade is assigned 0
points. The Grade Point Average (GPA) is calculated by taking the sum of the products of each subject's credit
hours and its corresponding Grade Point, and then dividing this total by the overall registered credit hours, which
includes credits for failed subjects.

The formula can be expressed as follows:

(A+ credits obtained x 4) + (A credits obtained x 3) + (B credits obtained x 2) + (C credits obtained x 1) + (Credits
failed x 0) /Total registered credits including failed credits

*The GPA is displayed to two decimal places, with the third decimal place rounded accordingly.

2. Applicable Courses

The subjects registered as eligible for completion requirements will be considered. However, among the subjects

for which credits have been awarded, those with a grade designation of "N," as well as those with grade
designations of "P" or "Q," will not be included in the GPA calculation.

3. GPA Notifications/Certificates

The GPA is included in the grade report. Additionally, a Certificate of GPA can be issued, which contains the grades
for the courses included in the GPA calculation as well as the GPA itself. The Transcript does not include the GPA.

2. Collaboration Course

Waseda University (hereinafter referred to as “the University”) engages in academic research partnerships and

similar activities with the aim of contributing to the qualitative improvement and advancement of education and

research. To uphold the University's autonomy and independence in these endeavors, the following “Guidelines”

have been established.

1. Safeguard academic freedom and independence.

2. Conduct research that contributes to world peace and human welfare; refrain from military research and
development.

3. Contribute to the advancement of research activities and the improvement of education at the University.

4. Refrain from conducting secret research where publication of findings is prohibited. However, reasonable
restrictions based on trust relationships with research sponsors or collaborators regarding the timing of
publication are exempt from this rule.

5. To be socially just.

6. To make decisions regarding partnerships and similar arrangements based on democratic procedures and with
disclosure of relevant materials.

Furthermore, to ensure the proper implementation of these guidelines, the university has established an

“Academic Research Partnership Review Committee” to review individual partnerships and similar arrangements.

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5. Credit Approval

There exists a system for "Credit Approval" that allows for the inclusion of credits obtained prior to enrollment or
during studies at overseas graduate schools into the required credits for graduation, subject to deliberation by the
graduate school. Credits earned at other universities will only be recognized if the content of the courses
corresponds to subjects established by the GSPS. In such cases, the name of the recognized course will be changed
to that of the corresponding subject offered by the GSPS. Courses that have been approved cannot be taken again.

If a student is currently taking a course that has been approved, they must withdraw either their course

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4. Class Cancellation and Absence from Class

Special Consideration for Leave of Absence

In the cases of "absence from class (including non-attendance in online courses)," "failure to submit reports," and
"non-participation in examinations," students may request that their respective department such as the
undergraduate or graduate school office) facilitate communication with the instructor of the relevant course. This
request aims to ensure that their circumstances do not adversely affect their academic evaluation during that
period. However, the final decision regarding the handling of absences rests with the instructor.

1. Bereavement Leave
a. Subject: first-degree relatives (parents, children), second-degree relatives (siblings, grandparents,

grandchildren), and spouses

b. Duration of Leave: A maximum of seven consecutive days; however, if the relatives reside overseas, flexible
arrangements will be made.

c.  Procedure:

(1) Within ten days following the conclusion of the relevant period, obtain a “Notification of Absence due to
Bereavement” from the school office.

(2) Complete and submit the “Notification of Absence due to Bereavement” along with relevant documentation,
such as a funeral acknowledgment card, to the school office.

*If the deceased was your guardian, you must also initiate the process to change guardians.

(3) Request a “Special Consideration Request for Absence due to Bereavement” from the school office.

(4) Present the “Special Consideration Request for Absence due to Bereavement” to your course instructor to
request special accommodations for any academic work missed during your bereavement leave. If enrolled
in an online course, this request should be directed to the course office or your instructor via email, the LMS,
or other appropriate channels.

2. Jury Duty

(1) Subject
Students who have been designated as candidates for jury duty and are required to appear at the court on the

date of the jury selection process, as well as on the day of the trial or hearing, are those enrolled in the regular
program of this university (domestic exchange students are considered equivalent).
*Non-degree students or students in the e-school of the School of Human Sciences are not eligible.
*According to the law, students may request to decline jury duty on the grounds of being a student.
(2) Procedures
1. Submit a request to the school office along with the "Notice of Jury Selection Date (Summons)."
2. Present a "Request for Consideration" to the responsible instructor in class (for online classes, this can be
done via email, LMS, or by submitting it to the school office).
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3. Infectious Disease

(2) Procedures

1.  Notify the school office of your illness.

2. After receiving permission to return to school or upon the conclusion of the absence period, request the
attending physician to complete the "Certificate of Recovery from Infectious Disease Form (S2#I1Z& 1+ 5 B
fEAREEEAE)" and submit it to the school office.

3. Complete the designated "Certificate of Recovery from Infectious Disease" for the GSPS and follow the
instructions from the school office to seek consideration from the responsible instructor.

4. Nursing Experience and Teaching Practice *Teacher-training Education Courses
(1) Subject
Students enrolled in the teacher training program who are undertaking "Nursing Experience" or "Teaching

Practice."
(2) Duration
Training Period

*If the training period coincides with the enrollment period for quarter courses, it is advisable not to register for

quarter courses during that time, as accommodations may be challenging to arrange.

(3) Procedure and Other Details
Notifications regarding the request process for absence accommodations for both Nursing Experience and
Teaching Practice will be communicated to the relevant students via Waseda Moodle or other platforms. By
following the prescribed procedures, students can formally request accommodations for absences; however, the
final decision regarding these requests will be at the discretion of the respective course instructors.

Class Cancellation Policy during Term

In the event of deteriorating weather conditions or other specified circumstances, the university may declare a
suspension of classes across all campuses (excluding holidays and designated breaks). This suspension will apply to
all in-person classes and examinations conducted at the affected campus. Students are generally expected to
comply with the university's decisions regarding class suspensions and examination postponements. However, if a
student determines that traveling to the campus where classes are held poses a danger or is impractical due to
disruptions in transportation or the issuance of J-Alerts related to missile launches, they may refrain from
attending. In such cases, the student can submit an approved absence notification from their respective office to
the instructor of the relevant course for consideration.

*Exceptional Measures
For those attending online classes, if the weather conditions or other factors make participation difficult at their
chosen location, students should make their own assessments. If a student decides to refrain from viewing the
class based on their judgment, they may later request consideration for their absence by following the appropriate

procedures within their faculty or graduate school.
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1. Class Cancellation due to Severe Weather

The university will not suspend classes or postpone examinations solely based on weather warnings issued by the
Meteorological Agency. However, if conditions such as heavy rain, flooding, strong winds, blizzards, or heavy
snowfall are deemed dangerous based on the agency's warnings, the following measures regarding class
suspensions and exam postponements will be implemented. In the absence of specific notifications from the

university, classes will generally proceed as scheduled, and exams will not be postponed.

(1) Decisions regarding class suspensions or exam postponements will, in principle, be made at least 60 minutes
prior to the start of each class or exam, and will be communicated according to the "Emergency Notification
Methods" outlined below. Efforts will be made to provide this information at least two hours before the
scheduled start time whenever possible.

(2) In cases where it is anticipated that weather conditions, such as typhoons or heavy snowfall, will deteriorate
over time, decisions regarding class suspensions or exam postponements may be made the day before. In such
instances, a determination will be made by 7 PM the previous day, and notifications to students will be sent
out by 9 PM that same evening, following the "Method of contact in case of an Emergency" specified below.

2. Class Cancellation due to the Occurrence of a Severe Earthquake

In the event of a major earthquake that makes it impractical to hold classes, the following measures regarding

class cancellations and examination postponements will be implemented:

(1) Should a decision be made to cancel classes or postpone examinations, immediate notification will be
disseminated through the “Method of contact in case of an Emergency” outlined below.

(2) If the situation arises during class hours, prompt communication will be made via the internal broadcasting

system.

3. Class Cancellation in the Event of a Large-Scale Power Outage

In the event that the demand for electricity significantly exceeds the supply, resulting in an unpredictable large-
scale power outage, the following measures will be implemented regarding class schedules: Classes will be

suspended, and instruction will resume the following day starting from the first period.

(1) If a large-scale power outage occurs during class hours (periods 1 to 7), students will remain in the classroom
until the situation stabilizes. All subsequent classes will then be canceled.

(2) If a large-scale power outage occurs outside of class hours, all classes scheduled for that day will be canceled.
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4. Class Cancellation due to Transport Strikes
The Waseda, Toyama, and Nishi-Waseda campuses will implement measures 1), 2), 3), and 4), while the

Tokorozawa campus will apply measures 1), 2), 3), and 5).
1) In the event of a strike by JR or other transportation services (general strike), the following will apply:
A. If the strike is called off by midnight, classes will proceed as scheduled.
B. If the strike is called off by 8:00 AM, classes will commence from the third period.
C. If no decision to call off the strike is made by 8:00 AM, classes will be canceled for the entire day.
The above measures do not apply to JR's compliance struggles or strikes by private railways.
2) If a partial strike occurs within the JR network in the metropolitan area, classes will continue as usual.
3) In the case of a full strike affecting the JR network in the metropolitan area, the following will apply:
A. If the strike is in effect until 8:00 AM, classes will begin from the third period.
B. If the strike continues until noon, classes will start from the sixth period.
C. If the strike extends beyond noon, classes will be canceled for the entire day.
4) If only private railways or urban transportation services are on strike, classes will proceed as scheduled.
5) If there is a strike on either the Seibu Shinjuku Line or the Seibu lkebukuro Line, or if there is a strike involving
Seibu buses even if both railway lines are unaffected, the following will apply:
A. If the strike is in effect until 8:00 AM, classes will commence from the third period.
B. If the strike continues beyond 8:00 AM, classes will be canceled for the entire day.

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5. Tuition and Fees

1. Common Rules for Master's and Doctoral Program Students

- Students who have graduated, completed their studies, or withdrawn from any undergraduate, graduate, or
specialized programs at Waseda University will be exempt from the admission fee upon re-enrollment.

+ Alumni of the School of Political Science and Economics, as well as those from the Graduate School of Political
Science or the Graduate School of Economics, will not be required to pay the Society enrollment fee.

+ Seminar fee and membership fees are subject to change.

2. Rules for Master's Program Students

Students who are not alumni of Waseda University will be required to pay an alumni association fee of 40,000 yen
(which represents a prepayment discount for ten years at an annual rate of 5,000 yen) during the final semester of
their standard academic program. Graduates from this university, as well as those who have transferred, are
enrolled in doctoral programs, double degree programs, non-degree students, and part-time students, are exempt
from this payment.

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6. Notifications

1. Studying Abroad

If you are planning to study abroad through an overseas study program (exchange program and QTEM program)

of the Center for International Education (CIE), privately-financed Studying abroad, or Studying abroad on
scholarship, please complete the designated procedures within the designated period. Even if you pass the
screening process for overseas study programs of the CIE, your Studying abroad program will not be considered as
an official Studying abroad until you have completed the procedures for studying abroad for the respective graduate
school.

Please note that if you choose to learn a foreign language at an overseas institution, you will be considered on a
leave of absence, not studying abroad. In this case, please take the procedures for a leave of absence.

2. Leave of Absence

Students who cannot attend classes continuously for a period of two months or longer due to illness or other

reasons are allowed to take a leave of absence upon receiving permission from the Dean of the school. The student
must indicate the reason for the leave of absence and request the leave of absence with the notification

countersigned by both the guardian and the student in question. [g] &

3. Voluntary withdrawal

Students who would like to voluntarily withdraw are allowed to do so upon receiving permission from the Dean

of the school. The student must indicate the reason for withdrawal and request withdrawal with the notification
countersigned by both the guardian and the student in question.

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7. Scholarships and Awards

1. Awards

1. Mamoru Iijima Commemorative Academic Award

The Graduate School of Political Science and the Graduate School of Economics have established the Mamoru
lijima Commemorative Academic Award in commemoration of the teaching and research efforts made over many
years by the late Dr. Mamoru lijima as a professor in the School of Political Science and Economics. The award
combines donations Dr. lijima made several times after retirement to cultivate researchers, and donations made

by his family members after he passed away, in accordance with his wishes.

The Mamoru lijima Commemorative Academic Prize is awarded to students in the Master’s Program of the
Graduate School of Political Science and Graduate School of Economics who are valedictorians of their graduating
class or who has earned a high grade in master’s thesis, meanwhile have advanced to the Doctoral Program in the
same graduate school with distinction. The award (an award certificate and a grant worth of ¥ 100,000) is given in
the Entrance Ceremony in every academic year.

2 . Kenichiro Hirano SGPS International Students Scholarship

This scholarship was established through a donation from Professor Kenichiro Hirano, who retired in March
2008, to support the studies of outstanding international students engaged in research at Waseda University's
Graduate School of Political Science. Recipients are international students who have advanced from the master's
program to the doctoral program with excellent academic performance. They are selected annually by the

Graduate School of Political Science Steering Committee.

3. Dean’s Academic Award

The Dean’s Academic Award is awarded to a student in the Graduate School of Economics who has completed
the Master’s Program in March or in September and has earned a high grade, and is chosen by the Graduate
School of Economics. The award (an award certificate and grant of 30,000 yen) is conferred in the Graduation
Ceremony of Graduate School of Economics in the end of each semester.

Dean’s Academic Award for Doctoral Program is for open recruitment and details are uploaded on GSE’s
website in every November.

4. Valedictorian

The students who have achieved the extremely high grades, meanwhile being considered as suitable candidates
by the Graduate School of Economics will be chosen as a valedictorian and salutatorian. Valedictorian will have a
degree conferment at the Graduation Ceremony of Waseda University, in March or in September.

2. Scholarships

1. Scholarship System

Our university offers numerous scholarship programs. Scholarships vary depending on the applicant's
nationality, residency status, and other factors. Since scholarship registration is required to apply for scholarships,
applicants must complete scholarship registration.
*Government-sponsored international students, exchange students, and students participating in inter-

institutional exchange programs are not eligible to register for or apply for scholarships.
*If you take a leave of absence, study abroad, or withdraw from the university during the scholarship period, you
may be required to repay the scholarship funds received.

3. Scholarship Registration

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2. Harassment Prevention Initiatives

Waseda University has implemented a range of initiatives to demonstrate its dedication to preventing harassment.
These initiatives encompass the creation of the Waseda University Guidelines for Harassment Prevention, the
establishment of consultation and grievance procedures, and the execution of educational activities through printed
materials, online resources, and seminars, all designed to enhance awareness and actively discourage harassment.
Q: What constitutes harassment?

A: Harassment, as outlined in the University’s guidelines, encompasses all types of expression and conduct that
negatively impact, create discomfort, or otherwise undermine the dignity of the victim concerning aspects
such as sex, social status, ethnicity, national origin, beliefs, age, occupation, physical attributes, or identity.
Generally, harassment within academic institutions manifests in several forms: sexual harassment, which
involves any offensive or sexual expression or behavior; academic harassment, which pertains to any
inappropriate expression or behavior related to an individual’s studies, education, or research; and power
harassment, characterized by offensive expressions or behaviors from individuals in positions of higher social
status or authority over the victim.

Q: Why is harassment considered a problem?

A: Harassment, from the viewpoint of the victim, obstructs the creation and preservation of a conducive
atmosphere for education, research, and professional endeavors. The cumulative effect of such detrimental
conduct represents a violation of the victim's human rights. Actions and behaviors executed by individuals
without consideration can inflict significant emotional turmoil on others. Furthermore, instances of
harassment frequently disrupt the everyday lives of those who bravely report their experiences as victims.

Q: Can students ever be accused of perpetrating harassment?

A: Certainly. One can readily envision a scenario occurring at a social gathering attended by students from one
of the University’s various interest groups. If a student repeatedly makes sexually suggestive remarks in the
presence of peers, coerces others into consuming alcohol, or continually solicits a fellow student for a date,
and these behaviors lead to discomfort among other attendees, such conduct exemplifies both sexual
harassment and power harassment.

Q: If you feel that you or someone you know may be experiencing “harassment in some form,” what should you do?

A: Should you believe that you are experiencing harassment, or if you are aware of a friend who might be
affected, or if you have inquiries or thoughts concerning the University’s policies and procedures, we
encourage you to reach out to our Consultation Desk, which is staffed by trained professionals. For additional
details about the consultation process and related topics, please visit our website.

Introduction

The significance of adhering to research ethics is increasingly paramount. It is self-evident that academic research
activities should be conducted based on appropriate methods and procedures. Furthermore, in light of the global
expansion of academic research, it has become essential for Japan to adopt a rigorous approach to research ethics
that aligns with the global standards exemplified by Western countries. In response to this situation, the Graduate
School of Political Science and the Graduate School of Economics have decided to raise awareness among students
enrolled in both master's and doctoral programs. Engaging in research activities that violate ethical standards not
only severely undermines the validity of the research outcomes but also places significant social responsibility on
the individuals involved, potentially jeopardizing their careers as researchers. Moreover, those who do not possess
a clear understanding of research ethics may lack the qualifications necessary to be considered researchers.
Students are encouraged to internalize this point and strive for continuous improvement. Additionally, those
currently writing theses should read this manual repeatedly to ensure that their research activities and results
comply with ethical standards. Waseda University has established the "Waseda University Academic Research Ethics
Charter," which outlines the ethical attitudes and behavioral norms that all individuals engaged in academic
research at the university are expected to uphold. This document can be found at the end of this manual, and it is
imperative that all students read it.

1. What is Research Ethics

Academic research activities, regardless of whether they belong to the sciences or the humanities, exert a significant
influence on human society. Research conducted through unethical means, lacking consideration for fairness, public
interest, and human rights, not only has detrimental effects on society but also undermines public trust in legitimate
research endeavors. Research ethics encompasses the ethical principles that must be adhered to in order to prevent
such negative outcomes. Engaging in academic research is not merely a task for obtaining a degree; it is essential
to recognize that its primary aim is to contribute to the enhancement of various values within global society.
Adhering to research ethics is, therefore, a social responsibility for all individuals involved in research activities.
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2. Research Misconduct

What specific actions are considered violations of research ethics? For detailed information, please refer to the
"Waseda University Academic Research Ethics Charter." The following is an explanation regarding the research
activities and the presentation of research outcomes by the students. Violations of research ethics can be broadly
categorized into three main types:

1. Actions that infringe upon human rights in research activities and outcomes.

2. Research conducted through dishonest means.

3. Misappropriation of research funds.

(1) Actions that infringe upon human rights in research activities and outcomes

It is imperative to exercise utmost caution to ensure that the research process and the dissemination of research
outcomes do not infringe upon human rights. In particular, discrimination based on race, gender, status, ideology,
religion, or nationality must not occur during the research process. Furthermore, the content of the research
outcomes must also be free from such discriminatory elements. Additionally, careful attention must be paid to the
potential leakage of personal information. This is especially relevant in the field of social sciences, where researchers
often collect personal data about specific individuals during their studies. Any breach of information that could
violate individual rights or interests must be strictly avoided in both the research process and its outcomes.
Moreover, when conducting surveys or studies that involve personal information for the purpose of writing
academic papers, it may be necessary to undergo an ethical review of the research plan. For more detailed
information, please refer to the "Ethics Review Procedures concerning Research with Human Subjects" section on

(2) Research conducted through dishonest means
The presentation of research outcomes, whether through conference reports or the preparation of papers, must
be conducted through legitimate means and procedures. Any dissemination of research results achieved through
unethical methods is considered a crime within the academic community and is subject to severe condemnation.
The primary specific instances recognized as unethical practices include, but are not limited to, the following five
categories:

1) Fabrication

2) Falsification

3) Impersonation

4) Plagiarism

5) Misuse of research funding

A detailed explanation of each follows.

1) Fabrication

Fabrication refers to the act of creating data or research outcomes that do not actually exist and presenting them
as if they are real. Below are specific examples.

Example 1: You fabricated a non-existent official document and claimed in a paper that it validated your hypothesis.
Example 2: To support your argument, you invented fictitious experimental results and included them in your
publication.

Example 3: You falsely claimed to have conducted interviews that never took place, generating imaginary interview
content to bolster your assertions in a paper.
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2) Falsification
Falsification refers to the alteration or modification of actual data or the results of conducted research in order to
justify one's claims or to assert the validity of a hypothesis, presenting information that differs from the original
content.
Examples include:
- Modifying statistical figures to suggest they substantiate your hypothesis and presenting them as such in a
publication.
- Omitting specific sections of official documents to bolster your interpretation or argument, and subsequently
showcasing this interpretation or argument in your work.
- Carrying out an interview but failing to include in your report any segments of the discussion that contradict your
hypothesis.

3) Impersonation

This refers to the act of presenting a paper as one's own work, despite having had part or all of it written by others.
It also encompasses situations where, during the research process, an individual has others conduct surveys or
analyses but fails to disclose this fact, instead claiming sole authorship of the research outcomes. Example 1: Due
to the inability to meet the paper submission deadline, you had a senior write the conclusion and submitted it as is.
Example 2: Although the necessary interview research was conducted by a junior colleague, you created the paper
without mentioning this fact in the footnotes, falsely representing the work as your own.

*Engaging in acts that facilitate impersonation may also be classified as misconduct and could lead to disciplinary

action.

4) Plagiarism (fraudulent use)

All submissions required for obtaining a degree must meet the following two criteria: they must be articulated in
the individual's own words and expressions, and they must be based on the individual's own ideas, judgments, and
evaluations. Plagiarism is defined as the act of taking someone else's words, expressions, ideas, judgments, or
evaluations and presenting them as one's own. This practice significantly undermines the value of original research
and is recognized as a "crime" within the academic community. Plagiarism is particularly prevalent in the process of
writing papers. Therefore, the subsequent chapter will provide a detailed explanation of its instances and
prevention methods.

5) Misuse of research grants

Research grants typically come with specific regulations regarding their use. Utilizing these funds in a manner that
does not comply with the established guidelines constitutes misuse. If a paper is produced using grant funds in
violation of these regulations, it is considered to be created through fraudulent means. Furthermore, if such misuse
is discovered after the conferral of a degree, it may be deemed that the degree was awarded through dishonest
practices, potentially leading to the revocation of that degree, which is a serious consequence. Therefore, it is
essential to exercise due diligence to avoid any instances of misuse.
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3. Avoiding plagiarism

As previously mentioned, appropriating the words, expressions, ideas, evaluations, or judgments of others and
presenting them as one's own in academic papers constitutes plagiarism. However, in the process of writing a paper,
it is often unavoidable to rely on findings presented in prior research or to cite the words, expressions, and ideas of
others. Therefore, when utilizing or citing the insights from previous studies, it is essential to clearly indicate this
within the paper. Failing to do so and engaging in improper citation may lead to being classified as committing
plagiarism, which can result in severe consequences. Plagiarism is recognized as a "crime" within the realm of
academic research. Naturally, intentional acts of plagiarism are never acceptable. However, without a precise

understanding of what constitutes plagiarism versus appropriate citation, one may inadvertently commit plagiarism.

In the following sections, examples of plagiarism will be provided, along with a detailed explanation of what actions
lead to plagiarism and how to avoid it.

(1) What actions can lead to plagiarism

Examples of plagiarism and an appropriate citation

Example 1:

The text from previous research conducted by others was utilized directly, without the inclusion of quotation marks

or footnotes.

Borrowed text

The factors of industrialization, urbanization, wealth, and education are so closely interrelated as to form one
common factor. And the factors subsumed under economic development carry with it the political correlate of
democracy.

Your text (The underlined text is borrowed.)

This statistical association between income and democracy is the cornerstone of the influential modernization
theory. Democracy was both created and consolidated by a broad process of modernization which involved changes
in the factors of industrialization, urbanization, wealth, and education [which] are so closely interrelated as to form
one common factor. And the factors subsumed under economic development carry with it the political correlate of

democracy.

This is a quintessential example of plagiarism. It utilizes the ideas, expressions, and phrases of others without
providing any quotation marks or citations. The following is the proper way to make appropriate citations.

This statistical association between income and democracy is the cornerstone of the influential modernization
theory. Lipset (1959) suggested that democracy was both created and consolidated by a broad process of
“modernization” which involved changes in “the factors of industrialization, urbanization, wealth, and education
[which] are so closely interrelated as to form one common factor. And the factors subsumed under economic
development carry with it the political correlate of democracy” (80).(1)

The cited text is enclosed in quotation marks and is accompanied by a numbered reference. Additionally, the source
of the quoted material is clearly indicated in a footnote or endnote. This practice ensures that the citation is

appropriate and does not constitute plagiarism.
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Example 2:
A text from another author was borrowed with modifications or summarization, but no reference was provided.

Borrowed text

The factors of industrialization, urbanization, wealth, and education are so closely interrelated as to form one
common factor. And the factors subsumed under economic development carry with it the political correlate of
democracy.

Your text (The underlined text is revised.)

This statistical association between income and democracy is the cornerstone of the influential modernization
theory. Democracy was both created and consolidated by a broad process of modernization which involved changes
in the factors of industrialization, urbanization, wealth, and education [which] are closely related to each other so

that they form one common factor. And the factors involved with economic development carry with it the political

correlate of democracy.

This can also be classified as plagiarism. The wording has been changed, so there is no need to put quotation marks;
however, since the ideas have been borrowed, it is essential to clarify this in a footnote. The following method
would constitute an appropriate citation.

This statistical association between income and democracy is the cornerstone of the influential modernization

theory. Lipset (1959) suggested that democracy was both created and consolidated by a broad process of

“modernization” which involved changes in the factors of industrialization, urbanization, wealth, and education

[which] are closely related and consequently form one common factor. And the factors comprised under economic

development carry with it the political correlate of democracy.!)

Example 3:
Knowledge and ideas obtained from one or more sources have been organized to create a written document. These
sources have been listed at the end of the paper as a reference list.

While no specific examples are provided, this scenario is likely to be classified as plagiarism. Even if the reference
list includes the sources from which knowledge and ideas were borrowed, it is essential to provide proper citations
in the sections of the text that are based on those ideas or knowledge, clearly indicating what was referenced and
from which source.

Notes:

Thus far, we have attempted to explain the fundamental examples of improper citations that may be considered

plagiarism or copyright infringement. If one has a solid understanding of the material presented, it is possible to

avoid instances of plagiarism; however, there are some cases that require careful attention and clarification.

1) Do not forget to use quotation marks!
It is not uncommon to encounter instances where a student has borrowed text from another source without
enclosing it in quotation marks, merely providing a footnote instead. While this may not strictly qualify as
"plagiarism," it does not adhere to the proper rules of citation and is therefore classified as "improper citation."
Papers that frequently exhibit improper citations will naturally receive lower evaluations.

2)  What to do when you make long quotations?
When it is necessary to quote lengthy passages from other authors, such as those extending over two or more
paragraphs, it is advisable to follow a specific format rather than enclosing the entire text in quotation marks
within the same paragraph. The recommended approach is as follows:
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- Leave a blank line before and after the quoted text, and use indentation to set the quoted material apart from
the rest of your writing. Reducing the font size slightly can enhance clarity.

- Include a citation at the end of the quoted section.

- After concluding the quotation, return to the original font size and continue with your own writing, leaving
another blank line before resuming.

3) Indicate the relationship to your previously published work
It is essential to clearly state the relationship with your previously published works. When creating a new paper
that utilizes previously published articles or portions thereof, including those intended for future publication,
appropriate citations must be provided. Additionally, if research funding has been received, information regarding

the funding should also be included.

Examples of Previously Published Works

4) Translations should be properly cited.
When citing portions of foreign language literature, it is essential to provide a translation. In instances where
there is an official translation, such as those found in government or international organization documents, it is
appropriate to utilize that translation. However, be careful in cases where no official translation exists, and a
translation created by a researcher or translator is used. This also applies when utilizing translations from papers
or books authored by others. In such situations, it is imperative to clearly indicate who produced the translation,
using quotation marks and footnotes. Since translations are original works in their own right, this practice is

necessary.

Commonly used excuses
In instances of actual plagiarism, the following justifications are frequently encountered during inquiries. Each of
these excuses is typically a desperate attempt, and in most cases, such claims are not accepted. It is important to
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recognize that the very notion of being able to evade responsibility is fundamentally flawed.

1) "It was a coincidence."
This excuse suggests that the student wrote the text independently, and any similarity to another's work is
purely coincidental. While it is conceivable that a very brief statement could be coincidentally similar, it is
highly unlikely for longer passages to match by chance.

2) "It was unintentional and due to carelessness."
In some cases, minor instances of carelessness may occur in less critical sections of a paper, where one or
two phrases might be inadvertently similar. However, if there are multiple instances, it is generally deemed
intentional.
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3) "I share the same opinion, so no citation is necessary."
Even if one holds the same viewpoint as another, it is important to acknowledge that the idea was previously
articulated by someone else, thus it cannot be considered original. Proper citation is required. If one wishes
to indicate that they arrived at the same conclusion independently of prior research, it is advisable to clarify
this in a footnote, stating, "Similar views are held by..."

4) "l did not copy and paste; | typed it myself."
This excuse may elicit a chuckle, as it seems to stem from a misunderstanding of guidance received from
instructors advising against copying text from the internet. The assertion that one did not engage in "copy-
pasting" does not serve as a valid justification, as it is evident that this reasoning is inadequate.

(2) How to avoid plagiarism?

To prevent plagiarism, it is essential to maintain a self-discipline that prohibits unethical behavior. However, it is
not uncommon for students to inadvertently commit plagiarism, either knowingly or unknowingly. To avoid such
situations, it is effective to pay attention to your research methods and the planning of writing papers.

Preventing Plagiarism Through Daily Research Practices

1) Develop the habit of distinguishing between your own arguments and those of others.
In presentations during seminars and coursework, make it a practice to cite and reference knowledge and ideas
obtained from others. By clearly asserting which parts of your report or presentation represent your own
opinions, you will cultivate the habit of differentiating your arguments from those of others when writing papers.

2) Be mindful of the notes you take while reading books and articles.
When reviewing prior research literature, you are likely to take notes. Ensure that whenever you transcribe a
passage, you include quotation marks and record the source in your notes. This practice will help you avoid
confusing your own thoughts and writings with the insights and texts presented in previous research when it
comes time to write your paper. Even when deadlines are approaching and you may feel rushed, having your
organized notes will allow you to easily make appropriate citations. Additionally, when summarizing others' texts
in your notes, always ensure that you accurately record the source.

3) Establish a well-structured writing plan for your paper.
While it can be challenging to implement, it is crucial to devise a strategy that allows for the timely completion
of the first draft. For instance, aiming to finish the initial draft at least one month prior to the submission deadline
provides ample time to verify the accuracy of citations. This approach not only enhances the quality of the writing
but also allows for sufficient feedback from your supervisor before the final submission.

Other points

1) For international students who lack confidence in their Japanese expression, it is common to rely heavily on
existing research and use those expressions verbatim. In such instances, it is advisable to utilize the Waseda
University Writing Center (https://www.waseda.jp/inst/aw/en) to seek assistance with Japanese
language corrections from an early stage. It is important to note that while imperfect Japanese
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expressions are not considered "unethical," plagiarism is indeed deemed "unethical."

2) Graduate students are expected to demonstrate originality and creativity in their theses.
Naturally, students strive to infuse their work with unique insights. However, an excessive pursuit of originality
may lead to a failure to adequately engage with prior research, resulting in unintentional plagiarism as they
attempt to falsely attribute originality to their work. While aiming for significant academic contributions is
crucial, it is preferable to present a paper that possesses some degree of originality, even if limited, rather than
resorting to unethical practices out of desperation.

3) If you find yourself uncertain about whether to include a citation while writing your paper, it is advisable to err
on the side of caution and include one. By this point, you may have developed a clearer understanding of what
constitutes plagiarism. Nonetheless, during the writing process, it is not uncommon to experience hesitation
regarding the necessity of citations. In such cases, it is best to provide a citation.
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4. Coping with misconduct at the University

(1) Strict punishment
The Graduate School of Political Science and the Graduate School of Economics will respond to acts of academic
dishonesty, such as plagiarism, with strict penalties. The details of these penalties are as follows:

Regarding Master's Theses:

1) If misconduct is discovered prior to degree conferral: Depending on the severity of the misconduct, penalties
may include invalidation of grades for the academic year, failure of the master's thesis evaluation, or
indefinite suspension.

2) If misconduct is discovered after degree conferral: If it is determined that the degree was obtained through
dishonest means, the university will revoke the degree and publicly announce this fact in accordance with
Article 23 of the university's Degree Regulations.

Regarding Doctoral Theses:

1) If misconduct is discovered prior to degree conferral: Depending on the severity of the misconduct, penalties
may include invalidation of grades for the academic year, indefinite suspension, failure of the doctoral
dissertation evaluation, or expulsion.

2) If misconduct is discovered after degree conferral: If it is determined that the degree was obtained through
dishonest means, the university will revoke the degree and publicly announce this fact in accordance with
Article 23 of the university's Degree Regulations.

(2) Establishment of a system that discovers misconduct

The use of similarity detection software is mandated in the Graduate School of Political Science and the Graduate
School of Economics for master's and doctoral theses. Upon submission, these theses are subjected to an evaluation
using similarity detection software to ensure that there are no inappropriate citations or instances of plagiarism.
Should any potential issues regarding improper citations or plagiarism be identified, a more thorough investigation
will be conducted. It is important to understand that acts of academic dishonesty, such as plagiarism, will eventually

come to light.

Conclusion

Lastly, please keep the following three points in mind.

1) Violations of research ethics will inevitably come to light.
Human rights abuses, fabrication, falsification, impersonation, and plagiarism are guaranteed to be
discovered. It is unacceptable to think that "this level of misconduct is acceptable."

2) Breaching research ethics can disrupt your life significantly.
Attempts to obtain a degree through dishonest means will lead to severe consequences and will be
documented. If such misconduct is revealed after degree conferral, resulting in revocation, the university will
publicly announce this, potentially leading to job loss and closing off pathways in the academic world.

3) Ignorance is not an excuse.
It is the responsibility of anyone involved in research to understand and adhere to ethical standards. Those
who claim "l didn't know" or "l don't understand" are unqualified to participate in research.
We sincerely hope that you will gain a thorough understanding of research ethics and pursue your studies
with integrity and diligence.
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Appendix

1. Waseda University Academic Research Ethics Charter

The mission of Waseda University is to achieve a high ideal of academic research that conforms with its founding
principles of Academic Independence and Enterprising Spirit. Specifically, the University wishes to promote
contributions to human welfare and world peace through academic research. As such, academic researchers
associated with the University shall make efforts to maintain its good tradition and constantly strive to improve
themselves in accordance with good conscience. Researchers will courageously challenge the problems of modern
society while considering that academic research has a great influence on humanity, society, and the natural
environment. The University guarantees that academic research will be reliable and fair, but also free from
unnecessary constraints. With regard to its assurances and social responsibility, this University declares that all
researchers and those concerned with research activities shall conduct themselves by abiding by the following
manners and principles so that society will trust and respect the establishment and its academic research.

1) Through academic research, all members of the University will contribute to the solution of common
problems that individuals face in society, such as human welfare and world peace.

2)  All members of the University will preserve human dignity, respect life, strive for harmony among human
beings, society and nature, protect the socially vulnerable, maintain the global environment, and positively
influence the public interest.

3) Al members of the University will comply with international rules, domestic and foreign laws and regulations,
school rules, the spirit of such rules, and social good sense. In addition, researchers will report their results
timely and appropriately so that they can positively meet the demands of society.

4)  During cooperative academic research activities, all members of the University will respect human rights,
protect personal information, make efforts to prevent any kind of harassment and discrimination based on
nationality, sex, age or any other reason, and consistently cooperate with others to prevent such behavior.

5) All members of the University will support cooperation in society and will appropriately manage all academic
research.

6) The University will strive to improve and maintain proper education and training in research ethics and the
research environment while safely managing researchers so that no illegal activity occurs

2. Waseda University degree rules: Article 23

In the event that it is discovered that an individual who has been awarded a doctoral, master's, or professional
degree from this university has obtained their degree through fraudulent means, the President shall, following
discussions with the Graduate School Steering Committee and the Graduate School’s Dean, revoke the awarded
degree, require the return of the diploma, and publicly announce this action.

3. Waseda University Graduate School Regulations: Article 38 and Article 39

(Disciplinary action)

Article 38: If a student violates the regulations of this university or engages in conduct contrary to their

responsibilities as a student, disciplinary action may be imposed.

2. Disciplinary actions shall consist of three types: admonition, suspension, and expulsion.

3. Matters concerning the disciplinary procedures for students shall be separately defined in the regulations
pertaining to student disciplinary procedures (Regulation No. 12-22 of 2012).

(Expulsion due to Disciplinary Action)

Article 39: A student who significantly disrupts the order of this university or otherwise grossly contravenes their

duties as a student may be subject to expulsion as a disciplinary measure.
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Self-plagiarism in Essays

The Graduate School of Political Science has observed instances of students submitting previously submitted
assignments or reports from other courses, as well as instances of submitting the same content across different
courses within the same semester, commonly referred to as "reuse." The act of submitting reports or other outputs
(hereinafter referred to as "outputs") that were submitted as assignments for one course, either in their original
form or with minor modifications, to another course is considered "academic dishonesty" and is also known as "self-
plagiarism." Presenting nearly identical outputs as if they were two distinct submissions is a significantly
inappropriate action. Students are expected to exert sufficient academic effort for each course they undertake,
demonstrating their mastery of the subject matter through the submission of assignments and other outputs, which
is a fundamental responsibility of students. In this regard, double submission is contrary to the students' obligations
and is deemed an act of misconduct within this graduate school. However, there are instances where insights,
discussions, or descriptions developed in previous outputs may be utilized in subsequent works to persuasively
present new findings or arguments. Even in such cases, it is essential to clearly indicate which parts of the previously
created outputs are being utilized, similar to how one would cite sources from others, by including quotation marks
and footnotes to specify the origin. Additionally, when a new submission contains a significant amount of the same
discourse as prior works, it is also advisable to appropriately clarify the relationship with previously published
outputs.

This graduate school may conduct random assessments of submitted works across various subjects to determine
their similarity to other submissions. In the event that a significant degree of overlap is identified—specifically, if
the matching content exceeds approximately one-third of the main arguments—such instances will be classified as
"academic misconduct" and will result in stringent penalties. It is strongly urged that students deepen their
understanding of these issues and engage in their studies with integrity.
