In order to determine whether the number of credits you have obtained/are scheduled to obtain at your current institution satisfies the criteria for eligibility, the School of Political Science calculates credits in one of the following methods, based on submitted documents: 


1) Class time (minutes) 


540 minutes of class time = 1 Waseda credit (Rounding off decimal places)


1080 minutes of class time = 1 Waseda credit (Rounding off decimal places) <for practicum courses such as languages and P.E.>


2) Study hours (hours)


45 hours of study hours = 1 Waseda credit (Rounding off decimal places)


3) ECTS


1.67 ECTS = 1 Waseda credit (Rounding off decimal places)
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
