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Concerning course names on English transcripts

In the School of Political Science and Economics, if the English name of a course
offered in Japanese matches the name of a course offered in English, it is necessary
to be able to distinguish between them. As a result, from 2019 the initial letters of
the language in which the course was taken (for example, "[J]" for Japanese, "[E]"
for English) will be attached to the end of the English name of all courses except

language courses.

[J]: Japanese, [E]: English, [J/E]: Japanese/English, [G]: German, [F]: French,
[C]: Chinese, etc.
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
