Online classes, watch out for these things!

CASE 1

Is it acceptable to screen-capture
and record some of the videos
transmitted by instructorsin a
real-time online class as still images
or as videos and post them on social
networking sites?

While it is legal to record it privately, it
may be illegal to upload it on social
networking sites. In such cases, not only
will you be subject to disciplinary action
within the university, but you may also
be subject to civil lawsuits, etc.

CASE 3

We will create a video presentation
and share it on Waseda Moodle. Can
we include a scene from a movie or
popular music in the presentation?

If it is absolutely necessary for the
presentation of the class, it is acceptable
within "to the extent deemed
necessary". Uploading to public sites
(including SNS) other than Waseda
Moodle, such as YouTube, even if it is a
limited release, be aware that if the URL
is circulated, it will be treated as
accessible to an unspecified number of
people.

CASE 2

If it is a limited link, only people who
know the URL can access, so as long as
the URL is only known to a specific few
people, it is not a problem, but be
careful, if the URL is circulated, it will be
