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Regarding Issuing Certificate of Expected Graduation (Master’s Program)

1. Eligibility for Issuance
Students who meet the following conditions will be eligible to receive a Certificate of Expected Graduation starting from the issuance periods in either
June or November.
(1) Issuance Periods (Added on May 9, 2025: For the Spring Semester 2025, the certificate will be available from June 3 due to system maintenance.)
e Regular Course: June 1 and November 10 following one full year of enrollment
e F Course: June 1 and November 10 following six months of enrollment
(If the date falls on a Sunday, the certificate will be issued on the following business day.)

(2) Credit Requirements
e Regular Course: 18 credits or more from fundamental, advanced subjects or laboratory works (up to 4 credits for fundamental)
o F Course: 18 credits or more from fundamental, advanced subjects or laboratory works (up to 6 credits for fundamental), and 6 credits or more
from specialized subjects and exercises

(3) Other Conditions (Cases Ineligible for Issuance)
a) Students who are on a leave of absence or otherwise unable to complete the program within the expected period are not eligible, even if credit
requirements are met.
b) Students who have not conducted the midterm presentation during the final semester are ineligible.
c) If a student will not fulfill the required number of credits by the end of the final semester, even with successful completion of all
registered courses, the certificate cannot be issued.

2. Purpose of the Certificate

The Certificate of Expected Graduation does not serve as formal confirmation of having fulfilled graduation requirements. It is issued solely for
administrative purposes such as job hunting or further academic application, and only to students who meet the criteria listed above. Students are fully
responsible for verifying their graduation eligibility by reviewing the IPS Study Guide and their academic record via MyWaseda.

3. Periods When the Certificate Cannot Be Issued
Please be advised that Certificates of Expected Graduation cannot be issued during the following periods:
e May 19 to the morning of dere-=June 2 (due to system maintenance.), 2025
e August 25 to the morning of August 29, 2025
e October 27 to the morning of November 10, 2025
« February 18 to the morning of February 27, 2026
