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Terms of Use for Lockers in the Graduate Student Reading Room
at the Graduate School of Social Sciences

Graduate School of Social Sciences

The following rules apply to the use of the lockers in the Graduate Student Reading Room
(Room 946) on the 9th floor of Building No. 14.

. Lockers are available for loan to full-time regular students enrolled in the Master's and
Doctoral programs of the Graduate School of Social Sciences.

. Those who wish to rent lockers must register on a first-come, first-served basis and use
the locker designated by the Graduate School of Social Sciences.

. Lockers must be locked by locker users. The Graduate School of Social Sciences is not
responsible for any theft, loss, or damage to stored items.

. Locker users are responsible for reimbursement for damaged lockers, etc. for which they
are responsible.

. Lockers may not be used to store explosives, hazardous materials, or other items deemed
unsuitable for storage. If there is a suspicion that a locker is being used for storage, the
Graduate School of Social Sciences may take necessary measures such as unlocking the
locker and removing the stored items.

. When the loan period ends due to completion or withdrawal from the university, or when
there is no longer a need to use the locker, the student must promptly vacate the locker.

. If the locker is not vacated despite completion of studies or withdrawal from the university,
the Graduate of Social Sciences will remove the locker contents and store them
temporarily at the office.

. If the user does not request for returning the removed items, the user shall be deemed to
have waived his/her rights to the items and the locker shall be disposed of in accordance
with the Lost and Found Law.
