Revisiting Iapana:
The Hawaiian Kingdom & Japan in the 19th Century

In March 1881, King David Kalakaua of the Hawaiian Kingdom visited Japan as the first stop in his
world tour. The following year, two Hawaiian boys arrived in Japan through the kingdom’s study
abroad program and studied at institutions such as The Nobles School (Gakushiiin) until 1887. During
the 1880s, government-sponsored immigration from Japan to the Hawaiian Kingdom began. At the
same time, individuals such as Japanese doctors treating Hansen’s disease, Native Hawaiians, wealthy
individuals, and drifters traveled between the two countries.

This symposium will focus on the contemporary significance of conducting a study tour retracing King
Kalakaua’s footsteps and discuss the historical relationship between Japan and Hawai‘i.
