Before
joining Waseda University, | was a senior researcher at the National Institute of Population and Social Security
Research. | have been involved in research on gender, sexuality, and family through conducting major government
surveys on marriage and family, and by heading large-scale projects, mostly quantitative and some qualitative, on
sexual and gender minority individuals and families. | am also a Director of the Institute of Sexual Orientation and
Gender Identity Research at Waseda University, which focuses on LGBTQ+ issues.

FHEME-FHNZE / Main Research Topics and Activities of Seminar

This seminar invites students to explore gender and sexuality as dynamic social processes that shape everyday life
and institutions. The seminar encourages students to question taken-for-granted assumptions and examine how
norms, power relations, and inequalities are socially produced and contested. Drawing on sociological perspectives,
students will learn to connect personal experiences with broader social structures. Seminar I: Students will develop
analytical skills and apply them to contemporary social issues, such as family life, work, education, law, politics, and
media. The goal is to cultivate sociological imagination—learning to see familiar topics in new ways and to critically
analyze everyday practices and beliefs. Seminars Il and lll: Students will formulate a research question, design and
conduct original research, and write a research paper. They will also broaden their academic knowledge by engaging
with core debates and emerging topics in the field. In-class activities include reading and discussing academic texts,
video screenings, student presentations, peer feedback, and collaborative group work. Student-initiated activities—
such as attending public lectures and events, organizing field trips, or planning workshops—are welcome, which create
opportunities to connect classroom learning with the wider social world. Recommended research topics: LGBTQ+
families; attitudes and ideologies related to gender and sexuality; gender and sexuality in families, schools, workplaces,
laws, media, and other social institutions; and methodological issues in researching LGBTQ+ issues. Students interested
in questionnaire-based research and statistical analysis are especially encouraged to apply.

My current research focuses on development and peacebuilding in conflict-affected settings, with particular
attention to how expert knowledge is produced, circulated, and used in international interventions. My work
critically examines the role of policy actors and institutions in shaping security and development practices.

FHEME-FHNZE / Main Research Topics and Activities of Seminar

How can we build a safe and peaceful world? What role does development play in achieving—or
undermining—this goal? This seminar explores these questions by critically examining the theory and
practice of development, with particular attention to crisis-affected and post-conflict settings. Students will
deepen their understanding of what development has been, what it is today, and what it should be. The
seminar approaches development from two perspectives: (a) development as a response to poverty,
inequality, and conflict, and (b) development as a process that may itself produce poverty, inequality, and
conflict. Topics covered include conflict and the role of development actors; post-conflict socio-economic
development; security after conflict; and truth, memory, and peacebuilding. Particular attention is paid to the
political dimensions of development, including power relations, institutions, and the unintended
consequences of international interventions. This list is not exhaustive, and additional topics may be
introduced depending on students’ interests.

In Seminar | (2nd-year students, Fall semester), students will acquire basic academic skills necessary for
conducting research. They will engage in group activities such as summarizing and critically reviewing book
chapters and peer-reviewed journal articles. Each group will be responsible for presenting a selected reading
and facilitating the subsequent class discussion. In addition, students will pursue an individual topic of interest
and produce a one-page topic rationale by the end of the semester. In Seminar Il and Ill (3rd- and 4th-year
students, Spring and Fall semesters), students will learn how to design, conduct, and complete an
independent research project.

Throughout Seminars |, Il, and Ill, we will explore a range of topics concerning
individual behavior (e.g., personality, values), group behavior (e.g., team conflict, diversity), and
organizational systems (e.g., organizational culture, HR management).

- Seminar |. Students will form groups, select topics of interest from the textbook, and deliver
presentations.

-Seminar Il: Students will engage in a quantitative research process, including conducting a literature
review, formulating hypotheses, designing and administering surveys, performing data analysis, writing a
research report, and presenting findings. Outstanding groups will have the opportunity to participate in the
joint seminar involving four universities: Waseda, Keio, Meiji, and Chuo.

*Seminar lll: Students will primarily work on their graduation theses. While research may be conducted in
groups, each student should complete their thesis individually.

This seminar explores sustainable urban design and regional planning. We study cities, towns, and regions
both in Japan and abroad. Through careful on-site fieldwork, we seek to understand social and spatial
phenomena in depth. By combining data analysis with a planner’s perspective, we aim to clarify underlying
mechanisms and propose practical solutions.
Research themes in the seminar cover a wide range of topics, including regional planning, urban design,
community participation, citizen-led urban initiatives, and the history of urban planning. Students are
encouraged to develop their own research themes, which will be refined through discussion with faculty
members and peers.
Current practical research projects include:

o Post-disaster recovery planning in the Kuroshima District of Wajima City, Noto Peninsula

e Historic landscape preservation and regional management in town center of Kiryu City

¢ Urban requalification and regeneration led by social enterprises in Emilia-Romagna, Italy

They also deepen their personal interests and research questions
while learning the basics of research design, investigation methods, and analytical techniques.

Seminar Il

Through intensive reading of key literature, students acquire foundational knowledge in the field and develop
an understanding of urban design and community planning concepts. They conduct literature reviews,
formulate research themes, carry out preliminary surveys, and present their findings. Project teams collect
and analyze reference cases, conduct social and spatial field surveys, and develop design proposals based
on research results. In some cases, students also plan and manage workshops and prepare project reports.
Seminar i

Students establish a clear research framework and argument structure based on their chosen theme, conduct
primary field research, and write a research paper. After additional investigation, they complete and present
their graduation thesis and work toward sharing their research outcomes with society. In addition to
supporting ongoing projects, students may also contribute to the creation of the laboratory yearbook. Field
walks and seminar retreats are scheduled as appropriate.
