The deliverables of Capstone Projects (thesis, project reports) will be made public in 

the School of Social Sciences. 

(Notes) 1) Capstone Project Plan for students who choose “Project” will be reviewed by the English Language Degree Program Steering Committee to determine if the 

activity is worthy of credit. If it is not approved, it will be returned to the student with suggestions for revision and it must be revised by the next meeting of the 

Committee. Resubmissions are allowed up to two times, but if it is not approved on the second attempt, it will be submitted during the submission period of 

the following semester. 

2) If there are any changes to the assignment Thesis or Project after the approval of the "Capstone Project Plan," they will be discussed at the English Language 

Degree Program Steering Committee. Requests for changes must be submitted at least two months prior to the submission of the proposal. 

3) A Capstone Project Hearing may be scheduled if deemed necessary. 

4) Announcement of Results will be posted on the same day and in the same manner as Announcement of Semester Grade Results.
