Dear International Students,

[ Important! ]Regarding Your Status of Residence

This is a very important notice regarding your Status of Residence. Please make sure to read this thoroughly
and promptly take necessary steps.

1. Resident Card
*Please carry your Resident Card at all times!

*You will need to show your Resident Card when asked to do so by an Immigration Officer, an
Immigration Guard, a policeman, or other officials concerned. If you are found to be not carrying your
Resident Card then, you may be required to pay a fine of up to 200,000yen; if you do not agree to show
the Card, you may be sentenced to up to one year’s imprisonment or required to pay a fine of up to
200,000 yen.

2. Extending Your Status of Residence “Student”

*We will accept your application for your visa extension three months prior to the expiration date of your
visa. Please apply for your visa extension as early as possible.

«In the event you fail to apply for your Status of Residence extension and your Status of Residence
expires, you will be considered to be staying in Japan illegally and will be forced to leave Japan
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under the departure order system or via forced deportation from Japan. Please be very careful as you
will not be able to reenter Japan for a certain period, and will be unable to continue your studies at Waseda.
There are a few such cases which actually took place at Waseda in recent years.

3. Submitting Information on Your Status of Residence to Waseda University

« All international students are required to submit a copy of his/her Resident Card or certificate of residence
(juminhyo) to his/her (Graduate) School office.

#The Center for International Education will not accept them.

#XIf you are a freshman at Waseda and have submitted a certificate of residence (juminhyo) when enrolling
at Waseda, you do not need to submit it again.

#If you are a short-time visitor and will be staying in Japan for three months or less, you will be required
to submit a copy of the ID page, and the page with a seal accepting entry into Japan, of your passport.

«If you have extended your Status of Residence and have obtained a new Resident Card, please
make sure to notify your (Graduate) School Office within 14days after the date of the extension.

4. Penalty

If you “do not carry out the procedures to extend your Status of Residence (your stay will be considered
illegal)”, “‘do not submit to Waseda a copy of your Resident Card after the extension of your Status of
Residence”, or “do not respond to the inquiries (via telephone, email, or other forms of communication)
from Waseda University”, we may file a report to the Immigration Office stating that you are a

“missing person”.
