PROGRAM OVERVIEW

The online English for Effective Communication Program focuses on improving English for everyday
communication. This program will provide learners with the opportunity to improve their reading, writing,
listening, and speaking skills by participating in theme-based tasks and activities. To prepare them to use English
comfortably and accurately in a wide range of situations, the emphasis is on speaking and listening when
interacting with others. The class tasks and individualized feedback they receive will help them to develop
competence and confidence in using English.

The online program will be delivered through Canvas, the Learning Management System used at the University
of Toronto. Through Canvas, learners will have access to texts, resources, and materials so that they can extend
their learning beyond the online classes.

To ensure an interactive, engaging, and dynamic online experience, the following tools will be used:
e Online synchronous tools such as Blackboard Collaborate and Zoom to allow for real-time interaction
with the instructor and the other learners in the class
e Applications for interactive, team-based tasks
e Discussion Board groups within Canvas so learners can interact and develop the skills of expressing
themselves in online written chats
