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In 1882, Mr. Shigenobu Okuma, one of the leading political figures of the
Meiji Era, founded the Tokyo College for Technical Studies with the aim of
upholding the independence of learning, promoting the practical utilization of
knowledge, and creating good citizenship. In 1902, this institution became
Waseda University.

Waseda celebrated the 125th anniversary of its foundation in October
2007. It currently consists of 13 undergraduate schools, 20 graduate schools,
and various affiliated research institutes. With nearly 3,000 full-time faculty
members and about 50,000 students, Waseda University is one of the most
prestigious private universities in Japan. Its high standard of education and
research, along with the achievements of its graduates, has garnered respect
both in and out of Japan.

The promotion of international exchange in education is also a part of
Waseda's rich traditions, and many international students are accepted every
year.

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1. Waseda University Libraries

The university has 22 libraries, including the Central Library, four Campus
Libraries, School Libraries for each division, Students’ Reading Rooms and
archives. These libraries together hold over 5.7 million books and closely
cooperate to support various on and off-campus information needs.

Central Library
The Central Library is one of the most extensive libraries in Japan. It has

a large collection of highly-quality research materials, modern extensive

facilities, a large number of professional staff, and approximately 730,000

visitors per year. The Central Library houses over 2.8 million books, 17

thousand academic journals, 2 National Treasures, 5 Important Cultural

Properties, and other valuable materials including rare books and classical

references. The library also provides access to various online databases and

electronic journals, which are available to students both on and off-campus.

Furthermore, we hold an event called “Library Week” every spring and fall,

where we host various library-related events.

2. The Center for Japanese Language (CJL)

The Center for Japanese Language (hereinafter CJL) conducts a-six
month/one-year “Japanese Language Program” and a four-week “Short-term
Japanese Program” for foreigners who wish to intensively study the Japanese
language.

Also, at the CJL, Japanese language courses are offered to international
students studying at the undergraduate or graduate programs of Waseda
University. The courses are divided into eight levels, allowing students to
select courses that match their language proficiency. Usually, more than 2,000
international students per half a year study Japanese at the CJL.

3. Global Education Center (GEC)

The Global Education Center was established with the purpose of
developing education to nurture wisdom (wide knowledge, fine intelligence),
motivation (courage, challenging spirit), and problem-solving abilities,
regardless of one’s department.

“Academic Literacy” courses consist of five fields; academic writing,
mathematics, data science, information and English. These basic skills are
necessary in all departments, as well as in society after graduation.

The system of taking up a “Minor” allows you to focus on a specific
theme (for example, academic ones such as politics or economics and law,
and interdisciplinary ones such as arts or volunteering) regardless of your
major. You may use it to strengthen your major, or broaden your knowledge
of a new area of study.

There are courses for “Fostering Leadership in Yourself” and other
courses offering valuable experiences such as practical sports, fieldwork,
lessons on rare languages like Basque and Ainu. Joint courses with other
universities are also available. Roughly 4,000 courses are offered.

We encourage students to take part in these courses. Please make sure
to check the language used in the classes and the requirements to enroll in
a course on the Web Syllabus.

5. The Tsubouchi Memorial Theatre Museum

Established in 1928, this museum was dedicated to Dr. Shoyo Tsubouchi
on his seventieth birthday to commemorate his complete translation of the
Shakespeare corpus. The museum, modeled on The Fortune Theatre of 16"
century England, is a theatrical reference material itself.

In order to display to the public our precious collections that total about
one million pieces, we hold planned exhibitions and relevant events as well as
permanent exhibitions that allow everyone to take in an extensive view of the
history of theater. In addition, as a museum within an educational institution,
we offer books and audiovisual reference materials in the library and the
audiovisual booth which is open to both the public and students. Furthermore,
we are currently digitizing reference materials including ukiyo-e and uploading
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them on the Internet, thereby contributing to the spread of theatrical culture.

6. The Aizu Museum

Using one of the former library buildings, the Aizu museum opened in 1998.

The building was designed by the architect Kenji Imai, and was completed
in 1925. It is the second oldest building that still exists on campus at Waseda
University.

Dr. Yaichi Aizu is a prominent figure in Japanese modern culture as an
Eastern Art History researcher, poet, and calligrapher. His collection is vast,
including antique materials from China, Korea, and Japan. In addition to his
collection, the museum possesses many archaeological and ethnic materials
focusing on the Ainu. There are also Oriental Ceramics and Zen calligraphy
collected by the former Tomioka art museum.

The museum houses an extensive collection of valuable modern and
contemporary art in Japan including “Meian”(“Light and Shadow”) a
collaboration with Taikan Yokoyama and Kanzan Shimomura, “Roma-shisetsu”
(“Mission to Rome”) by Seison Maeda, and “Shukongoshinzou” ( “Sculpture of
Vajrapani” ) which was exhibited at the Chicago Exposition in 1893.

7. Waseda University History Museum

The Waseda University History Museum conducts research activities to
clarify the history of Waseda University and the achievements of its founder,
Shigenobu Okuma, and the people who contributed to the university, and to
pass them on to future generations.

The museum exhibits not only on Waseda University’s history, but also on
current and future education and research, disseminating the individuality
and significance of the university since its founding.

There are facilities such as a reference room on the Higashifushimi
Campus, and a museum facility on the Waseda Campus.

*The Waseda University History Museum opened as an exhibition facility in March
2018. The facility was merged with the Waseda University Archives in April 2022.

Full details of Waseda'’s initiatives regarding education, research, and social
contribution in the past, present, and future are presented. A large variety of
materials and information, such as the spectacular aerial image of the campus,
welcome the visitors and allow them to discover something new according
to their interests. In addition to the three permanent exhibition rooms: “KUON
Area”, “SHINSHU Area”, and “IRAKA Area”, there are a temporary exhibition
room and a theater room. The Museum is open on weekends and has a café
and a souvenir shop, creating a welcoming atmosphere for everyone to visit
and enjoy.

9. Honjo-Waseda no Mori Museum

The Honjo-Waseda no Mori Museum (opened in October, 2020) is located
on the first floor of Waseda Research Park Communication Center (Waseda
University Bldg. 93).

While collaboration in various forms between Honjo City and Waseda
University has been a tradition from the past, this opening marked a new
endeavor in which a local public entity and a private university jointly operate
a museum, further enhancing Waseda's cultural and community cooperation
activities.

In the Honjo City Galleries, visitors will learn about the history and culture
of Honjo through a wide variety of archaeological materials such as Haniwa,
as well as through a chronology and other informative material. The Waseda
University Gallery regularly holds exhibitions to present valuable cultural
properties maintained by the university (such as Waseda's collection of
Japanese, Egyptian, and Oceanian folk art) along with the latest related
research.

10. The Waseda International House of Literature (The Haruki Murakami Library)

The Waseda International House of Literature (The Haruki Murakami
Library) is a cultural exchange facility and a literary resource center
located on the Waseda Campus. As referred to as “The Haruki Murakami
Library”, it holds a collection of valuable materials deposited or donated
by Haruki Murakami, a graduate of the University, including articles of
interviews, book reviews, and first edition books of Murakami, as well as a
vast number of books of Murakami's works widely translated abroad (more
than 50 languages), records and CDs collected by Murakami himself. On-
site facilities include research collection stacks, gallery lounge, audio room,
exhibition room, cafe operated by students. Seminars and events hosted by
the library are also held from time to time.

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11. Okuma Auditorium

The Okuma Auditorium was built in 1927 to honor the memory of school
founder Shigenobu Okuma and commemorate his achievements. Its feature
is the gothic architectural style, and is the symbol of the University. Its
clock tower is 125 “Shaku” (about 38m) in height which comes from
Okuma’s words “the ideal human lifespan is 125 years long”, and the bell
announces the time six times a day based on the sound of the bells of
Westminster Abbey of England. In 2007, as part of the university's 125"
anniversary project, the auditorium underwent a complete restoration, and
was designated as “Important Cultural Property” of Japan. There is a large
auditorium and a small auditorium, where official university events, academic
researches, and presentations of extra-curricular activities are carried out.

12. Ono Auditorium

The Ono Auditorium is located in the second basement of Bldg. 27 (Ono
Azusa Hall). The auditorium was established in honor of Azusa Ono, known
as the “founding mother of Waseda” who is a key figure and the greatest
contributor in the founding of the Waseda University. It serves as a “hall
to present the outcome of cultural activities to the society and exchange
cultures around the globe.” It is widely used by people from within and
outside the university as a multi-purpose hall that can be used for lectures,
symposiums, theaters, movies, concerts, etc.

13. Waseda Gallery
The Waseda Gallery is located on the first basement of Bldg. 27 (Ono
Azusa Hall). As well as hosting a range of different exhibitions, it is also used
for small-scale exhibits of photographs, paintings, and so forth.

14. The Co-op Plaza (Bldg.17)

Harassment Prevention
The university has established the “Waseda University’s Guideline for

Harassment Prevention” not only to provide advice and offer solutions but

to also try to raise awareness of harassment and prevent it by distributing

brochures, providing information on the web, holding training sessions, and
conducting surveys.

[@ What is Harassment?

The term “harassment” as used in these guidelines refers to any
disadvantage or discomfort caused to another person, or any undermining
of their dignity resulting from unfair discriminatory treatment or prejudicial
words or actions relating to gender, sexual orientation, gender identity,
race, ethnicity, nationality, creed, age, disability, occupation, social
status, etc., or words or actions relating to attributes such as physical
characteristics or broadly relating to overall character. There are various
forms of harassment in the university context: sexual harassment;
academic harassment related to study, education, and/or research; and
power harassment based on superior status or job-related positions.

@ Why is harassment an issue?

Harassment constitutes a violation of human rights. It can make the
victim feel uncomfortable in their learning environment and disrupt their
studies and daily life.

What may seem like a casual act or remark may cause unbearable pain
and suffering for the other person. It is not unusual for such incidents to
disrupt a person’s daily life.

[@ Can students be the perpetrator?

Yes. Repeated sexual comments at student club parties, forcing
others to drink, aggressively pursuing someone to the point that they feel
uncomfortable and other such situations can be considered sexual or power
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harassment.

[@ What support do you offer victims?

If you are a victim yourself, or a friend who has received harassment
confides in you, or you have any enquires about Waseda’'s initiative,
please feel free to contact the consultation desk. Our specialists will offer
their support. You can also find more information about the policies and
procedures on our website.

Promotion of Diversity

Waseda University is promoting diversity as well as gender equity and
equality under the concept of the “Waseda Vision 150.” In order for the
students at Waseda to play active roles in the global community, it is an
important requirement that the students experience exchanges with various
people and acquire the ability to accept the individuality of others.

The Office for Promotion of Equality and Diversity, which is promoting the
diversity policy within Waseda, and the Student Diversity Center, which is the
acting organization to support students, are closely cooperating to enhance
Waseda University’s diversity.
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Since each of the undergraduate and graduate schools of the university has
their own philosophy and aims of education, methods of study may vary by
school.

The following concerns only general matters common to students in all
faculties. Further details are available on the syllabi for each school. If you
have any concerns, please consult your school office.

1. Undergraduate Students

(1) Courses of Study

Courses are separated into categories by each undergraduate school.
Such categories may be named by undergraduate programs under differing
conventions. Generally, these categories consist of: general education,
foreign languages, and specialized subjects. Students must take such
subjects and complete all required credits in order to graduate. Required
credits for graduation differ by program.

For details regarding courses, please refer to syllabi, course guidelines,
and course registration guidebooks. If you have any questions, please
consult your undergraduate school office.

(2) Course Registration
Students are required to complete the registration for classes on the
designated dates in order to enroll in a course. The school notifies students
of the dates and methods. If you would like to enroll in Japanese language
classes organized by the Center for Japanese language, please check with
your affiliated school office about the dates and how to register.

(3) Duration of Enroliment
As a general rule, students must be enrolled in a four-year bachelor's
degree program in order to obtain a bachelor's degree. Enroliment in a
bachelor's degree program is limited to a maximum of eight years; however,
temporary leaves of absence and time spent studying abroad (excluding
study abroad treated as being enrolled at Waseda) will not be counted
towards the eight-year enrollment limit.

(4) Examinations and Grading
Term-end examinations for the Spring semester are held in late July
to early August. Year-end examinations are held in late January to early
February. Grades are usually given for half-year or year credits in early
September or early-March depending on classes. Grades are marked as: A+
(100-90 points), A (89-80 points), B (79-70 points), C (69-60 points), and
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F (59 points and under). Marks of over 60 points and above are passing
grades. 59 points and under are failing grades.

The dates of exams and result announcements vary for the quarter-based
courses and concentration programs. Please check with your affiliated
school office.

2. Graduate Students

(1) Master’'s program
Usually, for the master's degree, students must complete two years or
more of full-time postgraduate study, earn the required number of credits
for the classes they are required to take by their graduate school, receive
necessary research supervision, write a thesis, and pass their thesis defense
and final examinations.
Students must register for classes at the graduate school office during
the designated period. Classes must be selected after consultation with the
academic supervisor.

(2) Ph.D. program

Usually, for the doctorate degree, students must complete three years or
more of full-time postgraduate study in a Ph.D. program. Students must earn
the required number of credits for the classes they are required to take by
their graduate school, receive necessary research supervision, write a thesis,
and pass the doctoral dissertation screening and final examinations.

The doctoral program is composed of supervision by a professor and the
student's own research activities (Some graduate schools may require course
work). Thus, students must receive designated research guidance.

3. Class Hours

One class period lasts 100 minutes. Classes for undergraduate and
graduate programs are held between 8:50 and 21:35 from Monday to
Saturday.

4. Others

(1) Non-degree/ Research students
Non-degree/research students are able to take courses and/or receive
research guidance under the supervision of a faculty member of the
undergraduate or graduate School. Procedures differs from school to school.
For details, please contact the office of the school you are interested in.
Please note that to maintain a “Student” visa status, more than 10 hours
a week of classes must be taken term by term. In principle, non-degree/
research students are only granted a visa status for up to one year.

(2) Supplementary study of Japanese
International students who are admitted to undergraduate or graduate
schools as regular or non-degree/research students can take Japanese
classes in addition to required courses if necessary. If you wish to take
such classes, please take the placement test at the Center for Japanese

Language and register for their courses.

1. Incoming International Students

The CIE has actively encouraged the admission of international students
through expanding its exchange programs, and has implemented many
programs to establish networks across the globe. Under arrangements with
more than 700 University across 105 countries and regions around the
world, around 6,500 international students—including exchange students and
government or privately-financed students—are currently studying at the
undergraduate and graduate levels, as well as at the Center for Japanese
Language (As of 2021).

2. Outbound Study Abroad Students

The CIE offers various programs such as (DExchange programs among
affiliated universities (EX), @ Customized Study Programs (CS), ® Double
Degree Programs (DD), and @ Short-term Study Abroad programs mainly in
the summer and spring. Through its long and short-term programs, the CIE
sends around 4,000 students abroad every year.
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3. Tutorial System

Tutorial System allows international students to receive individual lessons
for the purpose of improving their learning effect in their specialized field or
Japanese language.

Tutors will support students so that they can focus on their studies
smoothly in Japan, such as assisting with seminar presentations, writing
papers and explaining points that were difficult to understand in class.

First-year undergraduate students, first-year master's students, first-year
doctoral students, first-year professional degree students, and exchange
students are eligible.

If you are worried about your Japanese language ability, please actively use
the tutor system.

5. Activities Not Permitted under the Student Residence
Status (Part-Time Work Permit)

The “student” residence status is granted to those who reside in Japan
in order to study. A such, in order to work part-time, students must apply
for and obtain permission to engage in activityother than those permitted
under the status of residence previously granted. If you did not apply it at
the airoport when you first entered Japan, please apply at the Regional
Immigration Services Brueau.

Working hours are limited to a maximum of 28 hours per week under
this permit (regardless of student status such as regular, exchange or non-
degree/research), except during summer, winter, and spring holidays, when
up to 8 hours per day, 40 hours per week is permitted.

It should be noted that this permission is not automatically renewed in
case of your extension of period of stay. If you still need permission after
the extension, you will need to reapply for it at the time of application for
extension of period of stay.

[Rules Regarding the part-time work permit]

1. It is strictly prohibited by law and regulations for foreign students to work
in the sex industry or any kind of adult entertainment.

2. Regular students with “student” residence status do not need a part-
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time work permit to work as a Teaching Assistant (TA) and/or Research
Assistant (RA) at Waseda University. However, there is a combined less -
than - 20-hour-per-week limit to the number of hours a student may work as
a TA and/or RA at Waseda University.

*As a general rule, non-regular students (including exchange students)
are not allowed to work as a TA or RA. If, due to circumstances, a non-
regular student is hired as a TA or RA, then, that student will be required
to obtain a part time work permit.

*Regular students must obtain a part-time work permit in order to work at
jobs other than a TA or RA inside Waseda University.

6. Leave of Absence/Withdrawal and Status of Residence

Students are not allowed to stay in Japan with the “Student” status of
residence when they take a leave of absence or withdraw from the university.
Please leave Japan swiftly or take a procedure to change the status of
residence to an appropriate one as soon as possible. When withdrawing,
you need to submit a “notification of the accepting organization (left the
organization)” to the Regional Immigration Services Bureau within 14 days.
*Please return your residence card at the airport when leaving Japan.

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7. Graduation and Status of Residence

After you graduate, you cannot continue to stay in Japan with “Student”
status of residence. If you are planning to stay in Japan after graduation,
you are required to “Notification of the Accepting Organization (left the
organization)” to the Regional Immigration Services Brueau within 14 days
after the change takes place, and swiftly leave Japan, or proceed with the
procedures to change your status of residence to an appropriate one.
*Please return your residence card at the airport when leaving Japan.

8. Special Re-Entry Permit

Foreign nationals in possession of a valid passport and residence card
who will be re-entering Japan within 1 year of their departure will, in
principle, not be required to apply for a re-entry permit. Please be sure
to tick the box labeled “I am leaving Japan temporarily and will return.”
on your “‘embarkation card” and present it along with your residence card
to an immigration officer upon departure (special re-entry permit). Foreign
nationals who have departed from Japan on a special re-entry permit will not
be able to extend that permit while abroad. Please note that such foreign
nationals will lose their residence status if they fail to re-enter Japan within
1 year of their departure.

*If your period of stay expires within 1 year after your departure, please
ensure that you re-enter Japan before the expiration of your period of stay.

10. Security Trade Control - for Students Majoring in Science & Technology

Security Trade Control regulates certain freight " and technology ‘@ in
order for the countries around the world to internationally maintain peace
and security, and is upheld by the awareness and action or involvement of
each citizen. In Japan, the law which serves as the basis for the Security
Trade Control is the Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Act (foreign
exchange law).

*1 Equipment, samples, trial products, custom-made parts of equipment, etc.
*2 Information, data, know-how, manuals

Example: HDDs, flash memories, software, results of quality assessment,

blueprints, specifications, technological guidance, etc.

At universities, certain freight and technology must be handled with utmost
care so that they will not be used to develop weapons of mass destruction
or be in the hands of terrorist groups as a result of international exchanges
and research activities. At Waseda, we have adopted the Waseda University
Security Trade Control Regulations and the Detailed Regulations for
Applying the Waseda University Security Trade Control Regulations in order
to address this issue.

At Waseda, we have adopted the Waseda University Research Ethics
Charter which prohibits engagement in military research or joint/sponsored
research with military-related organizations. However, even if your
research may seem totally irrelevant to developing weapons, the materials/
equipment/technology you handle may be used quite extensively and could
be of “dual-use”. As a result, there is a danger that your research could be
used to create weapons of mass destruction against your will.

In order not to bring about such situations, please keep in mind the
following points.

1. Do not export, send, or carry to other countries freight which is prohibited
by the foreign exchange law.

In addition, do not provide (orally during conversations or phone calls,
via emails, written documents, CD-ROMs, or storage media, through
visits to laboratories, or during private conversations at formal dinners
during international conferences), in any country, technologies which are
restricted by the foreign exchange law to be communicated to others.

2. When you wish to export freight or provide technical assistance, please
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be sure to consult your academic advisor beforehand
3. Please be aware that until six months have passed after you have
entered Japan, you will be classified as a non-resident under the Foreign
Exchange and Foreign Trade Law (“FEFTA”). As a result, there may
be times when there is a partial restriction on your reseach (guidance)
activities.
*A partial revision of the Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Law
was made in May 2022, introducing a clarification of “deemed export”
control. As a result, some restrictions may be placed on your research
(guidance) activities. even after six months have passed since entry
into Japan. For details, please refer to “Deemed Export Control” on
the METI website.

2. Opening an Account at a Financial Institution

In order to receive most scholarships, and in order for regular students to
pay their tuition fees, it is necessary to open a regular account at a private
Japanese financial institution (such as a bank). To open an account, you
will need your passport, Residence Card, a telephone number within Japan,
student ID, “inkan” seal (rubber-faced seals are not accepted), etc. Please
go to a financial institution (such as a bank) after you have finished resident
registration at your city or ward office.

Once you have opened an account, you will need to access and register this
financial institution information in the Student Financial Institution Information
section on MyWaseda.

All international students must register for the National Health Insurance
or Kokumin Kenkou Hoken at the municipal office where they submit a
“moving-in notification” (Tennnya todoke). We recommend that your family
members also register for the insurance if they intend to stay in Japan with
you. If you are registered under this insurance, the insurance will cover 70%
of your medical bills. However, please note that certain medical treatments
are not covered (Example: medical checkups, cosmetic surgery, childbirth,
and traffic accidents). If you intend to receive treatment from medical
establishments that accept National Health Insurance, please be sure to
take your National Health Insurance Card with you.

Patients
without a referral will be required to pay a “sentei ryoyohi” (an additional fee
for a first visit without a referral letter). (The “sentei ryoyohi” is not covered by
the National Health Insurance.)

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2. Types of Private Accommodation

(1) Apartments
This type of housing complex is built of wood or light-gauge steel. Many
rooms include a kitchen, bath and toilet, but some come without a bath, or
with a shared toilet.
(2) Condominiums
This type of housing complex is built of reinforced concrete or steel.
Many are built stronger and higher quality than apartments, but the rent is
more expensive.
(3) House Sharing
When a house is shared, the only private room is the bedroom. The
shower, toilet, living room, dining room, kitchen, etc. are shared with other
occupants. Furniture is included, allowing you to cut down on initial costs.
(4) Homestay
Homestay students live as a member of a Japanese family. These are
usually short-term, but some families may accept long-term homestay
students.

3. Accommodation Charges

There is a substantial difference in rent between big cities and rural areas.
Even within a big city, the rent depends on access or distance from the city
center. It also goes without saying that charges vary according to the size
and appearance of the room, and the facilities provided.

In Japan, it is customary to pay a lump-sum amount before taking up
residence, in the form of key money and deposit (shikikin), in addition to one
month’s rent in advance.

KEY MONEY

A person renting a house or room in Japan generally pays the owner a
certain amount as a gratuity. The amount of money is equivalent to about
one to two months of rent. Please note that this money is non-refundable.

DEPOSIT (shikikin)

A deposit is paid to the owner as security for any failure to pay rent and
for any damages to the room or equipment. This is refunded when a tenant
leaves the house, unless there is any previous neglect in paying rent or
damage to the room. The amount is equivalent to approximately 1 to 2
months of rent.

PUBLIC AMENITIES CHARGE

The Public Amenities Charge is sometimes included in the rent. If not, you
may be billed separately for electricity and water supply charges for areas in
common use, garbage fees, and a charge for cleaning the apartment.

(2) When Going to a Real Estate Agent

a. When looking for an apartment, we recommend that you be accompanied by
your guarantor or a Japanese friend who understands Japanese customs well.

b. When using a real estate agent, you must clearly state your preferences
(location, rent, room size, etc.). They will then show you rooms that
match these preferences. They will not charge a fee for showing you
around, regardless of whether you sign a contract or not. If you are
shown a room you would like to rent, however, you are generally required
to pay a commission to the real estate agent when signing the contract
(usually equivalent to about one month’s rent).

c. You will be asked to pay your agent a deposit known as Tetsuke-kin, if you see
a room you like but cannot decide at once and want to make sure that you
are given first priority over the room. This sum of money will be used as part
of the money paid to the owner when the contract is signed. However, please
note that the Tetsuke-kin will not be refunded even if no contract is signed.

5. Contract Precautions

Once you find a room you like, a contract is signed. Below are some
points of caution for signing a contract.
a. A Japanese guarantor will usually be required to co-sign the
contract.
Make sure that you understand and agree to all details of the contract
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before signing it. As a rule, students must find their own guarantor. For
more information, please refer to Section 6 “Guarantor”.

b. Most rental agreements are 2 year contracts.

If you want to rent a room for only several months or one year, you
should specify this to your real estate agent beforehand.

c. Special clauses may be added to your contract.

These details should be explained to you in person while referring to the
written contract. Please confirm that you fully understand these clauses
and that they are not unfavorable to you before signing.

d. Once you sign the contract, a refund of the key money and rent

is not possible, even if you cancel the contract the next day.

Sign the contract after careful consideration and understanding thoroughly.

e. The only person that can live in the rented room is the

contractor whose name is written on the contract.

Be sure to get permission from the landlord when someone besides the
contractor will be living with you.

f. Monthly rent is pre-paid.

According to Japanese custom, rent is pre-paid on a monthly basis (next
month’s rent is due by the end of the previous month).

g. You must inform the owner one or two months in advance if
you intend to leave the room (Make sure to check your contract
agreement regarding this).

If you leave the room without any advance notice, an additional 1 to 2
months of rent may be charged by the owner. This sum of money is usually
deducted from the deposit money.

h. You must leave the room in the same condition as when you
moved in.

If you have put nails in the wall, or left any stains in the room, you
will have to compensate for the damage. To avoid any issues, clean the
room thoroughly and have the landlord inspect the rooms. After clarifying
deposit issues, return the keys to the landlord.

The deposit money will later be refunded after subtracting cleaning fees.

6. Guarantor

In order to sign a housing rental agreement, you will need a guarantor. In
general, you are responsible for finding a guarantor on your own. However,
if you have just arrived in Japan and are unable to find a guarantor, you may
utilize guarantor services introduced by the Waseda University affiliated
Waseda University Property Management Corp.

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Due to an increase in the number of foreign students and the globalization
of corporate activity, more firms are looking to secure high-quality human
resources regardless of nationality. Due to this, employment of international
students in Japan is steadily increasing.

The recruitment and selection strategy of Japanese corporations are quite
distinct as compared to other countries. Thus, it can be a great liability if
international students do not understand the unique aspects of Japanese
recruitment. Students interested in working in Japan should ensure that they
clearly understand such conditions and make early preparations.

1. Employment Situation in Japanese Companies

In general, most Japanese companies hire “March graduates” as a large
group of new employees in April on an annual basis. Outside this period,
recruitment opportunities are fewer. Most September graduates will have to
wait until the following April to start work.

The employment structure is based on regular, full-time employment for
life. Currently, lifetime wages of an average university graduate employee
equal approximately 300 million yen. Companies will evaluate carefully the
applicant’s qualities to determine whether they are suitable. Thus, the selection
process has multiple steps: entry sheets (resumes), rounds of interviews, group
discussions and written examinations. Please note that the employment process
is completely different from the relatively easy hiring process of part-time jobs.

2. Recruitment Schedule

It is very important to have a clear understanding of the flow and timing of
job-hunting in Japan. Job-hunting for students who have entered university
in April begins in the winter of the undergraduates’ third year (first year for
masters students). For students who have entered university in September,
job-hunting will begin in the winter of the undergraduates’ fourth year (second
year of masters). It can span over at least six months. Most companies
begin their recruitment campaigns and conduct employment screening at the
same time, so careful planning is necessary in order to balance schoolwork
with job-hunting.

For students preparing to start work from April 2023, online entries
through websites will begin on March 1, 2022*'. Company information
sessions and interviews will follow. A ceremony to officially confirm
candidates’ employment will be held after October 1. This is the general
flow for job-hunting in Japan*2.

To prepare for this shift, the Career Center conducts career guidance, in
addition to various support seminars and events, and individual consultation
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for our international students in both Japanese and English.

*! Job-hunting rules are promoted by the Japanese government. Many
Japanese firms carry out recruitment following these rules, but other firms
such as foreign-owned corporations recruit students earlier.

*2 Assumed as of September 2022. The schedule is subject to change.

3. Selection Procedures

Common employment procedures are as follows. It will start with “pre-
entry” where students register themselves on the company’s application list.
Participation in corporate information sessions, recruitment talks, submission
of documents including entry sheets (or personal resumes), multiple
interviews and written examinations will follow. Written examinations may
include tests on language ability, non-verbal skills, logical thinking skills,
aptitude tests on numerical data processing, current affairs & general
knowledge, and essays. After all these steps are taken, an applicant may be
offered a position. But on the other hand, specific selection processes and
exam formats vary by company and industry, so please make sure to confirm
the screening methods of the particular company you wish to apply for.

For regular, full-time employment positions, international students usually
undergo the same procedure as Japanese students and similar selection
criteria are applied.

It is very common now for companies to require applicants to complete
entry sheets and take examinations online.

4. Successfully Completing the Selection Procedure

1. If you wish to be employed in Japan, you need to read carefully and
thoroughly the “Job Hunting Guidebook” and “Job Hunting Handbook (in
English)” available on the Career Center website and Waseda Moodle,
and make sure to start job hunting well on time. During the selection
procedures,

i . Self-Analysis

i . Thoughts and actions while in university and what you had learnt

from those experiences

ii. Job preference within the company and the reasons behind this choice
Do clearly identify your goals for coming to Japan and how you plan to
achieve them, what you plan to learn in general and your preferred job
types. Understanding your career goals can help to enhance your time
at university as well!

2. To be hired by a Japanese corporation, command of the Japanese
language is essential. For companies in Japan, including Multi-National
Corporations (MNCs) and locally incorporated companies abroad,
Japanese language proficiency is highly regarded, as most clients
are Japanese. It is recommended that students aim to pass Japanese
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Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) N1. Please do note that the selection

procedure will be similar to that of a Japanese applicant. You will gain a

competitive advantage if you can learn more about why corporations are

eager to recruit international students.

Objectives behind recruiting international students are as follows:

a. Corporations are employing talented workers, regardless of nationality.

b. To act as a bridge between Japan and overseas operations.

c. Energizing the working environment and providing an international
perspective to the workforce.

3. Deepening your understanding of Japan as a society and her corporate
culture is important. There are about 3,820,000 corporations in Japan
and some 2,800 companies have employed graduates from WASEDA
University. There are many outstanding companies in the Japanese
market. International students may only be aware of the large and famous
companies that have an established presence in their home countries.
Paying attention to the various kinds of industries and companies in your
daily life can help you make a more informed choice. Through part-time jobs
and internships, financial sections of newspapers, TV programs, magazine
and books on businesses can inform you about Japanese companies, their
business style, and what it means to be an employee in Japan.

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1. Accidents

Of all accidents that international students may be involved in, traffic
accidents are the most likely. Tokyo has a high volume of traffic, with
many cars and motorcycles. Around one hundred traffic accidents occur
somewhere in this city every day. Foreign residents who are not familiar with
Japanese traffic rules may encounter dangerous situations when walking
along the street, driving a car or riding a motorcycle. Please be aware of
traffic at all times.

In principle, health insurance does not cover medical treatment for injuries
resulting from traffic accidents. The person who is responsible for causing
the accident will usually be liable for all medical treatment expenses
involved and all other damages. If you are involved in a traffic accident,
please be sure to contact the police at once, as well as your guarantor
and the CIE immediately. It is important to verify who is responsible for the
accident.

If you need to go to a hospital due to an emergency (e.g., a traffic
accident, sudden illness, etc.), you can call an ambulance by contacting
the fire department. However, please do not call an ambulance unless you
urgently need emergency assistance.

@ Police Boxes: A Unique Japanese Police System

Police boxes, called koban, are places where policemen conduct a wide
range of activities including patrolling neighborhoods and filing reports for
crimes, missing persons, and lost and found items. In other words, these
function as “mini” police stations.
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2. Earthquakes

Japan has very frequent earthquakes. The Great East Japan Earthquake
which occurred on March 11th, 2011, was a major earthquake of magnitude
9.0 and caused serious damage to the country. It is still said that an inland
earthquake may occur at any time in the Tokyo Metropolitan area and to
keep damages to a minimum, preparations and precautions are said to be a
necessity. In particular, around a metropolitan area like Shinjuku, it is
expected that there will be a chaos especially because transportation will be
paralyzed with the influx of people who cannot go home by train or bus.
Therefore, if an earthquake occurs, the first priority is to make sure that you
are safe, then to consider the best way to evacuate the area.

@ How to respond if you are on-campus.
i. If you are in a building where there are classrooms, seminar
rooms, or cafeterias-‘-*

* Hide under a desk or cover your head with your bags or clothes so that

you can avoid falling glass, blackboards, light bulbs, etc.

* Move away from windows or bookshelves to prevent injury from broken

glass or falling shelves.

* Open the room'’s door to secure an exit if you are nearby and it is safe to

do so.

* If you are handling any flammables or chemicals for experiments, turn off

all sources of fire as soon as possible and keep away from chemicals.
ii. If you are in an elevator---

All elevators in the University are programmed to stop at the nearest floor
and open automatically in an emergency. Get off of the elevator, and find a
place safe from fires and falling debris. Wait there and take precautions for
your safety against any aftershocks.

iii. If you are in the hallway or the stairwells---

Move away from falling items such as windows and lights, sit down where
you are and wait until the quake stops. Make sure to cover your head and
body with your belongings.
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After the quake quiets down, the following steps should be taken:
1. Don't panic.

Before you move, confirm that the building you are in is safe and that there
are no fires or injured people in the area. In case of any fires or injuries, call
the nearest University office for help. Then, maintaining your own safety first
and foremost, extinguish the fire or provide first aid to the injured.

2. What if I'm injured?

Shout loudly for help. If you can’t say anything because of your injuries,
make loud noises using any method you can to attract the attention of
people nearby to notice your presence.

3. Decide whether you should evacuate.

Make sure you know what is going on around you (inside the room you
are in and the building more generally) and whether or not there is a fire.
If you are sure you are safe, don't move until you are told to evacuate
somewhere else. If you find anything that endangers you, leave as soon as
possible.

% An important reminder:
1. If there is a fire in the vicinity, cover your mouth with a towel, handkerchief,
or whatever material you can find.
2. Decide what route you will take before you start moving.
3. Use the stairs, not the elevators.
4. Please do not crowd or push others, as this will contribute to creating a
panic.

[Introducing: “e-learning” disaster prevention program]

In response to the Great East Japan Earthquake of March 11, 2011,
the “e-learning” disaster prevention program (Japanese version / English
version) was created to educate students about fire/disaster prevention.

This program is made up of two sections: “In the event of a large
earthquake--” and “In Case of Fire / Lifesaving,” the former being about 13
minutes, and the latter about 8 minutes.

This is a very important notice regarding your Status of Residence.

Extending Period of Stay of Your “Student” Status of Residence

+ Please carry your Residence Card at all times!

- You will need to show your Residence Card when asked to do so by an
Immigration Officer, an Immigration Guard, a policeman, or other officials
concerned. If you are found not carrying your Residence Card, you may be
required to pay a fine of up to 200,000 yen; if you refuse to show the Card,
you may be sentenced to up to one year’s imprisonment or required to pay a
fine of up to 200,000 yen.

- We will start accepting your application for extension of period of stay three
months prior to the expiration date of your period of stay. Please apply for
extension of period of stay as early as possible.

+ In the event you fail to apply for extension of period of stay and your Status of
Residence expires, you will be considered to be staying in Japan illegally and
will be forced to leave Japan under the departure order system or via forced
deportation from Japan. Please be very careful as you will not be able to
reenter Japan for a certain period, and will be unable to continue your studies
at Waseda. Such cases have actually taken place at Waseda in recent years.

STEP1 : Check the expiration date.

If the expiration date on your Residence Card is within the next three months, you need to apply
for extension of period of stay.

If you are asked to submit documents
issued by Waseda University, please let us know as soon as possible.
