Opportunities for Learning Through Experience 

Interested students have the opportunity to enroll in a course that incorporates service with 

the local community alongside structured preparation and reflection opportunities. In 

these “community-engaged” courses, students volunteer with local area non-profit 

organizations over the course of a quarter. These volunteer opportunities are tied to academic 

coursework and intended to address concerns that are identified and articulated by the 

community. 

 
Students also have many opportunities to participate in student organizations, intramural 

sports, and extracurricular activities. They may attend events led by the Foundation for 

International Understanding Through Students (FIUTS), an organization that brings 

off-campus.
