Entry Requirements

For entry into the English Language
Academy (FCertEAP), students must meet
the following TOEFL score requirements
at the time of application:

e An overall score of 60 in the TOEFL
iBT with the Writing score of no less
than 18 and the other band scores of
no less than 12.

or

e An overall score of 5.0 in the IELTS
academic with the writing score of no
less than 5.0 and the other band
scores of no less than 4.5.

Programme Summary

Students will begin their studies at the University’s English Language Academy (ELA) studying

Foundation Certificate in English for Academic Purposes for 20 weeks.

Following a break, during which students can explore New Zealand, students will participate in the

University of Auckland’s International Student Orientation programme.

Waseda University students will then spend a semester studying at the University of Auckland, which
is New Zealand’s finest and offers Waseda University students a unique opportunity to study

international business, languages and arts.

At the University of Auckland, students can enrol in a full-time load of up to four courses (60 points)
from the Faculty of Business and Economics and/or the Faculty of Arts. Students will be advised by
the Faculty Student Advisor when making their course choices, and throughout their time at the
University of Auckland will be assisted by a coordinator who will meet with them and be available by

phone and email.

Academic Study

The English Language Academy

Students will complete the Foundation Certificate in English for Academic Purposes (FCertEAP) over
20 weeks. They will be in small classes with other students who will be going on to study at The

University of Auckland.

The FCertEAP programme covers the following:

. Writing: academic styles, essay structures, paragraph writing, introductions and conclusions,
cohesive devices, summary writing, editing, writing reports, academic conventions, and
academic genres.

. Listening and Reading: speed reading strategies, patterns of organisation, making local and
global inferences, note taking, strategies to cope with unknown vocabulary, summarising main

ideas, listening for stressed words and phrases, and synthesising.

. Vocabulary/Language: academic vocabulary, prefixes and suffixes, review of grammatical
tenses, focus on correct spelling, focus on grammatical accuracy, and variation in sentence
patterns.

. Speaking and Research: formal oral presentations, use of PowerPoint, referencing, and
research strategies.

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Housing and extracurricular activities

Housing and Meal Plan

Students going to the University of Auckland for the English and Customised Studies programme will
typically be placed with an English Language Academy approved homestay for the first four weeks.
This enables Waseda University students to live with New Zealand families, experience the ‘Kiwi’

lifestyle, and practice English in an everyday situation.

Then with the assistance of the English Language Academy staff, students may choose to move to
alternative accommodation, or continue in homestay. Other accommodation options include
university hostel accommodation (subject to the availability of places), and university approved
apartment facilities adjacent to the campus. Advice can also be provided on renting accommodation

for single or shared use.

Please note that, due to the availability of places, other accommodation options such as dormitory

cannot be guaranteed after staying at the homestay for 4 weeks.

Facilitation Plan

There is a dedicated Program Coordinator who, in conjunction with academic and personal support
services, will be available to Waseda University students from their arrival in Auckland. Students will
have regular meetings with the Coordinator, and will also be able to contact them by email and phone, if
need be. Students will meet with the Faculty Student Adviser for course selection and to discuss any

academic concerns which may arise during their course of study.

Credits

Students will generally undertake a standard full course load in The University of Auckland (four courses,
60 points total per semester). Students must be mindful of student visa requirements and credit issues
at Waseda University. Their program should be finalized in consultation with the University of Auckland
Program Coordinator and credit issues should be confirmed with the student’s home faculty at Waseda
