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Double Degree Program

A Unique Opportunity for Waseda Students
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The Japan Study Program and Waseda have established a new double-degree program that
provides unprecedented opportunities for students at both institutions. The partnership with
Earlham College is the first such undergraduate double-degree program Waseda has created

with an institution in the United States.

Based on the idea of “Harmonization of Eastern and Western Cultures” espoused by Waseda
University founder Okuma Shigenobu, one of the university’s goals is “co-creation of knowledge
in the Asia-Pacific region.” This goal aims to construct greater understanding, to foster new ways
of thinking, and to create international opportunities through the exchange of people and
knowledge rooted in the Asia-Pacific region. In order to realize this goal, Waseda University, in
cooperation with partner institutions, introduced the Double Degree Program and has continued

to steadily strengthen its relations with these colleges and universities across the world.

Waseda University’s Double Degree Program (DDP) is an educational program in which students
obtain two degrees (from Waseda and a partner university) upon their graduation from both

institutions. As a general rule, the program’s basic structure is based on the existing curriculum of

both Waseda University and participating institutions.
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
