Dear students,

This is to inform you of the Fall Recruitment for Mid/Long-Term Study Abroad Programs
(deadline: October 2024), including the “EX Program” and “CS Program”. Regarding
these programs provided by all our partner universities in Canada, CIE has decided to
offer only one-semester programs with a study period of less than 6 months. The

reasons are as follows:

Generally, in order to study in Canada for six months or longer, you are required to
obtain a Study Permit (hereinafter referred to as "SP") as part of the immigration
procedures. However, in January 2024, the Government of Canada established a
temporary, two-year cap, from 2024 to 2025, on the number of new international SPs.
Multiple factors such as the uncertainty of obtaining SPs to be issued in 2025, may force

international students to cancel their program participation.

After carefully considering the current circumstances on the Fall Recruitment for
Mid/Long-Term Study Abroad Programs (deadline: October 2024), CIE has decided to
recruit only for one-semester study abroad programs that do not require the issuance

of SPs*, with the aim of enhancing the possibility of fulfilling your study abroad in
Canada.

*: Only for students who hold the nationality of a country that has a reciprocal visa
waiver agreement with Canada. Depending on your nationality, you may need a visa to enter

Canada, so please check the visa requirements before considering study abroad programs.

Please pay close attention to the study period mentioned above and consider your

program option carefully.
