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Essential Information for CS-L (1S) Application

1. Preconditions (Time Constraints)
These programs allow only a short time from the time of being selected to a specific program (scheduled
for December 4, 2024) to your departure date (scheduled between February and March 2025). Therefore,

you need to complete necessary procedures in a very short period before departure. Furthermore, some
procedures take longer than usual and additional procedures are required after the COVID-19 pandemic.

Consequently, only students who are able to complete the procedures, on an extremely tight schedule,
can apply for these programs.
*In_the Study Abroad Fall Recruitment (Deadline; October 2024), only for University of Alberta, please
note that the program start date will be around September 2025, which is different from the departure
date for other CS-L programs.

2. Items to keep in mind
— Applicants must be aware of the following precautions and potential risks involved in procedures.

1) Your preparation needs to start before the internal selection results (scheduled for December 4).

* Be sure to start preparing documents for immigration procedures and securing accommodations in your
prospective host counties. (Details will be provided in advance only to applicants for these programs.)

* Note that you may not be selected as a study abroad candidate as a result of the internal selection
process, regardless of the progress of the procedure.

* You will be responsible for all expenses incurred up to that point, even if you are ultimately selected to
participate in a program other than CS-L(1S), as a result of the internal selection process.

* Failure to prepare the documents specified by the CIE before the deadline will disqualify you from the
program, even after you have been confirmed to participate in the program.

2) Your overseas travel may get canceled before or immediately after the application deadline.
* Be aware that prior to the internal selection results, your program may be canceled due to safety

concerns or an infectious disease outbreak.

* Be aware that your program may be canceled after the internal selection results due to deteriorating
security or infectious disease situations. Once selected as a candidate for the canceled program, you
cannot switch to another program.

* You will be responsible for the expenses already incurred for procedures even if your program is
cancelled at short notice.

* In some countries, you are required to have two or more booster doses of the COVID-19 vaccines.

It is essential that you check the latest border control measures in the country where your host
university is located and take the necessary precautions before traveling.

If you are unable to travel to your destination due to lack of preparation, you will be responsible for
paying the preparation costs.
