Q. REF U IAIXESRES ? How can I choose my campus?
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When you apply for the UC System after being chosen as a candidate through the internal screening
at Waseda, you will have to choose 3 campuses out of the list below. UC will evaluate your
application with your academic background, coursework-in-progress, academic statement, and your
desired major etc. to determine which campus is suitable for you. Please keep in mind that you
may be placed at your third choice. Also, as UC has the right to determine your campus, it is
possible that you will be placed at a campus that you did not choose. (We had such cases in the
past.) Once you are placed, you cannot request to change it even if you are placed to a campus
that you did not choose. Therefore, please do some research on every campus for you to be well
prepared.
