Our methodology is based on the pedagogical principles described in the Common European Framework of
Reference for Languages (CEFR). We welcome students from level Al to B2.

Through communicative situations, our experienced teachers propose activities based on the 4 language skills:
reading, listening, writing and speaking.

A placement test is proposed on the first day to place each learner in a group that corresponds to his or her
general level, assessed on all 4 language skills. Other evaluations are organized by the teachers during the
course, as well as a final test to assess the level obtained at the end of the session.

French language learning is based on authentic didactic documents (written, audio or video) from a variety of
sources (French-language media, recorded dialogues, literature and cinema).

The written and oral production activities on offer encourage intercultural exchanges within the group and put
the learner in a situation of authentic communication.

Afternoon workshops encourage exchange and work in small groups, on themes that touch on many aspects
of life in France and the French-speaking world. These workshops lead to the completion of tasks/projects as
part of the Festival of Cultures, in a spirit of cooperation and creativity.

The workshop themes are renewed each year in the spirit of discovering the French language and culture.
Participants are infroduced to the themes on the second day, and sign up for two workshops per month. These
workshops can cover topics such as gastronomy, the French-speaking world, phonetic correction, theatre or
other cultural themes, literature or poetry.

A “culture pack” enables students to discover Toulouse and the surrounding region through guided tours,
tastings and cultural events.
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
