*Test week You will have the end-of-block test on the last week of your course.

* 1-on-1 Tutorials and Meet2Chat are extracurricular activities and free of charge. The sign-up is
required. Time and Date are subject to change. Students will know the schedule after they arrive in ELA.
Spaces are limited (first come, first served).

* ELA Social Activities take place every week and this is optional. The sign-up is required (We will inform
students on how to sign-up at the orientation). The fees may occur for some activities. Also, it is subject to
change depending on the sign-up students’ numbers and weather conditions. (e.g., UoA Campus tour,
Mission Bay, Mt Eden, Auckland Domain, One Tree Hill, Board game, Movie, Speaking Contest etc.) Fees may
occur for some activities for entry or fares for the transportation to the sites and spaces are limited (first
come, first served).

* Weekend activities are operated by tour companies, and this is not included in your English programme
in ELA. The approximate cost for a one-day trip is NZD200-350 and NZD300-450 is for a two-day trip. The
price varies based on different destinations. (e.g., Hobbiton, Rotorua&Taupo, Waitomo cave, Bay of Island,
Coromandel etc.) In general circumstances, only card payment is accepted (surcharge fees may apply for
credit card payments).
