Important Notice Regarding the Change in TOEFL iBT® Scale

ETS Japan, the administrator of the TOEFL® test, has announced that the score scale for the TOEFL iBT® will be changed
from the current 1-120 scale to 1-6 scale starting January 21, 2026. This change may affect applicants applying for
overseas study programs, particularly those planning to apply for the Fall Recruitment (Deadline: October 2025). We are
providing this notice to inform you of the necessary precautions to take when applying.

1. Regarding the scores to be submitted for the internal screening for Fall 2025 Recruitment
At the time of the Study Abroad Programs Fall Recruitment (Deadline: October 2025), the TOEFL iBT® exam will still be

administered under the current scoring system (1-120 scale), so the new score requirements (1-6 scale) will not be

applied.

2. Important Notes when applying to the Host University
Once you are selected as a candidate for the study abroad program through the internal screening, you will need to
submit the English score certificate required by the host university to be enrolled at the university. The application

period varies by university, but many universities will begin accepting applications on or after January 21, 2026 (*").

At this point, the new scoring system has just been announced, and it is not yet clear how each university will
respond. Please be aware that if, at the time of application to the host university, the university decides to only accept
the new scores (1-6 scale) or to strictly evaluate old scores based on the conversion table to the new scale, there is a

possibility that scores that met the requirements at the time of the internal screening may no longer meet their

requirements. In that case, you may need to retake the exam to meet the requirements of the host university.
