Academic Study 

Liberal arts colleges have competitive entrance requirements and rigorous academic 

standards. Former Waseda participants have commented on the importance of small class 

size (about 15 students/course) in helping them improve their English skills. Communication 

with the professor is an important part of a liberal arts education. Professors know their 

students by name and encourage students to work together. 

 

Liberal arts colleges take pride in their rich array of courses, offered in a variety of 

disciplines and at different levels. All students may select courses from the entire 

curriculum. The college catalog contains a list of the college’s courses, but it is important to 

remember that not all of these classes are offered each semester. Working closely with their 

academic advisor, Waseda students will select their courses each semester.
